Greetings to you in the name of our Lord and Saviour

Jesus Christ.

As all of us are aware, the motto of the Church of

South India is ‘That they all may be one’.   St. John’s Gospel 17:21 Says.

“I pray that they all may be one” and so on.   There is also a worldly

proverb such as ‘Unity is Strength’.

Jesus is the God’s only begotten son who United God and man

by demolishing the wall of separation which is the sin of man.   We

claim to be his disciples.   But have we ever thought about the unity

among ourselves?   Even the Church of Him who stood for unity and

died for its sake is lacking in unity!

Abraham Lincoln the former President of America became

martyr for the sake of the abolition of slavery and preservation of

Unity.   Since he rose up from a family of low financial background,

he knew the value of considering all people equally.

I have heard a small story regarding unity in my boyhood days.

A man had four children.   As they grew up and became well settled

they quarreled each other and went apart from their fathers home.

He knew that there are only few days left

before him.  So he called aside his four children.  He asked them to

pick up each splinter from the broomstick lying near his bed.  As four

of them took splinters, he asked them to break them.   Four of them

broke the single splinters in their hand.  Then came the command of

the father.  “Now take this broomstick and break it into two”.   The

four children individually tried their level best to break the broomstick

which became a failure.  “See you could easily break  a splinter.   But

as the splinters gathered together as a broomstick you couldn’t break

it.   Dear Children, if you stand united none can do any harm to you”,

saying this he breathed his last.   The four children decided to stand

United under any circumstances.
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Psalm 133 speaks about the beauty of Unity.  We say this Psalm

during our Service regarding the Holy communion.  The Psalmist

depicts the wonder and happiness of unity beautifully.   In the Holy

communion, we are united among ourselves and also with God,

fulfilling the meaning of  Cross in our lives.

According to the Psalmist, the Unity is wonderful and pleasant

just like the precious anointing oil running down from Aaron’s head

and beard down to the Collar of his robes.

Here the Unity has been universalized by the Psalmist.   The

anointing oil can be considered as the love of  God.   The head of

Aaron can be considered as the clergy and the beard as the entire

Christian  community of the world.   The anointing oil does not restrict

its spreading to this beard it runs down continuously to the robe of

Aaron which is not the part of his body.   The robe of  Aaron can be

considered as the non Christians.  The Psalmist concludes the Psalm

“That is when the Lord has promised his blessing”.   In short the

spreading of God’s love is the responsibility of Gods  children which

will fetch blessings to themselves and all those to whom the love of

God is shared.

As Christians, let us try to spread the blessings and Love of  God

to all the people we deal with and thus receive the blessings from God

abundantly.   May God give us the Grace for it.   Amen.
