The Christian faith is a singing faith, and we sing most of all

about the salvation accomplished on the cross. These lines from P P

Bliss' hymn evoke one of the great pictures with which to understand

what Christ did: he redeemed us, purchased us, paid the debt, set us

free. Redemption means releasing prisoners when a ransom price is

paid, or setting slaves free by the payment of  a price. We are re-

minded that when we were slaves to sin ( John 8:34), Jesus set us free;

the price he paid for our liberty was the cross. In the words of another

hymn (by Elvina Hall): "Jesus paid it all, / All to Him I owe; / Sin had

left a crimson stain - / He washed it white as snow."

These last lines draw before us another picture: Jesus washed away

the stains of our sins and purified us by his blood. Zechariah 13:1 says,

"On that day a fountain will be opened…to cleanse them from sin and

impurity." The poet William Cowper draws on this theme:

"There is a fountain filled with blood / Drawn from Immanuel's

veins,

And sinners plunged beneath that flood, / Lose all their guilty stains."

So does professor of literature and pastor, Robert Lowry:

"What can wash away my sin? / Nothing but the blood of Jesus;

What can make me whole again? / Nothing but the blood of Jesus.

Oh! Precious is the flow that makes me white as snow;

No other fount I know, nothing but the blood of  Jesus."

Come, let us travel to the hill of Golgotha, outside Jerusalem, to see

the Saviour on the cross:

"See from His head, His hands, His feet / Sorrow and love flow

mingled down,

Did e'er such love and sorrow meet, / Or thorns compose so rich a

crown?"

Isaac Watts, who wrote that hymn (When I Survey the Wondrous

Cross) also invites us to contemplate Christ suffering and dying for us,

for our sins:

"Alas! And did my Saviour bleed / And did my sovereign die?
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Would He devote that sacred head / For such a worm as I?

Was it for sins that I have done / He suffered on the tree?

Amazing pity! Grace unknown! / And love beyond degree!"

Isaiah 53:5 says, "But he was pierced for ourourourourour transgressions, he

was crushed for ourourourourour iniquities; the punishment that brought us us us us us peace

was on him, and by his wounds we are healed." Everything Christ suf-

fered on the cross was for our sake.

As we contemplate further, we realize that Jesus was taking our

place on the cross, dying the death we should have died, being our sub-

stitute, the vicarious Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world.

The hymn ‘O Sacred Head’ captures this theme;

Is the Bible the inerrant Word of  God or is it only a collection

of myths? The Bible itself claims that all scripture is inspired by the

Holy Spirit. It contains history. But it is not a history book. It contains

poetry. But it is not a poetry book. The Bible is really a library of books

written by several authors over a period of more than 1000 years. Yet,

it is one book. All through this book runs the red thread of God's re-

demptive work. God's creation only needed Him to pronounce a word.

God said … and it was so. But God's redemption cost him the suffering

and death of His Son.

For a long time, the Bible remained out of reach of the com-

mon man. But the early Reformers and the printing press changed that

situation. Then Satan's strategy took another direction. Men began to

question the word of God- its authorship, its historicity, its claims. One

strong attack came from the Evolutionists. Surprisingly, it was first taught

not in the Universities of England but in churches. There were also

attacks on the authorship of the books of the Bible. Did Moses write

the Pentateuch? Did Daniel write the book that goes by his name?

Critics of the Bible can be so blind to facts that stare them in

the face. They say that Daniel could not have written the book of Daniel

because parts of it are in Aramaic and Aramaic was not spoken at that

time. When you point out that Aramaic was spoken in the time of King

Hezekiah, along comes the next attack. The prophecies in the book of

Daniel are so startlingly accurate that critics say that they were written

after the events…forgetting that they were included in the Septuagint

translation and the Septuagint translation was made long before the

events. And then there were attacks on Christ himself. They question

the resurrection, and even his character.
