The universal statement not to be served but to serve” is based on
the mission and ministry of our Lord and Redeemer Jesus Christ.

Here, St.Mark vividly narrates the core essence of the mission
and ministry in a nutshell. The Gospel bears all the marks of originality and
would not have been an abridgment of Matthew’s narration. It is said that
the life experiences of St. Mark enabled him to write the Gospel - John
Mark was the son of Mary, A christian Jewess, in whose home the early
Christians seemed to have sheltered (Acts 12). He was a Roman in training
and development. He was associated with Barnabas and Paul and Silas
and others (Col. 4:10), (Phile 24). According to tradition, he founded the
Church at Alexandria. As Mark was the interpreter of Peter, the date of the
gospel writing was prior to the destruction of Jerusalem in 70 AD. The Gospel
was written between 63 - 66 AD.

The aim of Mark’s Gospel is to show that the Saviour is a man of
action. The main out lines are the sonship of Jesus (1:1-13) the service of

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Jesus (1:14 - 13-37) the sacrifice of Jesus (14:1-15:47) and the supernatural
Triumph (16:1-20). Crusifixion, Resurrection and Ascension are the highlights
of the Gospel, which indicate “Redemption of humankind from sin”.

Service must be a part of the ministry of the church community of
His disciples.(Mat.25:31-46, Acts. 2:43-47, Romans. 12:1-31 etc).This is a
part of the ministry to reach out to support the needy and to empower them
for life. The book of Proverbs deals with people and the advice given to the
people who do not work is that they should learn from the activities of the
ants.(Prov. 30:25). In Matt. 11:28 Jesus calls the people to rest: only those
persons who are working “come unto Me, all ye that labour and are heavy
laden and I will give you rest.”Jesus called the servant who took the one
talent and buried it, as “Wicked and slothful’ or lazy servant.

The eternal
bliss will be sweet for the hard worker who has extended his service and
completed his tasks since Christ Jesus finished His service on the cross as
a sacrifice.

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Is there hope for healing a  broken
heart? Something or someone has
just broken your heart. You were
caught off-guard by a betrayal, a
shocking behavior, or loss of a loved
one. Suddenly you are feeling like
you’ve lost all hope . . . you can feel
a physical aching in your chest that
leaves you wounded and scarred.
How can you ever hope to recover
or discover what steps will end this
suffering?
We all know that emotions are a
vital part of the way we are made.
Yet we can’t understand why it takes
so long to heal from emotional
injuries. We would never
prematurely remove a cast or
sutures until the broken bone or skin
was fully restored. We must realize
complete emotional healing
requires time. The book of Psalms
offers great comfort when
experiencing long-term emotions
like sadness, fear, and grief. “He
heals the brokenhearted, binding up
their wounds” (Psalm 147:3).

Healing a Broken Heart
- The key is trust

Our human tendency is to avoid
painful situations, even burying
them. Can we ever trust those who
hurt us so deeply? There are steps
to healing a broken heart.
RELEASE - “... First forgive anyone
you are holding a grudge against . .
.” (Mark 11:25).

REFOCUS -”... By [God’s] mighty
power at work within us, he is able
to accomplish infinitely more than
we would ever dare to ask or hope”
(Ephesians 3:20).
RECEIVE - “[God] comforts us in
all our troubles so that we can
comfort others. When others are
troubled, we will be able to give
them the same comfort God has
given us” (2 Corinthians 1:4).

Healing a Broken Heart
- There is a reason

Once there was a young man who
proclaimed to have the most
beautiful, flawless heart. An old man
challenged him. The crowd looked
at the old man’s heart. It was
beating strongly, but full of scars.
Some pieces had been removed
and others had been put in, but
didn’t fit quite right. The old man
looked at the young man, “I would
never trade my heart for yours.
Every scar represents a person I’ve
given my love — I tear out a piece
and give it to them. Sometimes they
give me a piece of their broken
heart, which I fit along jagged
edges. When the person doesn’t
return my love, a painful gouge is
left. Those gouges stay open,
reminding me that I love these
people too. Perhaps someday they
will return and fill that space.”

The agony and recovery time is just
too unbearable.

In every way, Jesus
experienced a broken heart. He
understands betrayal, temptation,
and loss (Isaiah 53:3; Luke 22:33-
34; Matthew 14:10-13).. He is our
Comforter, Counselor, and
Companion who fills our heart’s
empty spaces.

1.Realize that God is with You.

3. (i) Rely on God’s Resources
God’s Word gives real comfort.
“I am completely discouraged...
revive me by your Word.” “Your
Word has been my comfort” (Psalm
119:25,52)
(ii) Rely on  God’s People’ (Your
Brothers and Sisters in Christ) 2
Corin. 1:3-4.
The fellowship and love of the
people of God. (iii) Rely on GOD’S
SPIRIT

power of the Holy Spirit, fill you with
. hope.” Romans 15:13 (CEV)

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Prayer  is   an  integral  part of
our life.

church and worship. If you carefully
spend your time for the sake of the
Lord, He will bless you abundantly.

Former Bishop of Tirunelveli
Diocese Rt. Rev. Jebaraj once said,
“A family without prayer is similar to
the house without roof.” Hence, in
our life, personal prayer, group
prayer, family prayer and unified
prayer should be inculcated.
