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From the Presbyter’s desk

Priesthood; down with the people, and up with God
Hebrews 4:14-5:10
Greetings to all...

This month | would like to share something about
Priesthood. A priest is meant to be down with the people, and up with God.
First he's down with the people. A priest is a man of the people. One of us.
But he's also got to be up with God. And verse 1 says the way he does that is
through offering the right sacrifices for sins. Sins demand bloodshed, and the
Old Testament priests shed the blood of animals and made the appropriate
offerings. In that way the priests were go-betweens, representing us to God.
The priests were down with the people and they tried to be up with God.

Look at Hebrews 5 verse 2: It's speaking of the Old Testament High Priest
and it says: He is able to deal gently with those who are ignorant and are going
astray, since he himself is subject to weakness. 3 This is why he has to offer
sacrifices for his own sins, as well as for the sins of the people.

Do you know about the Day of Atonement and what the high priest did? It
all revolved around a tent called the tabernacle which was a model of heaven
and earth. The tabernacle was later rebuilt as the temple. And even today
churches, like this one, are built in the shape of the temple.

Here's a rough floorplan of the most important parts of the tabernacle.
Outside - to the east - was the altar. That's where the sacrifices were made.
And then as you travel West, you would come to the holy place. Only the
priests were allowed in the holy place. And then if you travelled further west
to the very heart of the temple you would hit the Most Holy Place where the
LORD's throne was - the ark of the covenant. No-one was allowed in the
Most Holy Place, except the High Priest and only on one day in the year - the
Day of Atonement.

And on the Day of Atonement the High Priest would take a symbolic journey
- you can read about it in Leviticus 16 if you like. He would go from the east
- which is associated with estrangement from God. But through the sacrifices
the High Priest made at the altar, he was able to draw near to God. So imagine
it - sacrifices take place out there in the car park. They are sacrifices that
involve a knife and bloodshed and fire - because the sacrifices would be
consumed by fire on the altar. A knife, blood and fire - that's important. Those
were the sacrifices that were made for all to see. Then the High Priest comes
in here to the Holy Place. The High Priest is carrying some of the blood from
the sacrifices and he comes through the Holy Place. But there's one more
barrier he has to cross. Once he's in the Holy Place, he can't see the ark of the
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covenant, the throne of the Lord. Because, there's a whopping great curtain
that separates the Most Holy Place from the Holy Place.

Imagine it here - a giant curtain, very thick. And woven into the curtain are
some angels called cherubim. And it's essentially a massive keep out sign.
Because cherubim are heavenly bouncers. When Adam and Eve were kicked
out of heaven, two cherubim were set up as guards to make sure no-one
came back into the presence of God. In Genesis 3 the cherubim have a fiery
sword that flashes back between them. It's like they are martial arts experts,
throwing this flaming sword back and forth, guarding the way to God's presence.
If you want to get into God's presence you're going to have to go through
these guys. And these guys will kill you with their sword and their fire.

Brothers and sisters in Christ, do you know that Jesus is enthroned at the
right hand of God right now, and He has you on His heart? Do you know that?
He hasn't just play-acted it. Jesus hasn't just passed through curtains into a
special room. He's gone through the heavens to the actual throne-room of
God. And if you belong to Him, He has actually taken you there. You are
represented perfectly at the heart of heaven.

The Bible says we are lost without a representative. We are lost in human
courts, how much more in the court of heaven. We can't get through the
cherubim, through the fire and the sword. We deserve only death. We are
lost without a priest. But we've got one and His name is Jesus, the Son of God.
He is one with us. And he is one with God. Perfectly down with us, perfectly
up with the Father. Therefore the throne on which He sits is a throne of
grace. It gushes with grace and mercy, because seated on the throne of the
universe is your Brother and Priest, Jesus. Talk about friends in high places.

This month: "Let us then approach the throne of grace with confidence,
so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need."

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THE BASIS FOR INFANT BAPTISM

“No matter who enacts it, Christ is the Baptiser. And the water of baptism
is a gracious water of life.” (Martin E. Marty)

We have all come across the strong propaganda from Bible-thumping

Pentecostalists and independent fellowships that infant baptism is wrong and
unscriptural. Some among us have even fallen prey to their insistence that we
must take adult baptism, since infant baptism is invalid. What is the truth?

1.

Baptism is a mark or seal of entry into the New Covenant and of belonging to
Christ’'s community the Church just as in the Old Covenant, the mark or sign
was circumcision (Col 2: 11, 12). God commanded that every male child
should be circumcised when 8 days old (Gen 17:10-12). Abraham believed
God, but what personal faith did Isaac have when he was 8 days old? (see
Gen 21:4). The children born in an Israelite family were not treated as pagans,
but as members of the covenant. The New Covenant only enlarged the mark
or sign by including women and children also in baptism. On the Day of
Pentecost when Peter exhorted his hearers to “repent and be baptised”, he
said “the promise is to you and your children” (Acts 2: 38, 39). Are we to
think that he then excluded the children when the family came forward?

. There was a historical precedent in Jewish baptism of Gentile converts

(proselyte baptism) which was practised even before Christ’s time. When
families converted to Judaism, the males were circumcised but everyone,
even day-old babies, were baptised. The earliest believers in Christ were all
Jews, and they would have needed an explicit command from Christ or the
apostles to exclude children from the covenant sign. They were accustomed
in both circumcision and in convert baptism to include the entire family.

. In New Testament times, whole families were baptised (see Acts 11:14, 16:15,

33 or1Cor1:16). In that culture, just as in our culture, when the head of the
family acted, the other members followed without question, irrespective of
personal opinion. The notion of each one in the family making up his or her
own mind is a modern Western one which often colours their understanding
of baptism. Baptism did not mean that every member of the family was saved.
It means that all members of the believer’s family had to take the sign of the
covenant. It is misleading to refer to adult baptism as ‘believer’s baptism’,
because children of believers are also part of the family of believers.

4. Jesus blessed little children (see Mark 10:13-16). This passage, even though at

first sight it has nothing to do with baptism, is read in the CSI Order of Baptism.
Even in the 2™ century, Tertullian used it as a justification for infant baptism.
The point is that entering the kingdom of God is a matter of simply trusting
and lying on Jesus’ arms (v. 15, 16). It is what the Lord does, not what the
little child does, because he is too young to understand. The child is never
asked to take the adult’s faith, but the adult is asked to take the child’s faith.

. The Church baptised children belonging to Christian families from its earliest

history. Second century church fathers like Irenaeus and Origen mentioned
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infant baptism in their writings, saying that the custom came down from the
apostles. Most churches — Lutheran, Anglican, Presbyterian, Methodist,
Congregational, besides the Roman Catholic and Orthodox, practice infant
baptism. Only Baptists and Pentecostals deny it. Contrary to the image the
pro-adult baptism people project, the mainstream Churches do not deny
adult baptism — it is provided for new converts (those who were not baptised
ininfancy can also take it). But they would consider it unacceptable to exclude
from community the children of believing parents, to leave them to
themselves.

6. Baptism, like salvation, is God’s act, not ours. This is the crucial point of
departure in the two understandings. For Baptists, it is only a witness that we
have responded, believed, etc (what we do). But no, it is rather a testimony
to what God has done. “Supremely, baptism is the mark of God’s prior love
to us which antedates our response and calls it forth” (Michael Green).
Salvation does not depend on our own faith but on what Christ has done; on
the grace of God. Response is most important (that is why we have a separate
act called Confirmation), but baptism is a sign of God’s saving act, God’s
initiative, God’s offer of covenant, God making us members of his community.
“Logically and chronologically the gift of God in baptism precedes what man
takes out of it” (Martin Marty).When an infant is baptised, it proclaims that it
is a seal of the covenant offered by God in his grace, not gained by man with
his faith. Even our faith and our response are not ours; it is God’s gift (Eph
2:8), placed in our hearts by God himself.

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When Dreams Seem to Die

To have a dream is a dangerous thing. It makes people hate you. Society always
wants people to be like them. If anyone seems to march to a different tune, they
immediately find fault with him or her. This is exactly what happened to Joseph.

On one occasion, when his father asked him to do so, Joseph went in search of
his brothers who were grazing their father's flocks. But even when they saw
him in the distance and before he reached them, they plotted to kill him.

This is what they said on seeing him in the distance: "Here comes that dreamer!
Come now, let's kill him and throw him into one of these cisterns and say that a
ferocious animal devoured him. Then we'll see what comes of his dreams"
(Genesis 37:19, 20 NIV). Note the words, "Here comes that dreamer!" Dreamers
are immediately spotted. They are the target of criticism and hostility.

Again, they said that they will kill him. And they also said, "Then we'll see what
comes of his dreams." But can dreams die? If it is God-given, it cannot die! Joseph's
brothers thought to end his God-given dreams. But since his dreams were not
his idea, but God's, God intervened and saved his life. Instead of being killed, he
was first put into an empty pit and then sold for twenty pieces of silver.

He was sold to a caravan of Midianite merchants coming that way with their
camels loaded with spices and going down to Egypt. Imagine what thoughts
might have crossed his young teen mind as he sat as a slave, sold by his own
brothers, to be carried away into a foreign land! Joseph might have thought,
"This is the end of my dreams." Yet that was just God's special caravan to take
Joseph to the land where his dreams would be fulfilled!

Dear young friend, having been rejected by those close to you are you sitting in
a caravan today? Are you thinking that the dreams in your life have come to a
premature end?Ah! God is not finished with you yet! The very things that seem
against you and your dream are exactly God's royal highway to take you to the
fulfilment of your dreams.

Frances Jane Croshy wrote more than 9,000 hymns, some of which are
among the most popular in every Christian denomination. She wrote so many
that she was forced to use pen names lest the hymnals be filled with her
name above all others. And, for most people, the most remarkable thing
about her was that she had done so in spite of her blindness.

"l think it is a great pity that the Master did not give you sight when he
showered so many other gifts upon you," remarked one well-meaning
preacher. Fanny Crosby responded at once, as she had heard such comments
before. "Do you know that if at birth I had been able to make one petition, it
would have been that | was born blind?" said the poet, who had been able to
see only for her first six weeks of life. "Because when | get to heaven, the first
face that shall ever gladden my sight will be that of my Savior."

Born in Putnam County, New York, Croshy became ill within two months.
Unfortunately, the family doctor was away, and another man-pretending to
be a certified doctor-treated her by prescribing hot mustard poultices to be
applied to her eyes. Her illness eventually relented, but the treatment left
her blind. When the doctor was revealed to be a quack, he disappeared. A
few months later, Crosby's father died. Her mother was forced to find work

as a maid to support the family, and Fanny was mostly raised by

== her Christian grandmother.
Her love of poetry began early-her first verse, written at
L

age 8, echoed her lifelong refusal to feel sorry for herself:

Oh, what a happy soul | am,
Even though | cannot see!

| am resolved that in this world
Contented | will be.

How many blessings | enjoy

That other people don't,

To weep and sigh because I'm blind
| cannot, and | won't!

While she enjoyed her poetry, she zealously memorized the Bible.
Memorizing five chapters a week, even as a child she could recite the
Pentateuch, the Gospels, Proverbs, the Song of Solomon, and many psalms
chapter and verse.

Her mother's hard work paid off. Shortly before her fifteenth birthday,
Crosbhy was sent to the recently founded New York Institute for the Blind,
which would be her home for 23 years: 12 as a student, 11 as a teacher. She
initially indulged in her own poetry and was called upon to pen verses for

various occasions. In time the principal asked her to avoid such "distractions"
in favor of her general instruction. "We have no right to be vain in the presence
of the Owner and Creator of all things," he said.

It was the work of a traveling phrenologist (one who studies the shape
and irregularities of the skull for insights into character and mental capacity)
that changed the school's mind and again ignited her passion. Though his
study is now the ridicule of science, the phrenologist's words were to prove
prophetic: "Here is a poetess. Give her every possible encouragement. Read
the best books to her and teach her the finest that is in poetry. You will hear
from this young lady some day."

It didn't take long. By age 23 Crosby was addressing Congress [the U.S.
parliament] and making friendships with presidents. In fact, she knew all the
chief executives of her lifetime, especially Grover Cleveland, who served as
secretary for the Institute for the Blind before his election.

Another member of the institute, former pupil Alexander van Alstine,
married Crosby in 1858. Considered one of New York's best organists, he
wrote the music to many of Crosby's hymns. Crosby herself put music to
only a few of hers, though she played harp, piano, guitar, and other instruments.
More often, musicians came to her for lyrics. For example, one day musician
William Doane dropped by her home for a surprise visit, begging her to put
some words to a tune he had recently written and which he was to perform
at an upcoming Sunday School convention. The only problem was that his
train to the convention was leaving in 35 minutes. He sat at the piano and
played the tune.

"Your music says, 'Safe in the Arms of Jesus," Crosby said, scribbling out
the hymn's words immediately. "Read it on the train and hurry. You don't
want to be late!" The hymn became one of Crosby's most famous.

Though she was under contract to submit three hymns a week to her
publisher and often wrote six or seven a day (for a dollar or two each), many
became incredibly popular. When Dwight Moody and Ira Sankey began to
use them in their crusades, they received even more attention. Among them
are "Blessed Assurance," "All the Way My Savior Leads Me," "To God Be the
Glory," "Pass Me Not, O Gentle Savior," "Safe in the Arms of Jesus," "Rescue
the Perishing," and "Jesus Keep Me Near the Cross."

She could write very complex hymns and compose music with a more
classical structure (she could even improvise it), but she preferred to write
simple, sentimental verses that could be used for evangelism. She continued
to write her poetry up to her death, a month shy of her ninety-fifth birthday.
"You will reach the river brink, some sweet day, bye and bye," was her last
stanza.

The fruitis a droop, containing an elongated seed, which is the edible
portion. The seed, commonly thought of as a nut is a culinary nut, not a
botanical nut.

Consumption

The kernels are often eaten whole. Either fresh or roasted and salted
and are also used in pistachio ice cream, pistachio chocolate, pistachio
halwa and pistachio salad.

Health benefits

Pistachio seeds, dry, roasted contain carbo hydrates, fibre, fat, pro-
tein and vitamins A, B, B,, Niacin (B,), Pantothenic acid, B,, Folate and
Vitamin C. Trace metals - Calcium, iron, magnesium, manganese, phos-
phorus, potassium and zinc.

The fat profile of pistachio is roughly 14% saturated fat, 54% non
monounsaturated fat and 32% polyunsaturated fat (PUFA).

The fats with high content of polyunsaturated fatty acids (PUFA) tends
to lower serum level of cholestrol. PUFA is not synthesized in the body.
It has to be supplied in the diet. So they are called essential fatty acid
(EFA). Essential fatty acids occur in the structural elements of gonads
and hence its importance in reproductive function. Prostaglandins and
lukotriene are synthesized from arichedonic acid. Itis found in the struc-
tural membrane of mitochondria deficiency of EFA produces fatty liver.
Linolenic acid (EFA) is necessary in the diet for optimal vision. Ground
nut oil, gingely oil and sun flower oil contain a large amount of essential
fatty acids.
