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PARADIGM SHIFT IN CELEBRATING FREEDOM

Freedom is divine. It is our birthright. With no exception, human
beings desire freedom. From time immemorial innumerous people
struggled and strived to realize freedom, a negligible number of them
achieved, and the mass majority have deplorably failed in their attempt.
Often, we Christians presume, claim and rejoice having attained
freedom. Unconvincingly, this feeling remains a notion far from the realm
of reality. But, the quest for true freedom continues.

With the advent of Protestant Reformation initiated by Martin Luther,
five hundred and one years ago, we glory in the fact that we are free rom
the clutches of Catholicism and are enjoying the fruits of Protestantism.
This of course, is only an illusion that persists in almost all facets of our
faith and practice. It is true t hat we the Protestants have come out of
Roman Catholicism. But mostimportantly Roman Catholicism and allied
pagan practices still persist within us and have not come out of most
of us. Therefore, it could well be said and settled that we are not yet set
free from bondage to celebrate true freedom.  Setting out life in order in
the need of the hour.

While our nation is celebrating 73" year of Indian independence
and freedom, let us subject ourselves to ‘a paradigm shift in our traditional
life style practices’ to celebrate true freedom in Christ devoid of refundant
age old practices, superstititous beliefs, petty prejudices and pagan
observances.

Along the a host of ‘saints’. Mother Mary is venerated as mediator
by Catholic through whom prayers and supplications are raised to God
Almighty. We are no less smart to position ‘gifted’ preaschers, pastors and
brothers of wide popularity as our mediators to receive pro[phesy, guidance,
counsel and blessing from God. There is only one mediator between
God and Man and our intercessor is none other than Jesus Christ (Acts
4:12) to whom we must repose our absolute allegiance.
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During the period of papacy in the dark ages, the best rated method
of raising funds for the then Church was sale of indulgences. Payment
was the yard stick for ransom and the remission of sins. ‘Pay and receive
forgiveness’ was the highlighted slogan which gained acceptance and
acclaim. But, the Bible says: “Freely you have received, freely give”
(Mathew 10:8). Now in modern times, healing prophets and evangelists of
the day endued with empire building motive, attract people to be prayed
for, in fact they sell prayers, and in turn are paid generously for their prayers
by their followers hailing from a wide spectrum of Christian believers. This
indeed is a cult practice and we need to be liberated into the true freedom
in Christto lift our eyes to the Lord from where our help comes (Psalms
121:1). Similarly in one’s own job, profession, employment and ministry
that is secular or sacred, receiving or accepting gifts in cash or kind for the
official work performed is a heinous crime. While this secret transaction is
extraneous to the stipulated salary, definitely it is a mal-practice that
tantamount to corruption. Offering and accepting of rewards for favours
received or extended is nothing less than bribe which indeed tarnishes
conscience. Many in our fold are allegedly practicing this life style where
the premeating presence of God should penetrate to redeem and free them
from this nausealing sin.

While idols, images, pictures and crufifix are all symbols for worship
for the Catholics, we too hold on to certain elements of idolatry. In
general, stone carved crosses are mounted on Church buildings wooden
or metal crosses are fixed or installed on the walls/doors/windows inside of
many Protestant Churches. Burning of candles in front of statues or pictures
is practiced by Catholics whereas we Protestants rest content garlanding
laminated paper pictures and wooden portraits of Jesus and Cross with
flowers both natural and artificial. God forbids idolatry (Exodus 20:4).

The early Church was guided by the Holy Spirit. Our forefathers
prayed to God and took decisions on knees.  The modern day church
administration and ministry, by and large is clothed in democratic mould
and is constitution guided. Committees look upto the members for human
guidance and counsel. The voice of the mob is the dictumk practiced.
The supremacy of God in all our affairs is conveniently forgotten or
neglected. Let us fall on our knees in prayer and cling on to the Word.

It was the Old Testament times that people did not approach God
directly. A Priest acted as intermediary between God and sinful human
beings. Unfortunately, the same practice is prevalent among Catholics
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even today. With Christ’s victory on the cross, now, we do not require a
Priest as mediator in the New Testament Church. We can go directly to
God and we are also given the responsibility to bring others to God
(Hebrews 4:16:2 Corinthians 5:20) “Priesthood of all believers” is not
fully comprehended even by the Protestants. It continues to be a dogma
and precept in the Church Unmistakably, it is not put to practice. Clergy
are ordained, appointed and maintained for performing ecclesiastical rites
and worship. While the call to discipleship is open to all, believers in common
are classified as a separate category ‘Laity’. The age old traditional pattern
is fostered in the Church even today due to lack of scripturl understanding
(1 Peter 2:9). This Bibilical script requires re-reading and re-affirmation.
Clergy-Laity differentiation leaves the message to the ordinary believers
that they are a lesser category destined to wholly depend on the Clergy
overwhelmingly. But remember the Bibilical affirmation. “We are ‘ aroyal
priesthood'.

‘Therefore, brethern, be even more diligent to make your call and
election sure, for if you do these things you will never stumble’ (2 Peter 1:10).
