EVERYTHING HAS IT’S TIME

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The Bible clearly says that you have to get rid of all leavening
agents in your life. In 1Corinthians 5:6-8, yeast or leaven is used to
signify sin. The command is to get rid of all leavening agents. Think
on how difficult it is to get rid of such things from our life.  Are we able
to identify the leavening agents? When we search and clean the house,
the big bread is easy to get rid of, the packet of biscuit is also easy, but
think about the crumbs under the sofa or the fridge - how difficult it is to
find and think of all the hidden ones. Some of the ones that you and
I can identify can be removed. Some of the things we cannot even
identify. When we look into some packets of food we see that they
contain leaven and we didn’t even know that they had used that in it.
Likewise in our life, are we able to identify all aspects that have leaven in
it. The small leavens are the most difficult to find. Something that can be
identified and found can only be removed. That’s where we need the
help of Jesus Christ and His word to help remove the leaven in our lives.

So first Passover and then the feast of unleavened bread. Passover
indicates getting right with God by His ultimate sacrifice. Then the seven
day of feast of unleavened bread which indicates walking in God’s ways
till delivered. In the case of the Israelites, it was deliverance from their
enemies at the Red Sea crossing which happened on the seventh
Sabbath. Seven denotes fullness in the Bible. Seven has many importance
in the Scriptures.

In Matthew 16:6 “Then Jesus said unto them, Take heed and
beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and of the Sadducees.” Who are
the Pharisees and the Sadducees? The similarities are they are
religious leaders of Jewish people in the Jesus’s days. They are
not priests. They were not allowed to take part in offering sacrifice.
They were experts in law and its interpretation. They made extra

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instructions and stipulations based on their interpretation of God’s law.
Whether the interpretation, instruction and stipulations made the people
suffer they didn’t care about that.

 The major difference between the Pharisees and Sadducees was
that the Pharisees believed in the supernatural that is Angels, Demons,
Heaven, Hell, and afterlife. The Sadducees did not. Another major
difference was of standing or social status. The Pharisees were connected
to common people of Jewish culture, typically merchants or business
owners who had become wealthy enough to turn their attention into
studying and interpreting the Scripture. The Sadducees were of
aristocratic birth that is they came from families of noble birth, well
connected to the political landscape of their day. The Pharisees can
be called as new money. The Sadducees can be called old money.
The Pharisees had hold over the masses of people in Jerusalem and its
surrounding areas. The Sadducees were connected to the Roman
government. They held political power. In Matthew 3:7, Jesus refers to
them as offsprings of vipers.

In the Garden of Eden, Eve was deceived by a serpent. Genesis
3:1-5 says “Now the serpent was more subtle than any beast of the
field which the Lord God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea,
hath God said, ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? And the
woman said unto the serpent, we may eat of the fruit of the trees of the
garden: but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden,
God hath said, ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.
And the serpent said unto the woman, ye shall not surely die: for God
doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened,
and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.”

The five lies said by the serpent were: 1) God will not allow
them to eat of every tree in Eden. 2) You will not die. 3) Eyes
would be opened. 4) Know good & 5) Know evil. Four of the five
were correct. ‘You shall not surely die’ was untrue. The day man
ate the forbidden fruit he became a living dead. The viper or the serpent
is full of deceit and false doctrine and gives advice in such a way that
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those who listen to it will think that what he is saying is the truth. The lie
will be sandwiched between the truths. It will be hard to identify the lies.
Satan is the father of lies and deceit. Jesus referred to the Pharisees and
Sadducees as offsprings of vipers and asked the people to be careful of
them. He meant the deceit and the false doctrine that the Pharisees and
Sadducees professed.  Anything that deviates from the truth of the Word
is leaven. 1 Corinthians 5:6 (b) says “Know ye not that a little leaven
leaveneth the whole lump?” A little sin is enough to take a person to hell.

Let’s look into the leaven of some specified in the Bible:
1) Leaven of Herod - worldliness. (Mark 8:15, 6:14-28)
2) Leaven of Pharisees - hypocrisy. They are concerned with outward

appearance only, no righteousness inside. (Mathew 16:6-12,
Luke 12:1)

3) Leaven of the Sadducees is - spiritual pride and self-
righteousness. (Mathew 16: 6-12)

4) Leaven of people of Corinth - sensuality and carnality
(1 Corinthians 5:1-13)

5) Leaven of the people of Galatia - legalism. (Galatians 5:9)

Some of the examples we see here are things that we have never
thought as leaven.  Where do we stand when we think of such leaven?
Jesus is the only one perfectly capable of cleaning our house/ life off
leaven, which allows us to have a relationship with a Holy God. (John
6:48-58, Mathew 4:4 & John 6:30-35)

These are the portions in the Bible that refer to Jesus Christ as a
bread of life and the portion which says man shall not live by bread
alone but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. So
eating unleavened bread also means eating/ understanding the pure word
of God. Cleansing of leaven from ones house and life has a deeper
meaning of literal cleaning of house/life and spiritual cleansing of
house/life.

The Passover and the feast of unleavened bread is only completed
when we have eaten the Word of God to the full and come to the full

knowledge of Messiah. For a Jew, this time is a reminder and a memorial
to do an inventory and purge the leaven out of their lives.

Exodus 13:9-10 “And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon thine
hand, and for a memorial between thine eyes, that the LORD's law may
be in thy mouth: for with a strong hand hath the LORD brought thee out
of Egypt. Thou shalt therefore keep this ordinance in his season from
year to year.”
