At 8 p m on third June 2015, myself, my wife and
my son were standing in front of  our house in the open
car porch discussing certain things.

There used to be a common misconception among many people
that our church was begun in 1906. But our church had already existed
for some 70 years before the dedication of the newly constructed church
building in the LMS Compound on Sunday, Dec 1, 1906 and its naming
in memory of Rev. Samuel Mateer. In fact, the report on the dedication
service, published by Rev Bolton, one of the LMS representatives present,
makes clear that the congregation first assembled at the old church in
the afternoon that day, held a brief  prayer and then walked in a
procession half  a mile along the road to the new building for its
dedication. It would be helpful to understand that our church is always
mentioned in the LMS records as "Trevandrum Church" (original
spelling). Mateer Memorial Church is only the name of the new church
building.  There was an older church building (at another location) for
the Trivandrum Church.

The old church is well described by Mr. H T Wills (LMS lay
missionary, not ordained) in the September 1896 issue of  the LMS
Chronicle, titled 'The Old Chapel at Trevandrum'. It was situated at
Cantonment (Palayam) i.e. the camp of the British troops. It was originally
built for their own use by the British officers by subscription (that is, by
collecting donations) among themselves and was inaugurated in August
1838 by the British Resident, Col. James Stuart Fraser. The Cantonment
area extended from the present day University stadium to the entire
Kerala University campus, MLA Quarters and Chandrasekharan Nair
Stadium of today. The land belonged to the government and the British
were not title-holders but were permitted to construct a church. There
was no VJT Hall or University Library or the road in between in those
days, and the precise location of the church seems to have been the
boundary of the Library and the link Road. VJT Hall came up in 1896.

It was the first Christian church in the city, well before the Christ
Church (1859) or St. Joseph's Church at Palayam (1873) or St. George
Church at Spencers (1900) came up. It had a tall pillared veranda and
tiled roof and gothic windows, and could seat less than 300 people. It
was commonly referred to as the Cantonment chapel. In this context it
is well to remember that in Congregational Churches the term 'chapel'

Manoj Ebenzer
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does not mean a small side-chapel (as in the Anglican Church), but it is
the word they used for 'church'. Historically in England they were forced
to use 'chapel' terminology because they did not conform to the Anglican
Church which was the official religion.

Until the year 1860 there was no Anglican chaplain posted in
Trivandrum. So when the first LMS missionary, Rev John Cox, arrived in
1838, the British asked him to lead their English service. Initially it was
at the house of John Roberts (former headmaster of the LMS seminary
at Nagercoil, who had established the Raja's Free School [today's
University College] in Trivandrum four years earlier). When the
Cantonment church was inaugurated a few months later in 1838, Cox
continued as the minister. In 1842 a Trust Deed was prepared to ensure
its use by all Protestant Christians instead of being taken over exclusively
by Anglicans. Thus Cox was able to bring the native LMS congregation
also to worship there.

Rev John Cox had established the native congregation, the
Trivandrum church (comprising a large proportion of Tamil Christians)
by starting worship at his rented house in Pettah on Sunday, May 13,
1838, a few weeks after his arrival in Trivandrum. When a mission
school was started at Pettah, that building was briefly used (the LMS
practice was to start 'pallikoodams' which were used as day schools
during weekdays and as churches on Sundays), before the congregation
was brought to the Cantonment chapel by 1842. The mission centre
was started by Cox at Kannammoola, near Pettah, and he built Highfield
Chapel there in 1843, but there was no separate congregation there.

The Cantonment church could seat a maximum of  300 (at a
squeeze) but by the time Wills wrote his article (1896), the LMS
congregation, the Trivandrum church, already numbered over 600. The
British would have their English service first. It was followed by the
Tamil service and then the Malayalam service for our congregation.
The Anglicans built a bigger church for themselves in 1859 (the Christ
Church) and the British congregation left.

The Cantonment church building kept worsening as the years
passed: the tiles were replaced with thatch and the pillars reduced to
half height (in the 1830s the construction probably would have been of
brick and mud). The 'sirkar' would allow only repairs, not a new church
at Cantonment since Christ Church was already built in 1859.
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Meanwhile Cox was forced to resign in 1861 and Rev. Samuel
Mateer became the second missionary. In 1866 he purchased Captain
Davidson's Compound for Rs 9000 and the mission centre was shifted
here (the LMS Compound). Mateer left in 1891 and Rev Hacker of
Neyyoor had temporary charge until Rev T W Bach took over as third
missionary in 1894 (meanwhile Mr Wills arrived in 1892). Hacker was
a tireless church builder and seems to have conceived the dream of a
new church building. Since Rev. Mateer died on Dec 24, 1893 (Christmas
Eve), Wills and Bach wanted to name the new church (to be constructed
in LMS Compound) in his memory.  The foundation stone was laid in
Rev. Bach's time, in 1897. We need to remember that during the time of
our first three missionaries - Cox, Mateer, Bach - we were still in the old
church at Cantonment, and none of them saw the new church building
come up.

The church construction plans picked up only when the fourth
missionary, Rev. Arthur Parker, arrived in 1900. Until that time, the
missionaries were engaged in raising funds for the construction. Rev.
Parker led the entire staff at the mission centre (including himself) to
give one month's salary. He hired the VJT Hall to arrange the women to
sell a case full of  cloth materials gifted from Glasgow. When the
Travancore government withdrew the silver chakram (coin) from
circulation, he got people to put them in the Sunday offertory and had
them made into silver jewellery and sold.

Though the foundation stone was laid earlier, the construction work
began in 1902 under the leadership of  Rev. Parker and was rapidly
completed in four years. It was Rev. Parker who drew up the plan for the
church, enlisting the help of the Chief  Engineer, A H Bastow. Many
objects that adorn the church were donated by him. The stained glass
window with the image of the dove was donated in memory of his
mother-in-law who died while the construction was going on. In 1914
he donated the wooden screen at the entrance of the church.

Rev. Arthur Parker came to India in 1887 as LMS missionary to
Benares (Varanasi). But even after 10 years of preaching the gospel he
had less than 10 converts. He came to Trivandrum in 1900 and found a
Christian community of 14000 in 52 congregations. When he left in
1925, the number had increased by another 10,000. He died on 6th
December, 1935 in England. Mrs. Parker donated a memorial tablet in
white marble, which is affixed to the chancel wall beneath the stained
glass windows.

This year, on Sunday 6th December, we have the opportunity to
commemorate the 80th death anniversary of Rev. Arthur Parker during
out annual thanksgiving service. We would also do well to remember
our founder, Rev. John Cox (who alone of these missionaries lived and
died among us; he fought unfailingly for our people during the Upper
Cloth Revolt, and is buried at Neyyoor) during the Church Day in May
every year, and the second missionary Rev. Samuel Mateer on his death
anniversary on Christmas Eve. The Lord has led us through his servants
Cox, Mateer, Bach, Parker and Legg through 177 years of Christian
witness in Trivandrum. To him be the glory.
