Determined that the Mass should not be without music, Mohr gave the
poem he had written two years earlier to his organist and friend, Fanz Gruber.
Gruber immediately composed the melody and arranged it for two voices, choir
and guitar – just in time for the midnight service.

But that was just the beginning of the impact of that simple song. Almost
two hundred years later, Silent Night is still the most performed and recorded
Christmas song in history!

In fact, there is a wonderful story about the song that comes out of World
War I. On Christmas Eve fighting was suspended on many of the European fronts
while people turned on their radios to hear Austrian opera star, Ernestine Schumann
Heink, sing StilleNacht. She was not only an international celebrity, but Ms. Heink
was also a mother with one son fighting for the German Axis and another son
fighting for the Allies. Her rendition of this beautiful song had the power to actually
bring a few moments of peace to a very troubled world!

Origin of Christmas songs of various regions in different carols of the whole
universe is from the great company of the heavenly host appeared with the angel,
raising and saying ‘Glory to God in the highest and on earth peace to men on
whom his favour rests Luke:2:13 & 14.We can see the melodious Christmas carols,
with different type of traditions around the world. Praising of Lord in our
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meditation and day today life will give joy to the mind. Next time when we hear
a Christmas song, lets sing it along with the heavenly angels with its true spirit of
joy.
When we glorify the Lord with full heart and all activities of body and mind will
give joy, we will forget all the adversaries of life and new life will add in heart.
