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It is that time of the year again - the bright lights
and stars in the church premises, Christmas trees in the malls and
the sound of carols in the air.

A lot of
them will either end up in the closet never to be used or recycled to
become another person's gift next year. Infact I am sure we can all
tell stories of bad or good gifts at Christmas time.

CHRISTMAS GIFT - UNEXPECTED

Dr. G. O. Robertson
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No matter how well intentioned our gifts are to us, one finds
that after a while the euphoria fades, the gift fails to satisfy and
soon it is relegated to the collection of gifts of past years. We become
tired of our gifts very soon.

So why not do some thing different this year - give a gift with
a difference - give the gift of the unexpected. And it follows that
you can only give the unexpected gift to those who least expect it
or do not expect it at all. There are various ways you can do this.
One visit to a lonely neighbour, one phone call to a long- winded
friend whom you have been avoiding, one meal given to a needy
person, buying a set of Christmas attire for the poor.

How about doing the unexpected to those whom you deem
undeserving?  The task will be hard as it may involve turning the
other cheek, doing good to those who hate us and loving our
enemies. By doing the unexpected we bring the gift of love and
prove the old age axiom that love indeed conquers all.

Some of us may be hesitant because doing the unexpected
especially for those who are undeserving runs against the very grain
of human nature. We tend to think of ourselves first.  We naturally do
what is best for us. But real love is placing the needs of others before
our own.  It is giving to another without  getting anything back. It is
giving others what they need - not what they deserve. If we love
God, we must love others. Apostle John makes this clear in 1John
4:20b " For whoever does not love their brother and sister whom
they have seen cannot love God, whom they have not seen". This is
no small task but that is where faith comes in - to believe the Lord
against all odds and to obey Him even if the action backfires.

Christmas is round the corner.  How about giving a cup full of
kindness, the gift of forgiveness or a sincere phone call to someone who
would never expect it and might not even deserve it. God did it when
His Gift came to us wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger on
that First Christmas. This is doing the unexpected for the undeserving.
