Greeting to you all in the matchless name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ!

| am very glad to note that our theme for this year - “Enabling the
congregation to bear witness” was also emphasized by the
Thiruvananthapuram Convention 2013. Preacher Rev. Canon George Ipe
Covoor through his messages, particularly he and his wife, Mrs. Chithra Lydia
Covoor preached about the theme through their pulpit sermons with their life
experiences on 27th Sunday morning services. Let us recall the messages
and meditate about our calling and submit our lives to bear witness to the
Lord our Saviour Jesus Christ. It is the only thing that helps us to receive
eternal life; which is everlasting and that our Lord and Saviour guaranteed to
us (John 14:1-8, Matt. 6:20). “But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven,
where moths and vermin don’t destroy, and where thieves don’t break in and
steal” (Matt. 6:20).

St. Paul in his second letter to Corinthians says that “For ye know the
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ that, though he was rich, yet for your sake he
became poor, that ye through his poverty might be rich. (2 Cor. 8:9). Here,
we have to see the identification of Jesus with the people who are poor,
though He was rich. This is a genuine concern of Jesus/God to uplift the
people of God towards prosperity. Jesus identified with His people in their
painful situations of poverty and suffering. It reveals that Jesus is the liberator
and a courageous leader to uplift us towards the richness of His heavenly
glory. Christ is enabling and empowering us to become rich in the fullness of
God'’s glory. “Lord, to whom shall we go” (John. 6:68) “Thou hast the words
of eternal life”. Only through Him we are able to achieve this ‘eternal life’-that
ye though His poverty might be rich”. This is the grace of God, because God
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so loved the world (us) and gave His only begotten Son for our everlasting
life, which is eternal (John 3:16).

Dear brothers and sisters, let us try to achieve this greatest gift from God.
Letter to Il Corinthians is an autobiographical record that reveals the strong
relationship of love between the Apostle Paul and his converts in Corinth.
Paul commences this letter by saying that, contrary to the charges of the
Judaizers, God had blessed His ministry beacause it was characterized by
prayer, simplicity and godly sincerity (Il Cor.1:11, 2:17). The Salvation of the
people is by God’s grace through the Gospel and their continuance in the
faith validated his ministry (3:1, 5:20). He speaks about their stewardship in
giving to God’s work and reminds them of their commitment to give generously
to God’s people. Paul writes this letter after receiving the reports of Titus in
57 or 58 AD to the spiritual and moral growth and development of the people
of God in Corinth. This letter can be divided as follows for the sake of study.

1. Paul's sincerity and love of Apostolic authority

2. Paul's Apostolic leadership

3. Paul's teaching about contribution for the poor

4. Paul's Apostolic leadership and the additional defence

He states that his Apostleship is a Grace of God. The Apostleship is proved
with the following points:

< It is necessary that an Apostle should have seen the Lord and was a
witness of what he testified.

< To be an Apostle required that he be called to that office by Christ.
< The Apostle must be divinely inspired.
< The Apostle must have the power to perform miracles.
< The Apostles were appointed to care for all the churches.
< The Apostle must bear the cross of his own. (Paul’s thorn in the flesh-1
cori. 2:3, 4:2 Cor. 10:10, Cal. 4:15) This will help the Apostle to keep him
from being unduly exalted because of the abundance of revelation made to
him. So he says “For when | am weak then | am strong”. This was divinely
assured, “For my strength is made perfect in weakness”. This is the only
assurance to us to become courageous in our sufferings. He is rich to fill us
with His richness, when we are in need towards our Eternal Journey to have
the abundance of life which is everlasting.
Missionary Activities:

Bearing witness through the missionary activities of our church is the
wonderful way of participation to take initiative for the extension of God's
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Vineyard. Our Missionary activities are being improved in and around
Trivandrum through our ‘City Mission’ and other parts of our nation by the
‘Selem Mission’ and ‘Rajasthan Mission’. Now the medical team is working
to improve the fields at Kalrayan Hills at Selam. Our young missionaries are
actively working among the villages with the help of local believers. Kindly
uphold them in your prayers and continued support.

Under the leadership of ‘City Mission’ we could build a temporary Church
building at Manikandeswaram and it was dedicated to the Glory of God on
13th Sunday, after our church committee meeting. The building construction
started with prayer on Ist January 13 at the newly purchased plot for the
Church. It was an occasion of God’s blessings with the appreciation of natives
of the particular place with prayers and whole hearted support. As they are
new participants in the Church we need 10 Bibles and song books for the
use of believers. We also need an Alter Table, Alter Chairs (atleast one),
ordinary chairs and benches, communion & baptism vessels etc. for the use
of the Church. If you are guided by the Holy spirit, please contribute for these.
Some of our members have contributed to the Church Bell and for some
chairs. Mr. Rajeesh from CSI Thettiyara is working as our city missionary
there.

Kothalam field is still awaiting for a suitable piece of land to be purchased
for the common worship place. Please pray and contribute wholeheartedly
as it is a genuine need of our city mission in Trivandrum.

Rajasthan mission activities are also improving under the leadership of
our Senior Citizen’s Fellowship. Last December, we could purchase a land
for the worship place and as a head station of the mission at Rajasthan. This
particular place is located right in the city of Bansware near to the Railway
Station and Bus Stand. Now we are planning to construct a worship place
there. Please prayerfully support the same.

All other mission centres are progressing by the Grace of God the father
in Heaven.

Presentation of Jesus Christ:

February 2nd is set apart to remember the presentation of Jesus Christ to
the Jerusalem Temple according to the Law of the Lord (Ex.13:2-1, Num
3:13).

Ash Wednesday marks the
beginning to the season of Lent. Lent literally means ‘Spring time’. It is the
time for ushering in a turning point in the spiritual journey of a Christian. This
year also we are planning to conduct our morning 7 O’ Clock service as
communion service with a short meditation about the cross. May God bless
this occasion as a time of repentance and hope in our spiritual life. Prepare
yourself and come and participate in the special Ash Wednesday worship.
There will be a Fasting Prayer at the Women’s Centre Hall from 10 a.m.
onwards on the same day in the Diocesan level.

Stephen the First Martyr:

“The blood of the Martyr is the seed of the church” is true to the fact of
History of the Church. Stephen is the first Martyr of the Church. In his death,
Stephen showed the presence of God in him. He looked upto heaven and
experienced glory of God and prayed for the persecutors (Act 7:60, Lk 23:34)
as Jesus prayed “Lord, don't hold the sin against them.

BUT ONE AUTHOR

Men chosen by God Himself gave God’s messages by voice and
pen while they lived and when they died, their writings lived after them.
These were mostly in the form of prophecies, history, preachings, poems
and wise sayings. These were then gathered together, under God’s leading:
in the book we call Bible. These writers of the Bible wrote not according to
their own will or whim, but only as they were moved, or controlled by the
Holy Spirit. Therefore, the Bible is God’s own book. In the Bible God tells
about Himself, and reveals His purpose for the whole human race. It is a
Book of history, of prophecy and of promise outlining God’s whole plan of
salvation. It not only shows God'’s view of the past, but also opens up the
future. Is all the Bible a message from God? Yes, it is the Bible declares
that, “All Scripture is given by the inspiration of God” (2 Tim.3:16).

The Bible is actually a library of 66 books. The 39 books of the
Old Testament were composed from about 1450 B.C. and the 27 books of
the New Testament between A.D. 50 and A.D. 100. The prophet Moses
began the first five books of the Bible some time before 1400 B.C. The
Apostle John penned the last book of the Bible, Revelation, in A.D. 95.

During the 1500 years as between the writing of the first and the
last books of the Bible, at least 38 other prophets made their contributions.

The various Bible writers lived at different times, some separated
by the thousands of years. Some were businessmen or traders: others
were shepherds, fishermen, soldiers, physicians, preachers, kings- human
beings from all walks of life. They served under different governments,
and lived within contrasting cultures and systems of philosophy. But here
is the wonder of it all: When the 66 books of the Bible with their 1189
chapters made up of 31,173 verses are brought together, we find perfect
harmony in the message they convey. The Bible as a whole communicates
one coherent message. One mind planned it all, the mind of God.
Scripture’s remarkable unity gives evidence that it is not simply human
literature but indeed the Word of God. Human beings wrote down the
thoughts and words, but they were “God breathed” inspired by God Himself.

CATECHIST VEDAMANICKAM

Kanyakumari was
earlier part and
parcel of Travan-
core Kingdom.
Social barrier, well-
knit in those days
was highly visible
in Travancore.
Some people who

y boasted them-
selves of higher echelons always treated
others as downcasts and untouchables.
These people who called themselves of high
castes always occupied all the government
posts ranging from diwan to peon. The
untouchable men were not permitted to wear
clothes below their knees while women not
allowed to cover their chest region with
clothes. Alaw enacted in Travancore forbade
the people so. The people who were treated
as downcasts were literally people of higher
castes, well-built and highly iintellectual. The
so called high caste people opined that such
hard woking, intelligent and well-built people
would be always a threat to the higher
echelons and hence, a social barrier was knit
so as to deny them the privilege and rights
that were due to them.

Maharajan was born in such a low-
caste society. The family deity of Maharajan’'s
family was Elankamanian. Maharajan’s mother
helped her son to grow with more love and
devotion towards their family deity. On one
occasion when Maharajan happened to read
the special edition, “Skanthavasagam”, he
developed hatredness  towards
Elankamanian and shifted his devotion
towards Subramanian and began
worshipping that god. Still, Maharajan did not
have even an iota of peace and happiness
in his life. Hence he decided to go
Chidambaram on a pilgrimage to worship the

god there. With great difficulties, Maharajan
reached Chidambaram it was the festival
season there. Maharajan could not obtain his
peace in Chidambaram. He felt dejected and
dispappointed. Being physically tired and
mentally exhausted, he sat against a stone
pillar in the temple and began to sleep. He
had a vision in his sleep. The Lord appeared
to him in white robes and asked him, “Why
did you come here? It is an offence. Rectify
your mistake. | rebuke you. If you do so, you
will get forgiveness. Stand up and go. | will
teach you the way you should go, | will instruct
you and advise you.” And then the Lord
disappeared.

Maharajan got awakened and came
out from the precincts of the temple. He
believed in the words of the Lord, ‘l will teach
you the way you should go’ and began
walking towards Tanjore and reached his
Christian sister’s house. It was Sunday
morning and the worship was being held in
the church. Maharajan did not want to enter
the church. Instead he stood outside the
church and began watching the worship. His
legs dragged him into the church. Rev.
Colabb was standing on the pulpit sharing
the word of the Lord. During the message,
he thundered, “Jesus is the Lord, and He is
the way to salvation. Whoever believes Him
will attain salvation and eternity”.

Maharajan’s heart was filled with
happiness. He accepted Jesus Christ as his
personal saviour. Rev. Colabb saw the firm
faith of Maharajan and baptised Maharajan,
christening him as Vedamanickam which
meant ‘Carbuncle of God'. Thus, Maharajan,
now called as Vedamanickam was admitted
into the church.

After a few days, Vedamanickam met
Missionary John in Tharangampadi and learnt
from him about the administration of church
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and different aspects of running a printing
press. He spent some more months on
learning more about scripture. With the
knowledge of scripture and gospel tracts
Maharajan alias Vedamanickam came to his
native place, Mayiladi to meet his parents and
other relatives. His parents who were eager
to collect the vermillion and holy ashes from
Chidambaram were disappointed when
Vedamanickam offered them gospel tracts
saying that it was the vermillion and holy
ashes from Chidambaram.

Vedamanickam preached the word of
the Lord to his family members saying that
through Jesus Christ alone, one could obtain
salvation. After a few days, Vedamanickam'’s
family accepted Jesus Christ and as a result,
a congregation of three members was
formed. Through Vedamanickam'’s life of
witness, many persons had accepted Jesus
Christ. At the same time, stiff opposition
erupted.

In order to prevent the propagation of
Gospel and spreading of Christianity, evil
designs were initiated by those of the higher
castes. A religion with teaching similar to
those found in the scripture was inducted to
counter the fast spreading of Christianity.

Vedamanickam approached Rev. John
Colabb and explained him about the turmoil faced
by the Christians and hence he sought him to
send a foreign missionary to Travancore.

Missionary Ringeltaube came to
Mayiladi and took charge of the church there.
Because Maharajan was convered into
Vedamanickam trouble was fomented. False
accusations were levelled against
Vedamanickam and as a result, he was put
into trouble. But, Vedamanickam did not give
up his faith and hope in the Lord. He led his
life based on the verses of Bible.

Vedamanickam was eager enough to
build a church in Mayiladi. But the Diwan did
not permit him to do so. Without giving up
hope, he again met Colonel Macaulay and
the Diwan with the help of Ringeltaube. Since
permission to construct the church was
delayed, he was forced to stay in Kollam for

a few days. During his brief stay in Kollam,
he was burdened to preach the word of God
to the people of Kollam in Malayalam
language.

Because of his fathomless amount of
efforts and energy, a church was built in
Mayiladi in 1809.

Meanwhile, Velu Thambi, the Diwan of
Travancore joined hands with the Diwan of
Cochin to fuel violence. Since Christianity
was spreading rapidly in Travancore, Diwan
Velu Thambi spread rumours in Tranvancore
stating that Christians were about to implant
crosses in temples. This rumour spread like
wildfire and hatredness and bitterness were
sown among the non-Christians.

A warrant was issued to arrest
Vedamanickam. To escape from the arrest
warrant, Vedamanickam took shelter in caves
of the neighbouring mountains. Through
deceit, Vedamanickam was arrested by the
jawans of Velu Thambi. But through the
incessant prayers of Mayiladi Christians, he
was released. Neither Vedamanickam or
Christians of Mayiladi were perturbed by
these persecutions.

Towards the end
of the year 1809,
Vedamanickam was
ordained as a
Catechist. Many
persons had accepted
Jesus Christ. Many
persons, proclaimed as
downcaste, were under
the burden of heavy taxes. Vedamanickam
brought this issue to the notice of
Ringeltaube.

The heavy burden of tax was abolished
to the delight of the people.

After two years of his ministry in Tamil -
nadu and Travancore, Ringeltaube in 1816,
handed over the responsibility of ministry to
Vedamanikam and returned to his native
place. From that day onwards,
Vedamanickam’s burden towards ministry
increased manifold. He visited the sick and
prayed for them and the sick got healing.
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Vedamanickam was known for his
integrity and sincerity towards the society.
The Diwan of Travancore requested
Vedamanickam to oversee the maintenacne
work of Puttanaru canal.

In 1817, Vedammanickam handed over
the church responsibilities to Rev. Mead. He
worked along with Rev. Mead for nine years.
During those years, Vedamanickam helped
the untouchable to come from the darkness
to light and lead a life of freedom from the
clutches of slavery and bondage.

He used to pray three times a day. In
due course of time, a tumour developed on
one of his knees and this incapacitated him
to pray on knees. He realised that he was on
the threashold of death. He told Rev. Mead

who was standing nearby, “l am unfit to stand
nearby the Lord. But since Jesus Christ has
forgiven my sin, | will happily face the Lord.”
The whole night he was on prayers and the
next day he breathed his last.

My dear brother / sister, Vedamanickam
offered his heart and soul for the uplift and
betterment of people forsaken by others. In
our country, many villages are in need of such
Vedamanickams. Will you be one such to
enable the Indian villagers to know that Jesus
is the Lord?

How wonderful it is to see a messenger
coming across the mountains, bringing good
news, the news of peace! He announces the
victory and says to Zion, “your God is king!”
(Isaiah 52:7). m

Frances Jane Cosby (1895-1915) is popularly known as Fanny Crosby. Blinded as
an infant of six weeks, Fanny lived as a testimony for what God could do in the life of a
person whose life is yielded totally into His hand. Although she grew up knowing about
God and memorising certain books of the Bible, she accepted Christ personally only at
the age of 30. After that she lived a full 65 years composing songs, sharing the Word,
visiting prisons and doing good to the needy.

Fanny wrote over 8000 hymns, and some of her songs continue to speak to our
hearts, challenging and inspiring us:

‘Blessed Assurance Jesus is mine’ ‘Praise Him, Praise Him,
‘To God be the Glory’ Jesus our blessed Redeemer’
‘Draw me nearer, blessed Lord' Jesus keep me near the Cross'
‘Safe in the arms of Jesus' ‘[ will see Him face to face'
‘Pass me not, Oh, Gentle Saviour' JesusRescue the perishing'

In her earthly life, Fanny Crosby went through the sorrow of losing her only child and
later her husband Alexander Van Alstyne.

She carried on, till the age of 95, praising God and doing His will. She went Home to
behold the Saviour's face with HER OWN EYES on February 12,1915,
“Inthe midst of their gloom and darkness the blind will see my plan’s”

As we think of this great saint God, let us pray for the blind people in our country to
know the Lord and realise His plans and purpose for their life. The greatest hope we could
givethemis "Your eyes will behold the King in glory’.
