There is a proverb about God’s care and protection ie. God arms
the harmless” which means God helps orphans, poor people and so on.   One
need not feel or grumble that he is an orphan or poor.   God is there to
protect all who are in need.   St.James says that we are called and equipped to
protect the needs of the people who are in problematic situations.   Here,
your role is to work with God in pure heart.   James 1:27 tells us to set the
mind on the spirit for the benefit and welfare of fatherless and the widows
who are facing life struggles. In the last decades,  a new challenge has occurred.
The old age care and orphanage homes and institutions are not providing
proper care for the old and orphans. During  this time, not only widows but
also oldage and orphans too are treated with negligence from the younger
generation.   There are about 81 millions of old people in India.   The number
of orphans or semi-orphans (The children without  both parents or a single
parent) is about twice the number of old age.   The  welfare of these people
is very essential and important in the sight of God.   The children of God have
a bounden duty to visit them in their affliction.   This will create sign of peace
in their isolation.

James says that this kind of action will create a new status, a new
identity and new hope as they become children of God.   If we live in spirit,
we will keep ourselves unspotted from the  world.   In this circumstance, we
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most put to death ‘the deeds of the body’.   So, it would be easy to keep
himself or herself unspotted from the world.   The spirit of God will enable
his children to walk in the path of purity.  We have received, not the spirit of
slavery, or spirit of bondage but the spirit adoption inspite of our sinfulness
and unworthiness.  We the ‘No People’ have become God’s people and have
gained the freedom to address God as “Abba father”, the right which God
bestowed upon us.   By becoming the fellow heirs with Christ, we are called
to suffer with him.   This will create an atmosphere of the Kingdom of God.

Jesus,  in his teaching, praised the Almighty father in Luke 10:21-24,
that the Salvation was hidden for the ‘wise and learned’ , who reject the good
news.   It was revealed to children, poor and despised in the society.   As of
the world - today, the enormity of terrorism, oppression exploitation in all
spheres exists, it “deteriorates the community life.    Now, as the
representatives of Christ, we should act with the mind of Christ.   This will
wipe our tears and empower us to the mission of good news.

‘The Epistle of James’ comes under the General Epistles.  The last
seven letters - James, 1 peter and II peter, I John, II John, III John, Jude are
called general epistles because they were not written for particular churches
or persons.   The writer of this epistle, (James) is considered as the brother
of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.   Before the resurrection, the brothers
(disciples) of Jesus did not believe in Him as the Messiah.   James was the
Bishop of Jerusalem and occupied a prominent role in the Church.   He was
the President of the Council of Jerusalem (Acts 15:13.   As a leader, he took a
position to admit Gentiles in the Church (Acts 15:13-20).   It was about 63
A.D that James was stain by the fanatical Jesus.   It is believed that the letter
was written before 50 AD.   This Epistle is an expression of a “living faith”.
This has been called the “Christian Book of Proverbs”.

The outline of the Epistle of James can be divided into five parts for
the sake of study.

a. The perfection of Faith 1:1-2:13 -
b. The product of Faith 2:14-26. -
c. The problem of Faith 3:1-12. -
d. The proofs of Faith 3:13-5:6 -
e. The patience of Faith 5:7-20 -

At one point James decided to interlink the wisdom, and faith in daily life
through the way of life he  considers such practical issues as concern for the
poor, the responsible use of wealth, control of the tongue, purity of life, unity
in the community of Christ’s followers and  patience int he times of trial.   Let
us work for the society with a deep commitment in our faithful  journey.

Now the City
Mission is trying to find out the amount for the land purchase under the
leaderships of Dr. Arthur Jacob, the City Mission Convener, and Mr. Jayakumar
Alfred the Financial Convenor for the project under the guidance of the
Presbyters.  Kindly participate and contribute liberally for the fulfillment of
the project among the non-christians at East Fort.  Remember this in your
personal and family prayers as a special prayer request to the Lord.
