English Medium School is a promising athlete in the field of Lawn Tennis.
Born to Mr. Martin Thomas and Mrs. Shimy Martin (Favourite Homes),
Alen lives with his parents and elder sister at Statue Road, Trivandrum.
The initial passion for Tennis germinated in his sister Ann Martin Shimy
who played till her 10" standard studies and left it in view of the deci-
sive years ahead in academics.

The Trivandrum Tennis Club isAlan’sarena where he spends
most of his day hours, much more than his sleeping hours at home. Alan
enjoys hundred percent parental support. He is tutored under the estab-
lished club trainers: Mr. Arun, Mr. Nithin and privately under Mr. Ajith.
While normal school hours are from 8am to 1.30pm, weekly three days:
ie. Monday, Wednesday and Friday, Alan reports to the TTC grounds by
2pm for routine play and practice. But, every day, he is undergoing rigor-
ous training from 5.30am to 7 am in the morning and from 5pm to 6.45pm
inthe evening. This coaching and practice indeed is no match to intensive
training offered in any of our national sports schools.

Alan possesses a height of 143 cms and his body weight is
45kgs. He uses a Wilson 27 size racket and wears Adidas shoes on the
playground. Novak Djokovic (Serbian Tennis Player) is his hero. While
playing Doubles, he prefers the Volley position. (Avolley isashotin
which the ball is struck before it bounces on the ground. Generally, a
player hits a volley while standing near the net although it can be
executed, farther back, in the middle of the tennis court or even near the
baseline). Alan has specialised in a specific set of shots with accurate
timing and is at his best to finish the point in one or two strokes.

While playing Singles, he prefers to play an offensive game -
attacking and advancing.
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Since strategy matters in Tennis, attacking tactics out - rally
the opponent. By hitting the ball to the opponent’s weakness, the racket
is used aggressively and with strength. Alan has acquired professional
know-how to use a variety of hits to create mistakes in the opponent’s
steps and bring the game to his advantage.
