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TOUCH OF THE HEAVENLY MASTER

Dr. Christenson E. Sarasam

The Bible, through the footsteps of Jesus Christ has imparted
to us a practical and followable pattern in this world. In Jesus we see
the pioneering spirit of “Touching the Untouchables” — overlooking
all barriers.

Both the Old and the New Testaments prompt us to focus our attention
to the love and compassion demonstrated by God towards all mankind.
Beyond simple admiration of some ideals, we need to be motivated
and initiated into love in action, fully depending on the ‘agape’ love of
God.
Touching is a graceful act. We all recall to the tender touch of our most
beloved mum when we were born to this world. The safety, security,
surety, softness, tenderness and smoothness .... all these received from
our earthly mothers are indeed divine. But, in our day to day life,
unkindness, selfishness, hardheartedness, grudge, vengeance, sadism
and the like pose a threat to the “touch of love’.
Among many, there are two outstanding incidents in the life of Jesus:
Jesus - healing the untouchables:

(1) Leper (2) The woman with the issue of blood.
Immediately after finishing the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus touched a
leper: Mathew 8: 1-3) “When He had come down from the mountain,
great multitudes followed Him. And behold, a leper came and worshiped
Him, saying, Lord, if You are willing, You can make me clean. Then
Jesus put out His hand and touched him, saying, | am willing; be
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cleansed. And immediately his leprosy was cleansed”. Inthe narrative
in Mark’s Gospel 1:14, we read that Jesus was moved with
“compassion”, and He touched him.

This act of touching a leper was overruling the law of Moses. The
lepers were supposed to dwell alone outside the camp. They should
cry: “Unclean, unclean”, lest anyone peradventure come near them
(Lev.13:45,46). Jesus need not have touched this leper. Just a word
from His mouth was enough for the miracle. The only reason why
Jesus touched Him was to demonstrate His compassion. Jesus separated
the spiritual and ceremonial parts in the Law. “Don’t touch” - This was
the ceremonial part. “Show yourself to the priest and make an offering”
—This was the spiritual part. The ceremonial importance and the spiritual
significance are beautifully contrasted here. Let us ascertain our
personal position in this context. Where do we stand today? Giving
emphasis to ceremonial importance, or giving ourselves to spiritual
significance.... Let us follow the example of Jesus and reach out to
“touch the untouchables”.

In the second incident in Mat.9:20-22, Jesus healed a woman
with the issue of blood. This miracle happened when she “touched”
Him. Luke explains it more graphically in Luk.8:43-48. She was healed
when she touched the border of His garment. Jesus asked, “Who touched
Me? The multitudes were thronging Him and that question didn’t make
much sense to them. He was referring to the touch of faith which
released power from Him. Jesus already knew that the woman received
what she wanted. Based on the Mosaic law, a woman with discharge of
blood, other than at the time of her periods, was deemed unclean.
According to Lev.15:25-27, she becomes unclean. This ‘untouchable’
touched the border of the garment of Jesus and was healed.

Out of the 40 miracles of Jesus recorded in the Gospels, the
only miracle that is narrated in all the four Gospels is feeding of over
5000 people with just five loaves and two fish. The main reason is that
this miracle was performed out of Jesus’s compassion for the people as
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we see in Mathew 14:13-21. The disciples were rather diplomatic.
They told Jesus :”This is a deserted place, and the hour is already late.
Send the multitudes away, that they may go into the villages and buy
themselves food”. In another instance, they asked Him: “Where could
we get enough bread in the wilderness to fill such a great multitude?
But, Jesus didn’t want to send them hungry lest they fainted on the
way. The touch of compassion overwhelmed Him. He took, blessed,
broke and multiplied the bread and fish and fed the multitude. After
feeding the multitude, He commanded the disciples to gather the
fragments lest they were wasted. Beloved, let us never ever waste food.
Remember the Lazarus at least with the leftovers. Let’s have pity and
compassion on the have-nots. Let us touch the untouchable.

Out of compassion to win back the untold millions treading
towards hell, Jesus visited as many cities and villages as possible to
preach the Gospel and heal people. We easily become slack or lukewarm
in extending our helping hand to the poor and the needy around us. We
must confess that we lack much in missionary living, missionary
praying, missionary paying and missionary going. We lose our
compassion for people and undertake everything just as programmes.
The feeling of concern for the lost goes missing. We have lost the
heavenly touch. Let’s ask God to pour out the love of Christ again into
our hearts. Apostle Paul wrote about this driving and motivating force
in 2 Cor.5:14..”The love of Christ constrains us”... We have received
God’s touch that we become instruments to touch others who are
marginalised and downtrodden.

We find it easier to obey the rules and regulations of religion
than to be generous towards the poor. We find tithing easier than
showing mercy to those for whom justice in society is denied. We
hardly realise that pitying the poor is a “heavier and weightier” matter
of the law than paying our tithes. In our enthusiasm in worship and
fellowship, we must not neglect charity as mentioned in Gal.2:9&10.
There, the emphasis is :”You must support the weak”. The Lord Jesus
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said: “It is more blessed to give than to receive”.

Dr. Billy Graham, the greatest evangelist of our generation has
a practical piece of advice to all Christians: “If we give one tenth of our
income to God’s work, we can easily set aside another one tenth to the
poor. By doing so, none of us would be n”. Of the nearly 40 parables
of Jesus, only one character is named. That’s none other than poor
Lazarus at the doorstep of the rich man. This mention is not accidental.
This is to teach you and me, all of us - the lesson of touching the
untouchable.

Jesus, one day was noticing how people were putting money in
the Treasury. Rich and the the poor were in their midst. One poor
widow came and threw in two coins as found in Mark 12:41&42). Man
records how much we give; but God looks at how much we keep back.
Jesus’s appreciation of the widow speaks volumes of His mind on the
poor: the untouched ones, the untouchables. In this world, the poor
usually go unnoticed. The 2,000 rupee or the higher denomination
donors get all the applause. Remember Jesus is watching how much
we give and and how much we keep. Christ’s spirit of concern for the
poor must be restored in our Churches, ministries and in our individual
lives.

Jesus was revolutionary in His teachings. To a host who invited
Him, He said: When you give a feast, invite the poor, the maimed, the
lame, the blind. And you will be blessed because they cannot repay
you; for you shall be repaid at the resurrection of the just. Can anyone
of us say this to our host? This is the Jesus whose footsteps we are
called to follow. Why not each of us arrange a “Dinner for the poor” in
our locality? At least once a year? What a glorious thing it would be to
be rewarded in resurrection. This is how we can join the sheep on the
right side of the King as found in Mat.25:31-40, to “inherit the Kingdom
prepared for us from the foundation of the world”. We sometimes spend
more money on our pets than on the poor. See how Jesus made a
reference in Luke 14:1-5to “ox” and “donkey” before His teaching on
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the dinner for the poor. Pharisees would save one of their domestic
animals from a pit on the Sabbath, but would not tolerate the healing of
aman with leprosy on Sabbath. The rich man loved his dogs more than
the beggar at his door step. This is the kind of religion we are practicing
even today.

The Good Samaritan story is full of deeds of pity, compassion
and charity. The most important characteristic of the good Samaritan
was his love and compassion: touching the untouchable. The message
to all of us is that we must go to the needy and do as the good Samaritan
did. The challenge of the hour is: Are we prepared?

We meet three groups of people in the story of the Good
Samaritan.

First, the robber. His philosophy is : What is mine is mine; what’s
thine is also mine.

Second, the religionist. His philosophy is: What is mine is mine; what’s
thine is thine.

Third, the Samaritan.

He says: What is thine is thine; what is mine is also thine.

Which group do we belong to?

Friends, let us arise from our slumber and touch the
untouchables. Let us bring smile to the poor and the needy. Let us start
practicing it on a daily basis. Let the passion of Christ engulf our lives.
Having experienced the touch of God in our individual lives, let us be
channels of his love and compassion in touching the untouchables,
thereby fulfilling the will of God in this generation. May God empower
and equip us for this revolution in our lives in our generation. God
bless one and all.

Let this be our prayer:

Touched by your love, awakened by your kindness
Anoint me to touch the lives around me O Lord,
Chords that were broken will vibrate once more -
Lord Jesus, rescue the perishing, care for the dying;
Make me an instrument of your masterly design.
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Waiting on the Lord,
His time and direction
