But New
Testament isabout the privilegeswe haveand how foolish it would be
not to usethem. It's not about what we have to do but how foolish not
to...Most of uspray regularly. But when wasthelast time we thought
how amazing it isto speak to God?

Henot only listensto our prayers
Hewantsto hear our prayers
Doesthat not excite us?

Prayer should never becomeachore. Should wenot beexcited
to speak to the creator God congtantly. Prayer isthegreatest relationship
and moment to talk to the King of Kingsand Lord of Lords. Prayeris
not an obligation. It should comeasaresult of our deep rooted lovefor
God. God called Mosesto come up so that He could speak to Him.
Othershad towait down. Moseswent into thetent of meeting and pillar
of cloud would descend. The Lord spoketo Mosesfaceto face.

Exodus 26 isthe main chapter inthe Biblewhereweread alot
about curtains... 24 timesweread theword curtainin one chapter.

But hereisthegigt. .. after theexodusand thegiving of thelaw,
God called hispeopleand particul arly hispriestsand gaveinstructions
tobuildfor him atabernacle. Theideawasto have aplace where God
and his people could meet. The High Priest who would makeasacrifice
onceayear onthe Day of Atonement and then be ableto enter into the
holy of holy's. So thisamazing curtainismadeto separate the presence
of God from the people of God.
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Then to Jesus and in the moment of his death on the cross,
wherethe perfect Son of God has shed hisblood for us...

We read that the temple curtain wastornin two! Thebarrier
between us and God is broken down...We now have access to our
Heavenly Father. Hebrews 9:26 putsit thisway; " Jesus has appeared
oncefor all at the culmination of the agesto do away with sin by the
sacrificeof himsalf." Theresult of that is(again) Hebrews10:19

"we have confidenceto enter the M ost Holy Place by theblood
of Jesus'. Accessisgranted!

That iswhy our worship today has less to do with making
sacrificesand atonement. .. and moreto do with praising Jesusfor what
He hasdone and glorifying Him Now we can speak to Him directly.
How exciting?Arewe speaking to Him?If not, why?

In Luke 11 and 18 Jesustells parablesto show how we should
pray awaysand not giveup. In Luke 11 after Jesusteachesabout how
to pray, He decided to teach them more about prayer and there He
talksabout persistence.

Firstly, Jesussays, "Ask and it will begiventoyou'” -
PETITIONING PRAYER

Asking seemsto be about thekind of petition whereyou know
thewill of God. And Jesus says, in these Situations, ask your Heavenly
Father for these thingsand He will give them to you may be agood
exampleiswisdom? Thereis so much wisdominthe Sermon onthe
Mount, there is so much wisdom in the Book of Proverbs. .And it
revealsthewill of God... soweask for thesethingsand it sayswewill
begivenit. Right? James 1:5"1f any of you lackswisdom, you should
ask God, who givesgeneroudy to all without finding fault, and it will be
giventoyou. That'sagood prayer... then when we havereceivedit,
put itinto practice.

Secondly, Jesussays. "seek and you will find." -
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PURSUING PRAYER

And this seeking seemsto refer to apursuing prayer, we are
unsure of thewill of God and so we seek an answer. We pursuewith
God what we arewanting to find. And Jesus saysinthiskind of prayer,
if weseek an answer from God you will find one. You know the Bible
won't tell you who exactly to marry, or where to move to, or what
career you should pursue...if weseek God'swill onthesethings, if we
include himinthe conversation, wewill find the best way fromHim.

Thirdly, Jesussays, "knock and thedoor will beopenedtoyou.”
PERSISTENT PRAYER

And soif askingispetitioning prayer, seekingispursuing prayer,
then we can call thispersistent prayer. Thisiswherewefeel weknow
thewill of God, but we haven't seenit or received it yet, and soyou are
persistent in your prayer. And this probably isthe hardest prayer to
stick to, and believein, and to keep on.

Prayer isindisputably one of the greatest-and most under-
utilized-weaponswe haveat our disposal. Jesusknew this. That'swhy
Hetold His disciples about another parable where a certain widow
who persisted in prayer. We learn from this parabl e three essential
elementsof persistent prayer.

|.PERSISTENT PRAYER ISPERSISTENT

Verse 3 statesthat "awidow...kept coming.” Thisstory hastwo
primary characters, thewidow and thejudge. Thejudgewas heartless,
fearing neither God nor man. A poor widow cameto thejudge seeking
justice. Shehad no clout, no powerful lawyer, and no money to grease
the wheels of justice. She seemed completely helpless against her
adversary. She could not count on afair ruling from thisunjust judge.
Theonly weapon at her disposal was persistence.

Godwantsusto persistin prayer. Theband of Jesus followers
praying inthe upper room at Pentecost kept praying until God's power
came. Thewidow would not have got justiceif she had not persisted.
Wemust persistin prayer.
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II.PERSISTENT PRAYER ISINSISTENT

Verse 3 aso saysthat thewidow kept coming to himwiththis
plea, "Grant mejusticeagainst my adversary.” Thisscenewas probably
different fromthe orderly courtroom of today. It must havebeenunruly
and noisy, with massof people pushing and shoving. Everyonetryingto
outshout the othersto get thejudgesattention. Thewidow wassoing stent
and persistent that thejudge granted her plea.

Wemust keep our prayersgoing up to God with thissame determination.
God rgjoicesin our ins stence. Hewantsusto pray and not to give up.
Thisisoneof Hiswaysof releasng Hispower in our lives.

I11.PERSISTENT PRAYER ISCONSISTENT

Verse5 says: "thiswidow...will...eventua ly wear meout with
her coming. Thewidow kept coming every day-repeatedly, consstently
coming. Finaly, thejudgerdented, only becausethewidow had become
an unbearabl e nuisance. We must pray without giving up. We havea
prayer answering God. Waiting patiently for usto talk. So persistent
prayer needsto be persistent, insstent and consi stent to be effective.

Thisisaparable of contrasts, not comparisons. Jesus said that
our Heavenly Father isnot likethe unjust judge (v. 7). If thisgodless,
corrupt judge would respond to the widow because of her constant
persistence, how much morewill our loving God will respond to our
prayers? Hewill not jJump every timewe ask Him for something. He
may want to seeif wewill continuefaithfully in our prayersand our
obedienceto Him mattersalot. People are discouraged because we
arenot praying persstently. If wepray persistently wewill not encounter
discouragement. Pray or giveup - you may bedoing oneof thisat every
phase of your life. God wantsto hear and answer our prayers.

God saysin 2 Chronicles 7:14 - **1f my people, which are
called by my name, shall humblethemselves, and pray, and seek my
face, andturnfromtheir wicked ways, thenwill | hear from heaven, and
will forgivetheir sn, andwill hedl their land” . Colossans4:2- “ Devote
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yoursalvesto prayer, being watchful and thankful.”” God wantsto change
uswhenwe pray for achangein our circumstance - we need to surrender
/yidd. Ephesians6:18 - And pray inthe Spirit onall occasonswith all
kindsof prayersand requests. With thisinmind, bealert and always
keep on praying for al people.

If, asThomas Edisontelsus, geniusisonepercent inspiration
and ninety-nine percent perspiration; itisalsotruethat prayer isone
percent insistence and ninety-nine percent persistence. Prayer isone
percent insistence, to be sure; wedo, in our prayers, tell God what we
need. But the secret of prayer isthat prayer is ninety-nine percent
persistence. Prayer isstaying by the Stuff, prayer meansbanging onthe
gates of heaven until we are heard. "To pray isto enter the treasure
house of God and to gather blessingsout of aninexhaugtiblestorenouse.”
