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Rejoice! The Lord is King X
Hannah Vijaya

“0 the joy to see you reigning. You, my Master and my friend. Vindicated and
enthroned unto earth’s remotest end” Hannah’s Song encapsulates the theme of Worship.
From the earliest days; the natural expression of emotion has been through music and
song. There are songs of deliverance, lament, victory, celebration, of love and marriage,
God'’s faithfulness and other themes. Culminating in heaven with the Multitude singing
before the throne (Rev. 7)

You can emphathise with Hannah. She has just fulfilled her vow to the Lord and left
Samuel with Eli. It can be traumatic enough to leave your child on his / her first day at
school even for a few hours! Hannah focused her heart on the Lord (2:1) Samuel was
precious but her devotion to the Lord superseded her devotion to her son. Can you say
with Hannah, ‘There is no one besides you.....I" Does he take precedence over all that
is precious to you? She calls God the Rock (v.2). In the Old Testament God has been
spoken of as rock 30 times. It suggests stability, strength, refuge, a solid foundation of
faith. This name was a favourite one in the Psalms (19:14, 62:7, 94:22) Sometimes
translated as ‘Strength, Christ is also called Rock in the New Testament. 1 Cor 10:4, Eph.
2:20, 1 Peter 2: 4,6. What is your favourite name for God? Hannah affirms God’s protection
and the vindication of the righteous (8.9). There is a reversal of all that the world
esteems. Hannabh testifies that the strong the proud and the arrogant will be humbled
while the weak, the humble, the barren and the poor will be lifted up (V.8). Finally
Hannah anticipates the reign of a king (V. 10) a prophecy which would ultimately be
fulfilled in Jesus.

“What is your understanding of the sacrifice that God wants from us?

Eli was the high preist. Because of his age and falling sight his sons Hophni and
Phinehas assisted Eli. But instead of being an example to others, they sinned and
caused others to sin. They were wicked and had no regard for the Lord (12). They treated
the Lord’s offering with contempt- a solemn statement that tells us that church
membership and even holding an important responsibility is no guarantee of godly
character. Hophni and Phinehas had no respect for their father. Although Eli failed to
disciple his sons, their behavoiur was inexcusable. They disregarded the clear instructions
regarding the sacrifices (Lev. 7:31). Their greed demanded meat from the worshipers
ever before the sacrifice was over. Thus they robbed the people and God himself (Mal
3:8,9). Their immorality brought the temple and God into disrepute.

We need to pray for Christian leaders who face temptation in the areas of finance,
property, relationships and authority. There is a personal challenge too. Samuel by
contrast, was given to the Lord by his godly parents (28) and he was serving God (11). As
he grew older, he must have resisted entanglement with Hophni and Phinehas, keeping
himself apart from evil, He grew in stature and in favour with the Lord and with men (26)
Much later, the writer to the Hebrews warned against the sin that so easily entangles us
(Heb. 12:1,2) and Paul challenges us to sacrificial commitment so that like Samuel, we
can live for God and serve Him (Rom. 12:1,2)

Social Action - a Matter of Worship

JOSEPH SAMUEL
(Family No. 2121)

What is worship?
Worship is the feeling or expression of reverence and adoration for
God.
The Apostle Paul describes true worship perfectly in Romans 12:1-2:
“lurge you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God to present your bodies a
living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of
worship.And do not be conformed to this world but be transformed by the
renewing of your mind that you may prove what the will of God is, that which
is good and acceptable, or well pleasing and perfect.”
The passage — Isaiah 58 - contains all the elements of true worship.
®  First, there is the motivation to worship: “the mercies of God.” For who is
and for what he has done in our lives

® Secondly, there is a description of the manner of our worship: “present
your bodies a living and holy sacrifice.” Presenting our bodies means
giving to God all of ourselves. The reference to our bodies here means all
our human faculties, all of our humanness—our hearts, minds, hands,
thoughts, attitudes—are to be presented to God. In other words, we are to
give up control of these things and turn them over to Him, just as a literal
sacrifice was given totally to God on the altar in the Temple.

True worship is God-centered worship. It’s also important to know
that worship is reserved only for God. True worship is not confined to what we
do in church or outside (although these things are both good, and we are told
in the Bible to do them). True worship is the acknowledgment of God and all
His power and glory in everything we do.

What is true worship and what kind of worship does God expect from
us ..True worship is more than religious ritual. Israelites faced this as one of
their major issue.

Let’s look at 3 P’s.
Problem

Promise
Prescription
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The PROBLEM

People of Israel have developed identity crisis in the days of Isaiah.
Forgot they were the ones that God brought out of Egypt to worship Him and
bless them.

They thought they were religious people carrying God’s instructions
that finally worship became a ritual or chore. The relationship with the living
God had been replaced by rituals that commemorated their religious
obligations . For them, going to the temple every day, fasting and listening to
the scripture was true worship.They missed the point of true relationship with
God. Our lives are filled with obligations that we take seriously. We carry out
our obligations with a Christian sense of duty to keep our commitments. This
is a good thing, a very good thing. Sometimes the feeling of our sense of duty
can become a snare. We may attend worship out of sense of duty to God. We
come to worship and think: “Well, that is done for another week.”We’re here
with our voices and hands lifted high and our heads bowed and our prayers
rising! What does God think

True worship, is persistent and not sporadic. And it’s beneficial, not
futile. During OT times many came to the temple and fasted when they wanted
something from God. The rest of the time they didn’t give much thought to the
way God wanted them to live. Only one fast day was mandatory under the Law
and that was the Day of Atonement (Lev 16:29). We know from the New
Testament that the Pharisees fasted twice a week.The people could not
understand why God did not seem to take note of their self-denial and bless
them.

Accordingly God said: “Is this the kind of fast | have chosen, only a
day for a man to humble himself?” (Isaiah 58:5a) God did not want his people
to clean up their act only when it suited them. He wanted persistent and lasting
worship. Apostle Paul explains what persistent worship is. “So whether you
eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God” (1 Corinthians
10:31).

True worship, God explains, is not done for oneself to score points
with God but is done for others. Accordingly the people of Isaiah’s day should
have spent less time in real fasting and more time helping their neighbors.
Instead people were running around without adequate clothing and food and
the so-called “believers” were doing nothing about it. They weren’t even caring
for their own families!

God promises to go ahead and behind us —just like his glory did when the
Israelites left Egypt through the Red Sea. We are scared to stop and help
someone in need or serve them because we fear we would fall behind in our
schedule or feel exhausted. No, you’re not going to fall behind in your work
because you’ve stopped to help someone. You’re not going to be more exhausted
because you are busy serving others. Just as God made sure that the sandals
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and clothes of the Israelites didn’t wear out the forty years they traveled to the
Promised Land he will see to it that you don’t wear out either.

Worship becomes selfish for some, as they are more interested in
what God can do for them and how he can serve their needs rather than giving
him praise and honour for who He is and bless others with what they have.
Have we forgotten the ways in which God has led us thus far and have you
become like the Israelites asking God why aren’t you impressed with our fasting,
worship all this while.. You haven’t even seen us and answered all our
prayers...What’s wrong with my worship...?

God says true worship is something very different my son, my daughter.. true
worship should be a way of life. It is meant to be persistent, not separate.
The flavor of worship is restored when we serve God by serving others. Serving
others is the fast that God wants us to observe. True worship equals true
blessing, not just for us alone but for those we serve as well.

The PROMISES:

We all long for promises and God has placed number of promises for
us to inherit. The Bible is full of promises. Some say 3000...7000. But Herbert
Lockyer wrote a book called ‘All the promises of the bible and lists over 8000.

* Enlightened life (Life of testimony) (Vs.10) Your light shall shine in the
darkness.

® Guided life: (11a) The LORD will guide you continually.

e Satisfied life: (11b) And satisfy your soul in drought

® Fragrant life: (11c) Like a watered garden which is always blooming with
flowers that give fragrance.

® Sustained life: (11d) Like an ever flowing spring of water, whose waters do
not fail.

® Productive, healing life: (12) You shall rebuild ancient ruins.

® Promises always come with command. You cannot expect them to be
fulfilled without obeying the command

The PRESCRIPTION:

You cannot expect healing without taking medication if you are ill.

You cannot expect to complete the task and get paid if you don’t follow

instructions provided. The word is clear that all these blessings are yours if ...

and it’s a big IF or THEN

® Loose chains of injustice v.6

® Untie the chords of the yoke - set the oppressed free v.6
® Share your food with the hungry v.7

® Provide shelter for the poor wanderer v.7

® (Clothe the needyv.7
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® Do not turn down the needs of the ones closest to you.v.7

If you do those things, then, God says, “Light will break out, healing
will spring up, and | will be your vindicator.” If you do those things, then “your
light will rise in the darkness and what is gloomy now will be as bright as
midday.” This is a word of promise.

This is similar to what the Apostle James teaches us in James 1:27- 2:4
“Religion that God our Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to
look after orphans and widows in their distress and to keep oneself from
being polluted by the world. My brothers, as believers in our glorious Lord
Jesus Christ, don’t show favoritism. Suppose a man comes into your meeting
wearing a gold ring and fine clothes, and a poor man in shabby clothes also
comes in. If you show special attention to the man wearing fine clothes and
say, “Here’s a good seat for you,” but say to the poor man, “You stand there” or
“Sit on the floor by my feet,” have you not discriminated among yourselves and
become judges with evil thoughts?”
True worship begins with God and is authenticated in how we deal
with the people around us. It is a constant theme of the prophets—and Jesus,
and James, and John—that God sees through our religious talk and sees what
isin our heart. And he sees what is in our heart not by some magic but by what
we do.
® AsFirst John puts it, if we say we love God but we walk right past someone
we could help with our material goods but do nothing, then we don’t know
anything about God’s love. If we say we love God and don’t care about
people, we are lying.

® James says, if you say you have faith but don’t have actions to go with it,
then you don’t have faith.

® You can’t really believe that Jesus reveals God—that Jesus is right about
everything—and still be focused on your own wealth alone.

Luke 10:27 He answered, “’Love the Lord your God with all your heart
and with all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind’; and,
‘Love your neighbor as yourself. Loving God and loving neighbor goes hand in
hand...these are two sides of the coin called worship.

Our spiritual act of worship is a lifetime of loving the Lord who first
loved us. Our lifetime of loving the Lord leads us to love our fellow man. We
worship God in church. We worship God in our daily reading and study of
God’s word. We worship God as we reflect the glory of God in our thankful
lives. “Through Jesus, therefore, let us continually offer to God a sacrifice of
praise—the fruit of lips that confess his name. And do not forget to do good
and to share with others, for with such sacrifices God is pleased” (HEBREWS
13:15, 16). OUR LORD DEFINES TRUE WORSHIP. True worship is more than a day
of obligation. It is more than a sense of duty that we have to do. True worship
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is our way of life that shines with thankfulness and brings glory to our Heavenly
Father

The change that God desires in his people is in the way they express
their faith in their daily lives. From the time that God called Abraham out from
his family, in order to be the father of God’s people, God has declared that he
has blessed Israel so that they could be a blessing to others. God is reminding
his people of what they are to do.

The effects of obedience will be readily apparent—their light shall
break forth like the dawn. Their relationship with God shall be refreshed and
renewed.

God makes us a blessing so that we can be the blessing for others.
How many times have we not been like the good Samaritan..and walked away
without doing good as we were busy...

Do not withhold good from those to whom it is due, when it is in your power to
act. Proverbs 3:27

Matthew 25 : 40 Whatever you did for the least of those brothers of mine you
did it for me.”

God give me the eyes to see the needy, give me the sensitivity of heart to feel
the hurt in my neighbors..
