Golden verse of the month

“Behold at that time | will undo all that afflict thee: and I will save her that halteth, and gather her that
was driven out; and | will get them praise and fame in every land where they have been put to shame”
(Zephaniah 3:19)
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The historic revival in China is an act of Redemption in Christ. Yes the wonderful counsellor redeemed His
people from the bondage in China. Everyday about 30,000 people are coming up to accept Christ as their
personal Lord and Saviour. Today, as we observe this it is not only the case in China but also in other parts of
the world including our Nation: Such revival is the work of Holy Spirit as per the promise of our Lord Almighty.
Prophet Zephaniah asserts the promise through his vision. Let this change of Being and Becoming be a reality
of God's intervention in the world. As we stand for the same, let us also submit our lives to our Lord and
Saviour prayerfully in this Lenten season for achieving His goal of Salvation and glory in our social praxis.

The meaning of the word Zephaniah is “The Lord protects”. The Lord will protect the people of Israel in the
day of the Lord’s Anger’ (2:3) for remnant shall be delivered in that day. Zephaniah predicis a catastrophic
invasion from the enemies of Israel. But the chosen people will be saved by the intervention of God Almighty
which is the assurance to God's people for the future. In this situation Prophet raises his voice against idolatrous
practices that are prevalent in the midst of God's people in Judah to escape from the anger of God. These
deliverances of the prophet had no doubt, a decided influence upon the work of reform of his people in Israel.

The content of the prophecy may be divided into the following categories. The consummateness of judgement
(1:1-18) The comprehensiveness of judgement (2:1-15) The correctiveness of judgement (3:1-8). The
compassionateness of Judgement (3:9-20), Hope of God's people from their sufferings is the focus of this
prophecy. Zephaniah’s prophefic ministry can be dated from 635 to 626 BC. The compassionate God says, |
will punish all those who harmed you and | will save my people who cannot walk and gather my people who
have been thrown out, | will give them praise and honour in every place where they were ashamed.

The salvation and reconciliation of God is always an anticipation of the Kingdom of God in Jesus' spiritual
body, church. The famous theologian and reformer of the church, John Calvin, in his work “the institutes of the
Christian Religion” says:

God is reconciled to us in His Christ

And has in Him

Established for us pattern and patron

To which we must conform.
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Here, the relationship between God and human beings is the outcome of God's initiation. St. Paul adopts
two words for this act of doing. The first word ‘Katallasa’ means “to make other than it is or to exchange. The
relationship has been transformed from God (Rom 5:10-11, 11.5, 2 corin 5:18-20) Another word is ‘Katarage’
which means the ministry of “exchange or reconciliation” The relationship has been transformed from the
witnessing community or church to others in the society. Nehemiah foresees this act of mission through his
prophecy. The reconciling power of God saved the people of Israel, who have been thrown out in their bondage.
In the new day of God, God will give them praise and honour in every place where the people of God were
ashamed. Prophet Isaiah (61:3) says “To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for
ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called
trees of righteouness the planting of the Lord, that he might be glorified”.

The Glory of God extends the invitation to humans in ‘Transfiguration’ experience (Exo: 24:15) in the life
of Mosses. The same experience of transfiguration makes worship meaningful with His disciples (Luk. 9:29-
36) ot the mountain fop experience. This same experience of Joy and praise can be achieved in its fullness
with Jesus Christ when He comes with His heavenly Glory. God wants us to be the channels to exhibit His Glory
in His coming and revealing of the Lordship to this earth. Are you willing to be a channel for revealing His
Glory? May God help us to prepare to receive His glory with gladness in our lives. Amen

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Holiness Unto the Lord

The purpose of God in the
salvation of mankind is to produce
in man a kindred holiness, a radiant
purity like unto that of God Himself.
Holiness is the beauty of the Divine
nature; and in holiness more than
in anything else, shall we resemble
God, when mortality is swallowed
up of life. In habit, holiness is the
opposite of depravity; in act, it is
the opposite of sin. Itis in-ward and
outward conformity to God’s holy
law, which is “holy, just, and good.”
It flows from God'’s eternal election
as its source; for we were chosen
in Christ Jesus, before the world
began, that we might be holy.

How can we obtain the Holiness

Holiness flows through
redemption. Christ also loved us,
and gave Himself for us, that He
might sanctify and cleanse us. He
gave Himself for us — that He
might redeem us from all iniquity,
and purify unto Himself a peculiar
people, zealous of good works.
When God sees us through the
blood of Jesus , He declared us
righteous. It is the blood of Jesus
Christ that was shed in the Calvary,
that cleanses us from all iniquity
and makes us pure.

Why we must be holy

The first man was created in
the image of God (Genesis 1:27).
It can be said that he was holy,
because he was spiritually, morally,

and physically pure before the fall.
He had been especially set aside
for fellowship with God, and God
would come into the garden and
have fellowship with the man He
had created. When Adam fell into
sin, this beautiful fellowship came
to a halt, not because God did not
love Adam, but because God is
holy, and He cannot establish
fellowship where there is sin. To
restore our fellowship with our
creator God we needed to be
cleansed and made holy.

How to grow in Holiness

Holiness should be revealed
in our day today lives, because the
Bible says that we are the light of
the world and salt of the earth. It
affects our daily lives, in all parts,
and at all times. Whether therefore
ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye
do, do all to the glory of God. (1
Cor. 10:31)

Whatsoever ye do, do it
heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto
men. (Col. 3:17)

Whatsoever ye do in word or
deed, do all in the name of the Lord
Jesus... (Col. 3:17)

Abstain from all appearance
of evil. 1Th.5:22 But fornication and
all uncleanness, or covetousness,
let it not once be named among you
(Eph.5:3). Thus, the word of God
demands holiness in us.
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Purity in our words

A sanctified mouth will not let
anything come out, nor go in,
unless it is for the glory of God. In
the “in” section we immediately see
why gluttony is sin. Gluttony is eat-
ing for pleasure’s sake instead of
health’'s sake. A holy person does
all for the glory of God, nothing for
“self. For some reason gluttony is
one of those common sins of the
flesh that is rarely disciplined in the
churches. In the “out” section we
have, of course, unholy talk.
Foolish talking, joking, and jest-ing
are not supposed to be named
once among us. Why? It does not
edify the spiritual man, but rather
entertains the carnal one.

Pure eyes Mat 6:22

Next we will consider holy
eyes. We have to see things which
edifies our spiritual inner man. Eyes
are the gateway for “the lust”. Matt
6:22-23" The eye is the lamp of the
body. If your eyes are good, your
whole body will be full of light. But
if your eyes are bad, your whole
body will be full of darkness. If then
the light within you is darkness,
how great is that darkness.

Holy ears

Holy ears will not listen to
anything that is not holy. Music
comes to my mind on at this time.
Music is a powerful medium.
Gossip, people are sometime crazy
to hear and collect information
about only other people. How does
this affect us? The carnal man will
try to add something superficial to
satisfy the “lust of the ear”.

A holy body - Rom 12:1

Paul tells us in 1
Thessalonians that our bodies are
for holiness, not for pleasure
seeking. Fornication is sin for two
reasons. It is a moral issue. It
affects others’ lives. But it breaks
the first commandment, which is
more important. Our bodies are for
God’s glory, not for our pleasure.
But because fornication brings
such intense pleasurable
sensations, this sin is common to
all unregenerate humanity. We
have a bent to fulfill the desire for
good feelings. Therefore, | urge
you, brothers and sisters, in view
of God'’s mercy, to offer your bodies
as a living sacrifice, holy and
pleasing to God—this is your true
and proper worship.

Holy thought - Phil. 2:5

The Bible says in Philippians
2:5, “Let this mind be in you which
was also in Christ Jesus.” We must
cultivate spiritual thinking, and the
Scriptures give a list of worthy
objects that we ought to be thinking
about. The list is re-corded in
Philippians 4:8.

“Whatever things are true”
— that is, “whatever is earned or
received by fair methods, not by
cheating and falsehoods. For most
of us, it is not the big things that
test our honesty. We will likely
never embezzle ten thousand
rupees from an employer, but we
must be careful about the dimes
and the quarters. We must guard
against considering stealing even
little things in stores or anywhere.
Satan tells us, if we receive too
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much change in a restaurant: ‘That
lunch really wasn't very good; I'll
just keep this extra coin as a sort
of refund.” By way of contrast,
every Christian needs to think in
terms of old-fashioned, second-
mile honesty.

“Whatever things are just” - that is,
“things that are right and fair and
impartial. It is right to give a
customer full measure when selling
merchandise in business, it is right
to expose doctrinal error and false
teachings when presenting the
Word of God. It is right to play it
fair-and-square in all our dealing.
Parents must diligently seek to be
fair with their children and treat
them all alike. We should never
plan in our thoughts to do anything
that is unfair and partial.

“Whatever things are pure”.....that

is, free from anything that is
taint-ed. Purity speaks especially
about chastity in the realm of sexual
relationships. Itis: very hard to live
through a single day in our society
without having the mind
bombarded with sex in some kind
of distorted form. Unclean thinking
is stimulated by abbreviated dress,
obscene pictures, and dirty stories.
For this reason, the follower of
Christ does not attend the movies,
he carefully censors his reading
material, and he avoids
participating in a joke that is not
noble and pure. Most television
programs and television
commercials are not acceptable to
him. Whatever things are pure,
think on these things.

“Whatever things are lovely™-that is,
things that are beautiful, winsome,
and pleasing. “Lovely things” are
the opposite of the ugly and bizarre.
The Christian should cultivate the
traits of courtesy and pleasantness.
He should avoid the snapped
answer, the harsh reply, and the
sarcastic response. It is sad to see
a husband who cannot answer his
wife in gentle tones. Such things
are not “lovely.”

“Whatever things are of good
report” - that is, things spoken in a
kindly spirit; things spoken with
good will toward others; things
which are the opposite of gossip
and the spreading of rumours.
Courtesy to others, respect for
parents, loyalty between husband
and wife — these are always things
“of good report”.

The word “think” means “to
dwell upon” or “to focus attention
upon.” Qualities such as kindness,
loyalty, helpfulness -- these are
qualities we should seriously think
about. Spirit-controlled thinking can
lift our thoughts and bless our
whole life. The Scripture passage
which we have just analyzed
(Philippians 4:8) suggests that the
way to conquer evil thinking is not
so much to fight the wicked
thoughts, as to cultivate the good
thoughts. Philippians 4:8 is a call
to think upon good things.

Holy people are in vital union and
partnership with God, and their
prayers inspired by the Holy Spirit
move all Heaven in their behalf.
