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L ook to the Lamb of God!
Bejoy Peter

"Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world." These
words of John the Baptist (John 1:29) show us the purpose for which Jesus
came. He came to remove the burden of sin from the shoulders of man.
Look to the Lamb on the Cross in Faith

Jesus said: "Just as Moses lifted up the snake in the desert, so the
Son of Man must be lifted up, that everyone who believes in him may have
eternal life (John 3:14, 15)." As we look at the incident Jesus referred to;
we find that the Israelites were bitten by venomous snakes because they
grumbled against God. When Moses prayed to God about this, God asked
him to make a snake and lift it up on a pole so that whoever looked at the
snake would live (Numbers 21:4-9). There was nothing magical about the
bronze snake; instead it was symbolic of the judgement of God.

Likewise Jesus was made a public display ("whom God displayed
publicly as a propitiation in His blood through faith"; see Romans 3:25
NASB)on the cross;naked, wounded, crushed and bleeding. This was the
outpouring of God's wrath (righteous anger) on sin. He who had no sin was
made sin for us (2 Cor. 5:21). Amazing love! Yet, if someone rejects this
love of God and does not look to the Slain Lamb of God in faith, the wrath
of God remains on him (John 3:36).

Look to the Lamb without Blemish and Know the Preciousness of His
Shed Blood Jesus is our Passover Lamb (1 Cor. 5:7). As we look at the
conditions laid down for the selection of the Passover lambs, it had to year-
old males without defect (Exodus 12:5). Peter affirms that we were
redeemed "with the precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or
defect” (1 Peter 1:19). In the light of this let us look at how Jesus himself
challenged those who opposed him: "Can any of you prove me guilty of sin
(John 8:46)?"

Again, the Passover lambs were carefully examined before they were
sacrificed (Exodus 12:3-6). Now look at the language used by Pilate: "I
[ 14] 2182] eI - 2032 2020




have examined him in your presence and have found no basis for your
charges against him. Neither has Herod, for he sent him back to us; as you
can see, he has done nothing to deserve death (Luke 23:14, 15)." Look at
what Judas said as he tried to return the thirty silver coins: "l have sinned,
'he said," for | have betrayed innocent blood (Matthew 27:4)."

The thief who repented on the cross testified that they (the other thief
included) deserved punishment: "But this man has done nothing wrong(Luke
23:41)." Finally let us look at the centurion's testimony: "Surely this was a
righteous man" (Luke 23:47). The question is, "What is your estimate about
Jesus?" Can you find one person in all human history who is without blemish
and without sin like him?Therefore the sinless blood of the Lamb offered in
sacrifice in perfect submission to the will of God the Father is able to cleanse
you from all your sin (1 John 1:7)! Do you believe this?

Look at the Lamb on the Throne and Bow Down in Worship

Apostle John uses the title Lamb for Jesus no less than twenty-six
times in the book of Revelation. Other than Revelation only four times Lamb
is used for Jesus in the entire Bible(Isaiah 53:7; John 1:29, 36; and 1 Peter
1:19). So itis a deliberate emphasis by John.

And worship of the slain Lamb of God on the throne is the eternal song
of heaven: "Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and wealth
and wisdom and strength and honour and glory and praise (Revelation
5:12)!I" and "To him who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be praise and
honour and glory and power for ever and ever (Revelation 5:13b)!" are
shouts of acclamation, adoration, praise and singing in heaven.

Special mention is made about the shed blood of Jesus in the new
song of heaven: "You are worthy to take the scroll and open its seals,
because you were slain, and with your blood you purchased men for God
from every tribe and language and people and nation" (Rev. 5:9).

The Lamb at the centre of the throne is further seen as the shepherd of
God's people leading them to springs of living water (Revelation 7:17); the
Lamb is seen as the temple itself in heaven (i.e. the object of worship;
Revelation 21:22); and the Lamb is seen as the glory of the city of heaven;
the lamp that gives it light (Rev. 21:23). No wonder there are no words to
describe the scenes of worship of the Lamb in heaven. We are also told
that "Blessed are those who are invited to the wedding supper of the Lamb"

(Rev. 19:9). Hope you too will be part of it!
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Look to the Lamb of God in Sovereign Control of History

Many Bible scholars believe that the scroll sealed with seven seals
which no one could open (Revelation 5) is the title deed of Planet Earth.
John weeps when no one is found worthy to break open the seals. Then he
is told that the Lion of the tribe of Judah has triumphed and is able to open
the scroll (v. 5). Suddenly the Lion becomes the Lamb of God (v. 6). The
lamb is thought to be a gentle animal. But in Revelation we see the Lamb
of God as the mighty one.

The Lamb is at the centre of the throne (Rev. 7:17). In chapter 6 we
find the Lamb opening the seals one after the other (seev. 1, 3, 5, 7 etc.).
We then see his great wrath (righteous anger). All the people of the world
call out to the mountains and the rocks: "Fall on us and hide us from the
face of him who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb! For the
great day of their wrath has come, and who can stand (Revelation 6:16,
17)?"

The wrath of the Lamb of God is not a popular topic; is it? But when
people reject Jesus and refuse to believe in him whom God sent into the
world to die for their sins, God's wrath remains on them (John 3:36). The
ultimate warning is that only those whose names are written in the Lamb's
book of life will ever enter heaven (Rev. 21:27); and if anyone's name was
not found written in the book of life, he was thrown into the lake of fire (Rev.
20:15).

Look to the Lamb of God for Nourishment and Strength for the Journey

Paul makes the connection between Jesus and the Passover. For
Christ, our Passover Lamb, has been sacrificed (1 Cor. 5:7). We know that
it was the blood of the Passover lambs that were applied on the sides and
tops of the doorframes (Exodus 12:7) that protected the Israelites inside
those houses from the destructive plague (Exodus 12:13). The blood was
a"sign" on the houses. It was the blood of the lambs gave them deliverance!
We too shall overcome the accuser of the brethren by the blood of the
Lamb (Rev.12:11).

Now what helped a huge population (Numbers 1:46 records 6 lakh
fighting men alone) comprising of young and old and children to march out
boldly from Egypt after being in slavery; and oppressed for more than four

hundred years? You can't expect all in that huge number to be strong and
healthy; can you? So their nourishment came from eating the Passover
lambs roasted over the fire (no bones of the lambs were to be broken-see
Exodus 12:8; John 20:36; Exodus 12:46; Numbers 9:12 and Psalm 34:20).
The Psalmist says of their journey or Exodus from Egypt in these words:
"and from among their tribes no one faltered (Psalm 105:37)."No one
stumbled! Why? It was because feeding on the Passover Lambs gave them
strength for the journey even as the blood applied on the houses gave
them deliverance!

But when Jesus spoke about eating his flesh and drinking his blood
(four times in four verses) in John 6:53-56; many disciples said: "This is a
hard teaching. Who can accept it?" (John 6:60); and a short while later
many of them turned back and no longer followed him (John 6:66). See, it
was not unbelievers but some of his own disciples who left following Jesus.
Why? It was because Jesus was inviting them to a more intimate fellowship
with him by eating and drinking his flesh and blood. Will you turn back or
press on to be near to Jesus, the Lamb of God?

Look to the Lamb of God and Find Salvation

A simple chorus we were taught in our childhood states:

Look to the Lamb of God (2)

For he alone is able to save you

Look to the Lamb of God.

Yes, "Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name
under heaven given to men by which we must be saved (Acts 4:12). In
Jesus, we find the true fulfilment of the lamb that Abraham expected God
to provide when he said thus to Isaac on Mount Moriah: "God himself will
provide the lamb for the burnt offering, my son (Genesis 22:8)."

It was the thought of the Lamb of God that inspired William Cowper to
write the hymn starting with: "There is fountain filled with blood, Drawn
from Immanuel's veins;And sinners, plunged beneath that flood, Lose all
their guilty stains." He then lifted up his eyes to Jesus on the cross and
wrote:

Dear dying Lamb, Thy precious blood
Shall never lose its power,

Till all the ransomed ones of God

Be saved, to sin no more!
