12. Present Challenges experienced by MM Church

Since November 2021, Mateer Memorial Church has been experiencing unexpected
and unfortunate challenges owing to the unilateral decisions of the Administrative
Committee presently functioning at South Kerala Diocese. Everyone in the Church is
very well aware that the Church has been maintaining cordial relationship with South
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Kerala Diocese for the last three and half years. But all of a sudden the relationship with
the Diocese had been strained hurting the peaceful atmosphere in the Church. The
reasons behind the present situation and the steps taken by the Church in addressing
the challenges are presented here for information.

i. BOOM BARRIER GATE

Ever since the LMS compound and MM Church were established the Mateer Memorial
Church worshippers have been using the LMS Compound to reach the Church as well
as TJM Hall and even to access other establishments in the LMS compound. The Church
goers basically our Church members have been always enjoying free movement in the
LMS compound until November 2021. Unfortunately in November 2021 a Boom Barrier
gate was installed in front of the LMS School, prohibiting the free passage of Church
goers to MM Church via. LMS compound. This unfortunate challenge had seriously hurt
the sentiments of MM Church members. Despite the best efforts of the Church Committee,
the Diocese was adamant in their decision of prohibiting free passage to MM Church
through LMS compound showing clear discrimination to the MM Church members.

ii. SKD Administrative committee's decision to declare MM Church as 'Cathedral’

Adding to the woes created by the installation of Boom barrier Gate, the present
Administrative committee of the SK Diocese, who are only authorised to look after the
day to day administrative matters of the Diocese, unilaterally took a policy decision on
17-1-2021 to declare MM Church as Cathedral. Upon hearing the decision from reliable
source the entire Church stood united and opposed the move and the protest is actively
going forward. Some of the important steps taken to oppose the move of the Diocese
are briefly enumerated here:

1. Upon knowing the information on 17-01-2022 Church Committee hurriedly conducted
ameeting on 17-1-2022 itself and strongly condemned the decision of the Diocese.
The Committee accordingly recorded its unanimous objection and protest. It was
also decided to submit a resolution to the Bishop by the Church Committee.

2. The Church Committee accordingly passed a resolution on 29-1-2022 and submitted
to Bishop conveying the Church Committee's strong protest against the decision/
move of SKD in converting the MM Church as Cathedral or even changing the
name of Mateer Memorial Church adding the word ‘Cathedral'.

3. The protest of the Church congregation was expressed through displaying banners
in front of the Church.

4. Regular prayer meetings have been arranged at Church premises from 8pm to
9pm led by the Sub-organisations of the Church to resolve this crisis peacefully.

5. Online prayer meetings were also held in weekly basis.

6. Police complaints were filed against the so called security personals of LMS
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compound as well as against two priests working in the Diocese, when they
attempted to destroy the banners displayed at the Church and also involved in
unethical action of video graphing of the Church members assembled for prayer
meeting. FIR was registered at Museum Police Station on 31-01-2022 based on
the complaints lodged by the Church.

. Additional security personals have been engaged to protect the premises from tress
passers and encroachers.

. Special General Body meeting was convened on 20" February 2022, Sunday and
passed two resolutions presented by the Church members. The first resolution
was about nullifying the decision of the General Body held in November 2009
agreeing to add Cathedral along with the name of MM Church and not to accept
any move from Diocese or from any corners to rename the Mateer Memorial Church
incorporating 'Cathedral' or to convert the Church as Cathedral until the second
coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.

The second one was on formation of an Action Council in the Church to continue
the struggle against the move of the Diocese in converting the Church as Cathedral
or renaming the Church.

. A mass representation signed by 908 members was submitted to Bishop on
23-2-2022 conveying strong protest and objection on this issue.

10. A representation was submitted to the Bishop by Church Committee on 28-2-2022
requesting to conduct the Church election in view of the relaxations declared by
Government on Covid 19 restrictions.

Thus it could be seen that Church Committee and the Church congregation are

unanimously fighting against the sinister moves of the Diocese in converting Mateer
Memorial Church as Cathedral, by continuous prayer and peaceful protest. It is requested
that every family of MM Church should include this issue in daily family prayer and also
in personal prayers. Let us stand always united and fight for this noble cause.

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The Mateer Memorial Church -

A Brief Review and the current Crisis

T Mateer Memorial Church s the first native Christian congregation
within the Trivandrum city. Formed in the year 1838 as the Trivandrum Church by
the missionary Rev. John Cox, the congregation worshipped in a government
building at the location of the University Library, till 1906. Although the congregation
was governed by the missionaries during the initial phases, by 1900 a native church
committee was elected from among the congregation and the administration was
done since then by this body. As the place of worship was in a dilapidated condition,
and could not accommodate the growing congregation; and as no development
was possible at that site because of the government ownership; it was decided to
construct a new church building elsewhere. The missionaries had purchased land
in the “cantonment area” ie., the present LMS compound for mission activities and
land was given for constructing the new church there. Because of the location of
the church in the cantonment area, it was also referred to as the ‘Cantonment Church’.
Even though the foundation stone was laid in 1897, the construction of the church
was started in the year 1902 with the direct involvement of the congregation. The
supervisor, contractor, the various workers such as masons and carpenters etc. for
the building construction were from the congregation itself.

As the largest protestant congregation in Trivandrum and by virtue of
its Congregational heritage, the Mateer Memorial Church was active in social
upliftment, and its members were, over the years, the largest contributors for
building up congregations, church buildings and in handing them over to the
South Kerala Diocese. The South Kerala Diocese itself owes its existence and
nurture to the leadership given to it by the MM Church members from its inception
in 1947 as the South Travancore Diocese and later from 1959 as the South Kerala
Diocese.

Being the church situated in the mission compound, the church and its
congregation was very much involved with all the activities of the diocese and
had always cooperated wholeheartedly with all its needs. The resources of the
church, including its premises, halls and manpower were always available to the
diocese without any reservations. The liberal financial contributions from the
church members had been a major support for the diocese; both the 20% levy
and direct support to the various projects and institutions of the diocese.

The church, though had originally consisted of the believers in and
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around Trivandrum city, was very welcoming and has accommodated members
from many other congregations, who associated with it as associate members
and also as full members.

The church is governed based on the constitution of the CSI. The CSI
itself is a union of different traditions; the Presbyterian, Congregational, Anglican
and Methodist. Because of this, during the formation of the CSI, special emphasis
was made to retain the original values and traditions of the individual churches.
The individuality of the churches and their administrative independence is very
much envisioned in the constitution. The South Kerala Diocese is a group of
churches that originated from the Congregational tradition. Consequently, there
is no “priest” in these churches, only pastors who look after the spiritual needs of
the congregation; and the same is for the authority of the Bishop. As per the CSI
constitution, the church accepts “historic episcopate in constitutional form” and
hence the bishop is always under the constitution of the CSI. The bishop himself
is not vested with any absolute administrative authority. [Constitution of the CSI
Ch.V A,l Functions and responsibilities of Bishops] As per the constitution, the
bishop is the spiritual head of the congregation and “he is called to feed the flock
of God, taking the oversight thereof as shepherd, not as lord either in act or title,
but as an example to the flock”, [ ibid. Appendix 1,9]. Thus, the administration
of each congregation is given as a right to the members of the congregation
itself. [ ibid. Ch. 1 9]

The congregations are formed when a group of believers come together
for worship, they minister to each other and build up. Even though they may be
supported by other congregations, their necessities such as the church building,
parsonages and other buildings are met mainly from among themselves from
their own resources. Subsequently, when a congregation is joined in union with
the CSI, the properties of the congregation is transferred to the CSITA as trustee.
The beneficiary owner continues to be the congregation. Because of this, even
though all church properties are registered under the CSITA the trust laws have
provisions to safeguard the assets of the individual congregations who are the
beneficiaries by giving them inalienable rights over the properties.

This being the case, in 2009, a proposal was made by the South Kerala
Diocese to convert the M M Church into a cathedral, along with a set of stipulations
that will transfer the entire administration, assets and rights of the congregation,
as granted by the constitution, over to the diocese. The congregation, in its General
Body rejected the proposal completely; except for renaming the church to MM
CSI Cathedral, without relinquishing any of its rights, which is granted to all
churches in the diocese. This decision was not acceptable to the diocese. Therefore
in 2010 the Diocese initiated decided to a new Cathedral in LMS Compound.
