After God Jehovah created man on the sixth day, he

After a while in

Exodus 20:8 to 11God speaks to Moses about work. In verse 9 we read

"six days you shall labour and do all your work". God has given us six

days for intense work and the seventh day should be the day of rest.

In fact this is the attitude of  the Church towards labour or work.   The

people of God should concentrate in their work for six days, but sanctify

the seventh day for our God.

Some people give undue importance to their work.  They  even

desire to work on Sundays. But Lord Jesus in St. Luke 20: 25 says"Then

give to the emperor the things that are emperor's and to God the things

that are God's."Work or labour should be done in the days allotted for

the same only.  This should be the policy of all the labourers who are

the people of God.

The Church wants all its people to do their assigned work at

appropriate times. God loves those who do their duties promptly and it

is evident from the words of Jesus himself  as we read in St. Mathew

11:28. "Come to me all you that are weary and are carrying heavy

burdens, and I will give you rest".

Consideration to those who work, is emphasized in the parable

of talents.   The man who was given ten talents (points) did business

and made ten more, likewise the man who was given Five Talents made

five more.   They were appreciated and rewarded by their master.  But

the idle man who was given one talent did no business and returned it

to the master, saying excuses was scolded and punished by the master.

In I Thessalonians 2:9 it is said "Your remember our labour and

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toil, brothers and sisters:  we worked night and day so that we might not

burden any of you while we proclaimed to you the gospel of God".

Here we can observe another thing. Doing God's work only

cannot merely be considered as a labour or work.   St. Paul as he did

Gospel work among Thessalonians, did not confine his work in that

field itself.   He could live in an idle manner.  Simply preaching the

Gospel and consider it as a means of livelihood.  But inspite of  that he

laboured otherwise and earned his livelihood and in addition to that

labour he did God's work.We learn that he was an expert in tent work.

So apart from the activities regarding Gospel, one should do physical

work to earn his livelihood.

But it should not be confused with the livelihood of a missionary.

A missionary who is appointed by a Church or organization is a person

who receives remuneration for his work.   He concentrates his labour

in the field of Gospel.   He works hard for our Lord.  In Leviticus 2:10

it is said.  "And what is left of the grain offering shall be for Aaron and

his sons; it is a holy part of the offerings by fire to the Lord." From these

portions it is evident that the Levites made their livelihood out of the

sacrifices brought by the people before God.

These are the attitudes of Church towards the labour of te people

of God. Then what about the labour assigned to Church?

King David introduced organized singing for the Worship of
the Lord God Jehovah.  But some of the kings who succeeded his son
Solomon disobeyed Jehovah and led the people astray.  Worship in
the temple got disrupted and neglected during such times, and God
punished his people by delivering them into the hands of  their
enemies. When King Hezekiah ascended the throne as the 13th king
of Judah, about 300 years after David, the temple was in total disarray.
He cleaned up, and repaired the building and restored worship.  2Chr.
29: 25 says: "And he stationed the Levites in the house of  the Lord
with cymbals, harps and lyres, according to the commandment of
David, and of Gad, the king's seer, and of Nathan the prophet, for the
commandment was from the Lord, through his prophets".  The course
of worship is detailed in the verses up to 30, where it is written that
they were using the songs written by David and Asaph.

With the Babylonian invasion, the city of Jerusalem was looted
and burned down including the temple of  God.  The Israelites were
taken captives by king Nebuchadnezzar.  On their return from exile
after 70 years, the children of  Israel laid the foundation for the
reconstruction of  the temple under the leadership of  Zerubbabel and
Jeshua.  The choir of  David was revived for this ceremony. Ezra 3:
10-11 records that "priests in their vestments came forward with
trumpets and the Levites, the sons of  Asaph, with cymbals to praise
the Lord according to the directions of David, king of Israel.  And
they sang responsively, praising and giving thanks to the Lord".

The dedication of  the wall (rebuilt under Nehemiaha's
leadership) was a great festive occasion for the Israelites.  The
descriptive passage in Neh. 12: 27-43 tells us that Nehemiah
positioned 2 choirs on top of the wall, one on the southern side and
the other on the northern side.  This revived choir was also "according
to the command of David" (Neh. 12: 45), and the singers had their
livelihood from the offerings of the people (Vs.47) as per the orders
of the king Artaxerxces (Neh.11:23).  According to Neh.7: 66, there

In the first part of  this article, under point 1(Selection of
members) we saw that David selected eminent singers from the Levites
likeAsaph, Heman, Ethan, and Jeduthun. From there onwards,
wherever singers are mentioned, they are named as brothers or sonsof
these singer patriarchs [1Chr.6: 33, 1Chr.25: 1, etc.].  We can see
that the families of  these song leaders were hereditarily given the
responsibility of singing in the temple and that they were fully engaged
in musical worship.  Even during the time of Ezra and Nehemiah, the
singers were labelled as the 'sons of Asaph' and 'sons of  Jeduthun'
(Ezra 3: 10, Neh. 11: 17 &12: 35).  From this we should understand
that God calls certain families for certain purposes like singing,
pastoring, healing, etc., and endows them with special gifts to fulfil
them. It is the duty of the descendants in such families to carry on
such missions trusting in God.  So we have to be keen not to neglect it
if  we have a calling as a family for musical ministry.

With the advent of  Jesus Christ the relevance of the temple at
Jerusalem as the only place of  worship and offerings was lost.
Symbolically, the curtain which separated the holiest place was torn
apart at the death of Christ, allowing access for man to God through
Jesus. Now there is no need for a specific place for a believer to worship.
As Jesus told the Samaritan woman, we are to worship in spirit and in
truth. The Church, the Bride of the Lamb now occupies the place of
the old temple. Now we have singing wherever the bridal Church
gathers for worship.  Holy hymns and collective singing did not lose its
relevance in the Church of Christ.  St. Paul, writing to Ephesians, exhorts
them to "be filled with the Spirit, speaking to one another in psalms
and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your
heart to the Lord" [Eph. 5: 19]. He asks the Colossians to teach and
admonish one another "in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing
with grace in your hearts to the Lord" [Col. 3: 16].  When he writes to
Corinthians he includes 'hymns' as one of the spiritual faculties, in par
with 'instruction', 'revelation', 'tongues' and 'interpretation', all of which
help to build up the Church [1Cor. 14: 26].

In the New Testament, we do not have any account of choral
performances in the worship of  the early Church as we have in the
Old Testament. Did the apostles and the believers sing together in
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their worship?  Most probably they must have.  Paul was not a person
who advises others about something which he did not practice.  Surely,
he would not have exhorted the Ephesians and Colossians to sing,
and speak to one another in hymns and spiritual songs if he himself
had not done that.  If  Paul and Silas could sing together inside the
dark prison with their hands bound, they surely must have sung these
songs in their worship so as to learn them by heart.  We know that
the early church worshipped in houses and secret places, and it was
a time of terrible persecution, trials and tribulations.  Surely, the
situation was not at all conducive for practicing organized singing.
Still, as we saw above, singing was an essential part of  their worship.

As the Church grew worldwide and constructed buildings for
collective worship, specific place was set apart in every church
building for the choir near the Minister, so as to lead the worship.   In
Catholic and Anglican churches we can see the seating for the choir
provided behind the ministering worship leaders.  The song "Divinum
mysterium" (Of Father's heart begotten) is recorded to have been
sung by church choir in the 4th century.  Pope St. Gregory I (540 to
604 A.D.), considered as the patron saint of musicians, wrote chants
for the church choir and promoted choral chanting in worship.  These
were standardized and made popular as Gregorian Chants in the 9th
century.  The medieval church choirs were mostly male choirs,
consisting of Clerics and boys.  Even in mixed choirs the female voices
were provided by the Nuns.  Evidently, this was a precaution to keep
up the sanctity of the choir.  The common man was not considered
holy enough to minister in the choir as in the days of David..

In the modern era, prompted by the Holy Spirit, many servants of
God like Martin Luther, Isaac Watts, Charles Wesley, and Fanny Crosby
wrote spiritual songs and hymns to thank and glorify the Lord, which
also encouraged and strengthened the believers.  Church choirs
around the world, under proficient Choirmasters are singing these
songs in their true spirit and beauty, thereby helping the congregation
to learn them and sing together in one voice.  As in the ancient psalms,
we can see the prophetic touch in these hymns also, testifying to their
divine origination.  These great hymns have stood the test of times,
and continue to console, inspire and encourage generations after
generations.  We cannot miss the handiwork of the Holy Spirit that
has organized wonderful choirs that magnify the name of our Lord,
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giving us the taste of the heavenly choir. Can we turn a blind eye to
the action of the Holy Spirit in raising expert Christian musicians
who play magical music with various musical instruments?  What
does all this imply?  God still delights in listening to His children
magnifying and exalting His name, using various instruments,
thanking and praising Him in spirit and in truth, with all their strength
and expertise, clothed in their holy vestment.  His only condition,
and a very strict one, is that it should come from the heart of His holy
children who obey His commandments.  Never forget that that God
hates the music, worship, and sacrifice offered by a disobedient heart.
He reminds us of  this truth through the mouth of prophet Amos:

 "Take away the noise of  your songs; to the melody of  your
harps I will not listen.  But let justice roll down like waters,
and righteousness like an ever-flowing stream"   [Amos 5: 23-24].

May our choirs be able to sing meaningfully with the purity of
heart, sweetness of  voice, and clarity of words to please God and
uplift the congregation.

It is recorded that when Jim Elliot and his 4 friends,
missionaries to the 'Auca' tribals in Equador were murdered by the
tribals, the murderers saw and heard a large group singing.  In their
words, it was like "a hundred flash lights".  Later, when they were
converted to Christianity, they could recognize that vision as angels.
Many saints of God who wrote songs with heavenly vision, have also
alluded to the music in heaven.  See these lines of  WilliamCouper
who wrote the well-cherished hymn: "There is a fountain".

"When this poor lisping, stammering tongue
 Lies silent in the grave,
 Then in a nobler, sweeter song,
 I'll sing thy power to save"

Elton M. Roth writes in his song "In My Heart There Rings a Melody":

" 'Twill be my endless theme in glory,
  With the angels I will sing;
 'Twill be a song with glorious harmony,
  When the courts of heaven ring."

We all know the famous hymn: "My Jesus, I love Thee" written by
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William R. Featherston, the last stanza of which is as follows:

  "In mansions of  glory and endless delight,
    I'll ever adore Thee in heaven so bright;
    I'll sing with the glittering crown on my brow:
    If  ever I loved Thee, my Jesus, 'tis now."

The chorus of the well- loved song "When We all Get to Heaven"
by Eliza E. Hewitt ends with the line:

"When we all see Jesus, we'll sing and shout the victory."

Somewhere I saw this quotation, worth considering:

"Music is the only art of  heaven given to earth; the only art of
earth we take to heaven."

The Bible tells us that there is music in heaven.  Rev. 5: 9 says:
