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From the Presbyter’s desk

THE LABOURERS SOOTHED BY THE LORD

Dearly beloved in Christ,

We are entering into the month of May. The
world observes the first of May as the International Labourers Day or
the Word Labourers day.

In a worldly sense the labourer is the person who does work to
earn something for his own livelihood. Butwhat is the Christian Labour.
As Christians we have a responsibility to earn the lost souls for Christ.

Jesus knows that all people of this world are striving hard to earn
their livelihood and that is why He calls us to his side by saying.

“Come to me all you who are wearing and burdened and | will
give you rest”.

Rest is inevitable in our lives. Jesus offers us rest. Rest is not an
escape from our duties. But it strengthens us to continue our work
more and more powerfully.

We can categorise the labour in this world spiritually into two:
1) The work for earning our livelihood.
2) The work entrusted with us by our Lord.

The first category is the routine work we do to earn something for our
livelihood. A self sufficient person is a labour in a way or another.
Work and rest are the two sides of the same coil and are interdependent.
A good work should be followed by adequate rest, which makes our
body ready to work further.

The second category is the work for the kingdom of Lord. As
there is rest in between the physical work we can take rest mentally
and physically in between the spiritual work also. But there is an
eternal rest at the end of this life. That is the moment when the heavenly
Lord rewards us according to our work. Our name will be mentioned
in Heaven.
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The Music Composer of Hymn No.156 (in our Hymal for English
Service) has depicted this rest beautifully in its second stanza.

“Let me labour for the master from
The down till setting sun
Let me talk of all his wondrous
Love and care:
Then when all of life is over, and my
Work on earth is done
And the roll is called up yonder
I'll be there.
The labour whether physical or spiritual has three factors in
general.
1) Attitude towards work:

If a work has to be fulfilled one has to put up his efforts both
physically and intellectually. For example, if a person intents to plant
a tree, first of all he has to decide the proper place to plant it. Then
he has to think about the physical conditions for the grant of the plant.
After that he goes to bring the sapling to the place he intent to plant it,
dig a hole using the spade and place the sapling in the pit. After
planting the tree he waters it and puts manure for the growth of the
plant. He continues the process of watering, daily and manuring at
stipulated intervals.

Likewise in Gods vine yard also, one has to plant the sapling of scripture
into the heart of those who hear the word. Also he has to water this
sapling and manure it so that the scripture gets deep rooted in the
heart of that person and grows day by day.

2) The rest:

Fatigue is caused as man works continuously. It can affect the
body both physically and mentally. The rest is inevitable to make our
mind and body ready to work further.

A person who works with an axe sharpens the axe at fixed intervals.
Why? If the axe is blunt, he cannot work with it effectively. As soon
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as he realizes that the area is blunt. Immediately he goes to sharpen
the area. We have to sharpen our body and mind, through rest to
work further. In order to prepare ourselves for our spiritual work.
We have to kneel before our master in order to strengthen us.

3) The Reward:

Each attempt has a reward. Our physical work or work in this world
earns us money which is necessary for our livelihood. The chief goal
of all types of work or labour is the remuneration, which is its outcome.
But the reward for our spiritual work or labour is the crown of life
gifted to us by our Lord at the end of our life.

The sweetness of that moment leads our spiritual life. The composer
of Hymn No.219 of the Hymnal (English) has written.

“Oh! When the savior shall make up

His Jewels

When the bright crowns of rejoicing are won
Then shall His weary and faithful disciples
All be remembered by what they have done.

This reward encourages us, and stimulates us to do the labour of
Our Lords vineyard.

Dearly beloved in Christ, let us put our maximum efforts, both in
our physical and spiritual works, so that we shall be rewarded
abundantly. Amen.

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The Rainbow Blessings of the Word of God
What does the Word of God Do in Qur Lives

Text: Psalm 19; 7-14
Rev. Dr. Vinod Victor

The mark of a genuine disciple of Christ is a
passionate attachment with the Word of God and
therefore it is worth to occasionally ask the question
what does the Word of God do in our lives. Since the
scope of that question would be too large it would only be sensible to
confine the search within a prescribed text in the Bible.

The Word of God is described by the Psalmist in the chosen text as
perfect, sure, right, clean, pure, true and something to be longed for
and desired.

The Psalmist also describes the Word thus, “More to be desired
are they than gold,even much fine gold;sweeter also than honey, and
drippings of the honeycomb”. The author then goes on to explain
seven of the myriad functions of the Word.

1. The Word of God Revives the Spirit:
The law of the Lorp is perfect,reviving the soul.

Equilibrium is a word we like. It is defined as the condition in
which all acting influences are cancelled by the others resulting in a
stable, balanced and unaltered system. It is also defined as a stable
state of the soul where the winds of change does not uproot its peace
and calmness. Keep calms and face the wind- it keeps saying. Quite
often it is possible that we lose the strength of the soul and become
weak in the Spirit. It is then that we are emotionally swayed hither
and thither. We become low and very vulnerable. Our anger takes
control and mood swings become a reality.

The Psalmist affirms that if we have a passionate relationship with
the Word of God and is able to return to it in times when we feel low
and down- lo and behold the Word of God unequivocally revives our
soul and the spirit.

Back to the Bible and Back to God, the Soul can be lifted up from
any situation of brokenness.
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2. The Word of God Makes Wise the Simple:
The decrees of the Lorp are sure,making wise the simple;

Shanon Alder says “Life is as simple as these three questions: What do
I want? Why do | want it? And, how will | achieve it?” It is in living a
simple life that the most beautiful treasures of the world comes your way.

Keep it Simple and see the mighty hand of God at work.

The story of the younger brother who saw his sister’s eye dazzle at
a doll and walked up to the shop keeper to buy it is worth
remembering. What do you have to pay for it? The shop keeper
quipped. The boy said three shells | collected from the beach and how
much would it cost. The shop keeper was impressed and said it costs
only one shell. Take it

Is life as simple?

Simplest solutions in life are the most profound ones and that is
why it is affirmed that the word of God makes wise the simple.

Yes the Word of God works on our ego, takes away our pride,
melts our lofty headedness and keeps us simple, down to earth and
wonderful human beings.

It is in simple acts that the glory of the Lord is best manifest. In
mysterious and miraculous ways the Word of God makes the simple wise.

Many of us have a self-perception that we are simple people but
in the perception of others we could be the most complex to deal with

Back to the Bible and Back to basic simple ways of living trust that
the Word of God makes wise the simple.
3. The Word of God brings rejoicing in the heart:

The precepts of the Lorp are right,rejoicing the heart.

John Calvin said “There is not one blade of grass, there is no color
in this world that is not intended to make us rejoice.”
The kind of soil in your area determines the type of crop you will
plant to harvest; The kind of potentials in you will decide the type of
success you will celebrate.”

The Word of God if sown in your heart, whatever be the turbulent
situation of the heart the only crop that would come is the crop in
which you cannot but rejoice.
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“Whichever season you're in, rejoice and celebrate your life as
you might not experience it twice.”

The wild rejoices in the jungle and not in cages and therefore
allow the Word of God to open the cage in which you confine yourself.
Fly free, breath free and help others rejoice.

When we see a world around seeking ways to rejoice and
desperately keep failing we need to understand the essence of being
able to rejoice in the Word of God.

Back to the Bible and see what genuine rejoicing of the heart is.
4. The Word of God Enlightens the Eye:the commandment
of the Lorp is clear,
enlightening the eyes;

The Osho once said,One thing: you have to walk, and create the
way by your walking; you will not find a ready-made path. It is not so
cheap, to reach to the ultimate realization of truth. You will have to
create the path by walking yourself; the path is not ready-made, lying
there and waiting for you. It is just like the sky: the birds fly, but they
don’t leave any footprints. You cannot follow them; there are no
footprints left behind.”

Enlightened eyes help you see the path without footsteps on which
to follow.

But then Jesus said, | am the way- Just Walk in Me

The Enlightened Eye does not seek footsteps in the dark but sees
the one who is able to carry us in his bosom through the waves. That is
the key difference from what the Osho said.

In Jane Eyre we read “The soul, fortunately, has an interpreter -
often an unconscious but still a faithful interpreter - in the eye.”

Back to the Bible and Back to the Enlightenment of the Eye

I love this prayer- O Lord let the words of my mouth be acceptable
to you. The triple test before we speak is this- Is it True, Is it Needed
and Is it Acceptable to God.

THINK-before we speak if what we speak is Truthful, Honest,
Important, Needed, Kind

To live a life acceptable to God is to allow the word of God influence
all spheres of our being spiritual, ethical, moral, social, cultural and
emotional and if in each of these spheres our living out of our lives is
pleasing in the sight of the Lord we can rest assured that such a life
would be a great asset to the people around us and in the making of
the kingdom of God.

“To give, and not to count the cost

to fight, and not to heed the wounds,

to toil, and not to seek for rest,

to labour, and not to ask for any reward,
save that of knowing that we do thy will” -

~ Ignatius of Loyola

When a person becomes a Christian, he/she attains a new
purpose in his/her life. This purpose drives a Christian’s life forward.
Colossians 3: 23 says, “Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart,
as working for the Lord, not for human masters.” A Christian’s life is
transformed as he seeks God’s pivotal will in every action of his life. A
Christian attempts to please God and not men; this is his/her newfound
purpose of life- To work for God.

The Christian work is exhibited through serving. For the
worshiper of God, the believer in Jesus, it is serving God. “And whatever
you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord
Jesus” (Colossians 3:17).

One of the great revolutions of the Protestant Reformation was
an affirmation of the dignity of all honest occupations and manual
labour as vocations. The word ‘vocation’ means a calling, an invocation.

There is a general misunderstanding among some Christians
that “work” is a repercussion of The Great Fall, but that is not true.
Adam and Eve were to “work” the Garden “and take care of it” (Genesis
2:15). Work is an expression of the creativity inherent in human nature
made in the “image of God.” After all, God is continually working, as
Jesus pointed out; “My Father is always at his work to this very day,
and I, too, am working” (John 5:17).

Worshipping the one and only true God in Jesus through the Holy
Spiritand in truth is hard work. It demands spending of energy. It requires
focus and concentration of our mind and body. Worship requires an inner
humbling, a surrendering of self-will, a repentance of sin, and trust. It
requires refining the mind and body in the presence of God.

There was an advertisement for a good job in a company. Many
people applied for it and came to the company’s office. There they

were told that for the first three months the selected candidate would
have to work as an assistant to the manager. He would have to fetch and
carry messages, receive visitors, provide refreshment and take orders
from the senior officer.

Only one young man said, “I accept this condition and I will work’. For
three months, he worked hard. He was not afraid to tackle any job. He
understood that this was the best way to learn a job. At the end of three
months, he was made the manager of the company. To work without
expecting any earthly returns is a true key to heavenly joy.

Worship has priority over work, yet true worship is hard work.
Work can be a form of worship, and the work of worship has priority
over all other work.

“Always give yourselves fully to the work of the Lord, because
you know that your labour in the Lord is not in vain” (1 Corinthians
15:58). Let us remember, “Night is coming, when no one can
work” (John 9:4).
