Archaeologists found the “Jerusalem wall” due to the dig, which was a
joint project of the Hebrew University, the Israel Antiquities Authority and
the Israel Nature and Parks Authority. The Discovery of a massive wall
estimated to be built around 10th century B.C in Jerusalem Ophel Park on
the slope between the Temple Mount and the village of Silevan. “The Director
of the archaeology, Dr. Eilat Mazar, dates the wall to the period of King
Solomon and the Major Period of Construction in Jerusalem in the ‘First
Temple Period’ as described in the Bible (1 King 3). This is an additional
proof of the accuracy of the Bible’s description about the City of Jerusalem.
Jesus empowers His disciples with the Holy Ghost to bear witness, initially
due to its importance in History. Bible says that the apostles concentrated
in Jerusalem to give witness after the ascension (Acts 1:9-11) of Christ and
the apostles were filled with Holy Spirit. (Acts. 1:12-22)

The Acts of Apostles is otherwise known as “The Acts of the Holy
Spirit”. The power of the Holy Spirit which Christ promised motivated and
moulded them to preach the Gospel in Jerusalem, Judea and Samaria and to
the ends of the world. The process is still continuing without fail. “Acts of the
Apostles” is the second book of Luke’s record of what Jesus began to do and
to preach in this world. This book was written by St. Luke.The date of the
writing can be placed at AD 61, after the arrival of St. Paul in Rome in AD 59.
The purpose of the book is to record the early events associated with the
ministry of the apostles carried out by the empowerment of the Holy Spirit
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(5:1-11, 9:1-15, 15:1-29). As the task of evangelism was carried out, this book
records that God used certain outstanding personalities like Peter (1-5),
Stephen (6-7), Philip (8-12), Paul (13-28). The Acts of Apostles closes with
Paul in his own hired house receiving all that came in unto him, preaching the
kingdom of God and teaching those things which concern the Lord Jesus
Christ. The context of the Book can be classified as follows:

i) Jerusalem The Centre (Acts. 1-12) - Begins the work of St. Peter and
ends with the conversion of Paul and the extension of the Church.

ii) Antioch the centre: (Acts 13-14) - In a vision Christ directed St. Paul to
Gentiles (The commission of Paul and Barnabas) first Missionary Journey
with the reporting - how God had opened the doors for the propogation of the
Gospel to the gentiles.

iii) The Council of Jerusalem (Acts 1-35) Peter’'s address in favour of freedom
for the new converts: Paul and Bernabas reported the success of their work
among the Gentiles (15:6-12); and the address of James, the President of the
council (15:13-) Silas and Judas were commissioned in the church at Antioch
to state the decree of the council and ends with the continuation of the work of
Silas at Antioch. Paul and Barnabas were also with them in teaching and
preaching.

iv) Second Missionary Journey (Acts. 15:36 - 18:22) begins with re-visit to
the churches from Antioch to Philippi (16), conversion and baptism of Lydia,
Paul and Silas in prison, prayer meeting in Jail and Jailer's conversion;
preaching of the Gospel in Europe for the first time are certian highlights in
the return journey from Philippi to Antioch, success of the Paul’'s preaching,
ministry in the city of Athens( 17:16-31), Sermon of Mar’s Hill about the
“Unknown God”, ministry at Corinth (18:1-18) at Ephesus, at Jerusalem and
return to Antioch are important events (18:22).

v) Third Missionary Journey : From Antioch to Jerusalem through Ephesus
(18-19) Traos and reaching at Jerusalem (20:13-21:16).

vi) Arrest of Paul at Jerusalem and sending to Rome (21:17-23:24), Paul's
defence with his description of life experience, his conversion, authority of
Roman Citizenship life at Caesarea for two years (23:25-36), Paul's address
to Festus and Agrippa and his appeal to Caesar, the passage to Rome (27-
28), shipwreck at Malta and reaching at Rome with his epistles to Ephesians,
Philippians, Colossians and Philemon (27-28) are some important incidents
in this section which express the Holy power through apostles.
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We are called to go to the uttermost part of the world or universe to witness
the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. The root word for world or whole earth is
“Oikumence” (in Greek” which means the whole inhabited world. It covers
every nook and corner of the world. The early church in the first century had
the call to go and preach the Gospel by the apostles. For centuries thereafter
it had ecclesiastical perspectives related to inclusive relationships among the
believers’ communitiy to preach the Gospel. Today, it has ecumenical vision
among the Churches for its mission, in the terms of Gospel Propagation.

This is possible only through the renewal aspects of the mission and the
renewal of our life styles, both of which must go together (James 1:19-21) The
words and deeds of our life must witness the actions of the Redeemer whose
proclamation we continue in this world. Preaching and teaching the Gospel
as traditionally understood, is to send somebody in mission to a distant/
unknown place. But we, the churches are the agents of the God to be seen as
the human face of God in our local community. Without meeting the local
necessities for the extension of Kingdom of God there is no use in preaching
and teaching (no mission) in the distant - unknown places. This should have
an equilibrium as Jesus says “But ye shall receive power, after the Holy Ghost
is come upon you and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem and
in all Judea and in Samaria and unto the uttermost part of the the earth.”

All Saints’ Day : Every year Ist November is set apart to commemorate the
saints of the Church. As per the tradition of the Church, it has been started
during the period of Pope Gregory 1V, in 9th Century. To this day we, the
Christian community remember the saints (Holy persons) who devoted their
lives for divine purpose and the church is celebrating the Holiness of God
through the lives of Holy Persons in history.

All Souls Day: November 2 is set apart for the commemoration of the faithful
departed from the communitiy of believers. We remember them because they
are not dead but they are still living with us in our hearts and memories. St. John
11:21-27 speaks about the message of All Souls Day. Jesus said to Martha: “I
am the resurrection and the life”. This is the inspiration for us to remember the
members of the ‘Church’ who have entered their “Eternal Bliss”.

The World Sunday School Day : The founder of this ministry was Robert
Raikes. In 1780, when the Sunday School aimed the children in Gloucestor
who had been working in factories for teaching them the word of God with
moral instructions to improve their life style and pattern. Now it is an aim of the
Church to teach the children of our generation ‘the word of God’ along with the
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traditions and moral principles. This year the world Sunday School Day
Celebration is being organised on November 4th Sunday at AGM CSI Manacaud
Church, in the District Sunday School level under the Board for Christian
Education of our Diocese. Kindly pray for the ministry among children and
participate in the celebrations whole heartedly.

Unity Sunday : November 2nd Sunday is separated to celebrate the unity of
the Communion of Churches in India. (CSI - CNI - MTC) The joint council was
formed and inaugurated at Nagpur in 1978 as a united forum for common action.
The Communion of Churches in India was formed in 2001 and the first assembly
was held in 2004. “CCl aims for a visible manifestation of unity, witness and
service and focuses on peace, justice and integrity of creation and affirms
God'’s love through “diakonia”. Let us pray for the commissions namely-
Mission, Theological matter and Peace and Justice which were constituted to
explore the ways and means for further unity.

Evangelisation is the fundamental and perfect nature of Christian life in and
through Church as a praxis community of God. The call of our Lord and Saviour
remains for the same. Can you remember His call?

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MEDICINAL USES OF
CULINARY INGREDIENTS

Dr. Thilaga Samson

Black Pepper: Black pepper (Piper nigrum) is a is a vine in the family
Piperaceae. Black pepper is native to South India.Dried ground pepper
has been used since antiquity for both its flavour and as a medicine.
Black pepper is the world’s most traded spice. It is one of the most common
spices added to European cuisine. The spiciness of black pepper is due
to the chemical piperine.

White pepper: White pepper consists of the seed of the pepper plant
alone, with the darker coloured skin of the pepper fruit removed.

Ground white pepper is used in Chinese cooking or in dishes like salad,
light coloured sauces or mashed potatoes where black pepper would
visibly stand out. White pepper has a slightly different flavour due to the
lack of certain compounds present in the outer layer.

Green Pepper: Green pepper is made from the unripe fruits. Dried green
pepper corns are treated in a way that retains the green colour. Their
flavour has been described as fresh with a bright aroma.

Orange pepper: Orange or red pepper consists of ripe red pepper drupes
preserved in brine or vinegar.

Medicinal uses: Piperine present in black pepper enhances the
thermogenesis of lipid and accelerates energy metabolism in the body.
Piperine increases the absorption of selenium, Vitamin B complex and
beta carotene.

Black pepper is used to cure cough and cold. Our grandmas used to
make jagerry coffee with pepper (milakku), dried ginger (chukka) , and
long pepper (thippali) for common cold. Half boiled egg with pepper and
salt relieves cough.
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The Tongue

The tongue in someway is
responsible for all the iniquities in
the world.

The law of sowing and reaping is
mightly at work when it comes to
how we use our tongues. The Bible
says: “A man will be satisfied with
good by the fruit of his mouth”
(Proverbs 12:14). Rather than use
our tongues for ignorable
purposes, let us purpose in our
hearts to sow words of life -
encouragement and edification.
Ephesians 4:29 is a divine guide for
keeping our hearts clean and
refreshing. “Let no corrupt communi-
cation proceed out of your mouth,
but that which is good to the use of
edifying, that it may minister grace
unto the hearers.

SMITHWIGGLESWORTH

Birth: Smith Wigglesworth was born to Mr. |
John Wigglesworth and Mrs. Martha on =
June 8, 1859 in the village Mensten
near the city of Yorkshire, England.

It was a very poor family, John worked
in a wool spinning mill to support the
family of six including the parents.
Smith started working in agricultural
fields at the early age of six. He would
always work from the dawn to the
dusk in plucking the turnips from the
soil. Without any murmur and
grumble, he would work tirelessly.
This particular character of patience
with hard work was used by the Lord
in the later years towards His ministry.

Next year at the age of seven,
Wigglesworth joined his father’s wool
spinning mill. Child labour laws were
not implemented in those days. From
early morning, till late evening, he had
to work hard. Wigglesworth would ask
his dad how long he should work in a
day. The dad would reply that night
would come very soon.

Salvation

Though the parents were Christians
regularly attending the church, they
had not experienced the joy of
salvation. But child Wigglesworth was
always longing to experience real
salvation. The parents had not taught
their children how to pray. But Smith
Wigglesworth knew to pray to Jesus
Christin a child-like tone. Through his
child-like attitude and prayers, he was
very close to the Lord. At the age of

eight, he started
experiencing
the reality of
salvation.

Wigglesworth’s “saill
thirst of the Lord T
came through his grand mother. She
was a member of Weslyan Church. She
would always take Wigglesworth with
her wherever she was attending the
church services. During one such
evening service, he listened to the
message keenly with all his interest. To
tide away the cold, a flame fuelled by
wood was placed at the centre of the
worshipping place. The members of the
Weslyan church would sing and dance
around the fire clapping their hands.
Their song was about the Lamb and
the blood shed in the cross. Child
Wigglesworth also sang along with
them. There was a sudden twist of
events in his life. He declared that
Jesus had died for him and that he
had given his mind and heart to Him.
He asserted that he was born again.
He confirmed that the Holy Ghost
would be good to him.

In all his meetings and messages,
Wigglesworth would never fail to
mention his experience of salvation
as a small boy.

The nail-pierced hands of Jesus reveal the love-filled heart of God

)



8 year old soul winner:

No sooner did Wigglesworth
experience the power of
salvation, than he became a soul
winner. His first harvest was his
own mother. When his father had
realised that the entire family had
been through salvation, he took his
family to the Episcopal church. When
Wiggles- worth was eleven, the
Salvation Army came to the city of
Bradford in 1875. With the firm faith
of winning back the lost souls, he
rejoicingly joined Salvation Army.

In 1882, his marriage with Bali
Fetherstone was solemnized. His
ministry started with leaps and
bounds. But soon he had to face an
irreparable loss in his life.

Wigglesworth was waiting in the
railway station to go to Scotland for
ministry. A message reached him
saying that due to heart attack, his
wife had become unconscious. Before
he could reach home, his wife had
expired. Wigglesworth could not put
up with the death of his beloved wife.

The same year when his wife died
(1913), he invited his daughter Mrs.
Alice and son-in-law Mr. James
Saltter to join his ministry and both
became the co-workers of the
ministry. They traversed through out
England and ministered to the
people. English newspapers
usually did not give importance
to the ministry news. But once
Daily Mirror published about the
ministry in the first page. The news
of the ministry of Smith
Wigglesworth was published with
four photographs. Since the
newspaper is an eminent one in
England, the publication of the
ministry news in the newspaper

kindled the interest of the people.
As a result, people thronged in large
numbers to the ministry meetings.

In the next year, 1914, the Lord
opened the door to Smith
Wigglesworth for global ministry.
Abroad invitation came from
America. It was his first ever visit to
a foreign land. He would humorously
say that the Lord was sending him
to other nations to enable him learn
geography. It was the first journey
for him to undertake the ministry
without his wife. But the Lord was
with him. He preached in Mexico.
For this former plumber, the Lord had
opened the doors of many nations.

New Zealand was powerfully
shaken. Holy Spirit engulfed Sri
Lanka. Sweden got re-vival. In
Switzerland, the presence of Holy
Spirit  could be realised
everywhere. Norway experienced
revival. California came under the
spell of the Holy Spirit. The Lord
used this ordained man to impart
His words to others. Many people
experienced salvation.

Sick people were healed. Believers
started new congregations. In 1947,
Wigglesworth breathed his last.
Even after eighty years, the missionary
zeal of Smith Wigglesworth still
prevails in these places.
