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SUNDAY SCHOOL MOVEMENT
Unparalleled arm of the Church

 Dr. Christenson E. Sarasam

Historical Background
Robert Raikes, an English Publisher (1735- 1811) and Thomas Stock established

the first  Sunday School for the poor and orphaned in the city of Gloucester (England)  in
1780. ... Their efforts led clergy and lay people to establish similar schools throughout
England, thus setting in motion the Sunday School Movement to emerge as a global
Christian ministry.

By 1831, Sunday Schools in Great Britain were teaching weekly 1,250,000
children, approximately 25 percent of the population. As these schools preceded the
first state funding of schools for the general public, they are seen as the forerunners of
the current English school system, world wide.

Robert Raikes  inherited a publishing business from his father, becoming
proprietor of the Gloucester Journal in 1757. He then moved the business into Robert
Raike’s House  in 1758. The Sunday School movement started with a school for boys in
the slums. Raikes had been involved with those incarcerated at the county Poor Law
(part of the jail at that time) and saw that vice would be better prevented than cured. He
saw schooling as the best intervention. The best available time was Sunday as the boys
were often working in the factories the other six days. The best available teachers were
lay people. The textbook was the Bible, and the originally intended curriculum started
with learning to read and then progressed to the catechism.

Raikes used the paper Gloucester Journal  to publicize the schools and bore
most of the cost in the early years. The movement began in July 1780 in the home of a
Mrs. Meredith. Only boys attended, and she heard the lessons of the older boys who
coached the younger. Later, girls also attended. Within two years, several schools opened
in and around Gloucester.
Progressive impact of  Sunday School in England

The Sunday School  catered to children and other young people who would be
working on weekdays. Sunday Schools were first set up in the 1780s in England to provide
education to working children.[1]William King (see memorial in Dursley Tabernacle
Church) first started a Sunday School in Dursley, Gloucestershire, and suggested to his
friend Robert Raikes that he start a similar school in Gloucester, which resulted in Raikes
generally being quoted as starting the schools. Raikes, in his capacity as the  editor of the
Gloucester Journal,  wrote an article in his journal, and as a result many clergymen
supported the schools, which aimed to teach the youngsters reading, writing, cyphering
(doing arithmetic) and a knowledge of the Bible.[2]

By 1785,  more than 250,000 English children were attending Sunday School.[3]
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There were 5,000 in Manchester alone. By 1895, the 'Society for the Establishment and
Promotion of Sunday Schools' had distributed 91,915 spelling books, 24,232 Testaments
and 5,360 Bibles.[1] The Sunday School movement was cross-denominational, and
through subscription,  built large buildings that could host public lectures as well as
classrooms. In the early days, adults would attend the same classes as the infants, as
each was instructed in basic reading.  Sunday School became the generic name for many
different types of religious  education pursued and conducted on Sundays  by various
denominations.
Monuments to commemorate the founder

The novel contribution of Robert Raikes towards the upliftment of children
through the establishment of Sunday School attracted world attention.  In fact, he laid
the foundation for the Scriptural and moral edification of children in his generation and
for those to follow in the succeeding generations.

In London, Robert Raikes Statue had been erected at Victoria Embankment
Gardens SW1-London. Similarly, in Canada, Statue of Robert Raikes is seen erected next
to Queen’s Park, Toronto, ON, Canada. Another gesture in 1880  is the distribution of
“Centenary Sunday School Medal” to children attending Sunday School.

World Sunday School Day – Every year, The first Sunday of the Month of
November is celebrated throughout the world as World Sunday School Day.
Global outreach of Sunday School

From the humble beginnings of a school started on a Sunday for the benefit of
boys in the slums, Churches all over the world, cutting across  denominational barriers,
initiated Sunday Schools for children in  their congregations and thus over the years,  this
continuing work among children  has  earned top priority in the ministry of the Christian
Church all over the world.
The India Sunday School Union

The India Sunday School Union (ISSU) has its roots in the Sunday School
Movement of the 18th century (1780’s) that took education to child laborers on Sundays
during the Industrial Revolution in England. It took 90 years before elementary education
for all, between ages 5 to 13, was possible in England and Wales by the Education Act of
1870.

(A provision was made for such an Act in independent India only by 1960.
Since then there have been two intervention programs: the District Primary Education
Program (DPEP), 1993-94, and Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA), 2000-2001. But the battle to
make elementary education available to all continues even now with the Right to
Education Act, 2009.) The focus of the Sunday schools was on reading, writing, arithmetic,
and religious education that gave values for character development. These values laid a
foundation for the great social, economic, and political institutions that contribute to
the flourishing of life. ISSU, though it now primarily concentrates on Christian education,
it continues to focus on the poor seeking their growth and development, through various
programmes, especially through the Educational Resource Centre in Coonoor.

ISSU was formed in January 1876 at a conference of eight missionary bodies at
Allahabad under the leadership of Rev. Dr. T.J. Scott, a Methodist educator. From its
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inception in 1876 to 1947,  ISSU actively promoted Christian education and nurture
through its curriculums and training programmes in India and from China to Egypt. Since
1947 the wok has been confined to India and a few neighbouring countries like Sri Lanka,
Myanmar, and Malaysia.
Sunday School in CSI South Kerala Diocese

Sunday School under the Church of South India South Kerala Diocese, has
emerged as a medium to make children of various stages (from Kindergarten to adult
grade), know  Jesus Christ as their personal Lord and Saviour through the study of the
Holy Bible. With  a holistic approach, children are exposed to the spiritual dimension of
life fully observing the truths, tenets and teachings in the Word of God  in the power of
the Holy Spirit. In order to train children in worship that is God-glorifying, relevant and
Christ-centered, children are brought to a saving faith in Jesus Christ through the study
of the Scriptures, prayer and practical mentoring.

Each Sunday School class is designed to meet the requirements of students to
achieve this goal of nurturing them in Christian values and maturing them in life and
witness.

The curriculum and syllabus are based on the Holy Bible and hand books/ work
books with key to the scriptures help them delve deeper into the Word of God.
MM Church Sunday School

This Sunday school was started (before MM Church was dedicated) in the year
1838 by Rev. John Cox at Kannanmoola and later on it was shifted to MM Church. At
present, MM Church Sunday school has English & Malayalam classes with  two sessions:
morning and evening.

                 3:00 pm Sunday at Church and its Premises

Classes on every aspect of life in Christ are arranged with a well planned syllabus
set by the Diocese and taught by dedicated teachers possessing  time tested credentials.
The motto is: "Train up a child in the way he should grow and when he is old he will not
depart from it ".

Generations of children have been benefitted by this powerful arm of Church
ministry and have excelled in their life and profession, as true followers of the Lord Jesus
Christ,  through their exemplary services and glittering testimonies.  Several hundreds of
these choicest children who graduated from our Sunday School are held in high esteem
by society and are decorating their domains of life as the light of the world and salt of
the earth.

Sunday School Ministry, as a tool to garner faith in the lives of children has
survived the test of time down the centuries and has proved immensely effective in
shaping them to be the future leaders of the Church : holding deep Biblical knowledge,
sound testimony, spiritual leadership, service-motivation  and intensely involved in
mission and evangelism.

CAROL ROUNDS 2018
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On Sunday, 27 August 2018, God granted me the opportunity to participate
in worship, and tour the church and house built by John Wesley, at City Road, London.
John Wesley (1703-1791), who belonged to the Anglican Church, started the Methodist
movement that, after his death, became the Methodist Church. Wesley’s Chapel, called
the “Mother Church of Methodism”, was built by John Wesley in 1778. Adjacent to it,
in the same compound, is his house which is preserved with the original Georgian era
furniture and belongings. The location is just outside the limits of the original ‘City of
London’, on the road called City Road that leads to the City of London and St Paul’s
Cathedral.
To explain the term ‘Wesley’s Chapel’: since the Anglican Church was the official religion
in England, other Protestants were by law called ‘non-Conformists’, and their churches
(even if they were big and splendidly built) were called ‘chapels’. Similarly, our former
church building near the University Library was called the Cantonment Chapel. (It does
not mean that such churches were small side-chapels).

1. When you enter the church compound, you are greeted by a bronze statue
of John Wesley on a stone pedestal. Wesley is portrayed as preaching, holding
a Bible in his left hand. His famous words, “The world is my parish” are
inscribed on the top of the pedestal.

2. As you step inside, in the vestibule you see a welcome message kept on a
marble stand: “Spirit of the Living God, present with us now, enter you, body,
mind and spirit, and heal you of all that harms you. In Jesus’ name. Amen.”

3. The interior of the church features various articles donated by Methodists
over many years, but the original church building is that built by John Wesley.
There is an intricate moulded ceiling supported by marble pillars that in 1891
replaced the original wooden ceiling and wooden pillars which were destroyed
by fire in 1879. The original pillars were made from ships’ masts, covered
with plaster. There is an upper gallery with seating, at the sides and back of
the church.

4. The mouldings around the gallery feature a circular dove motif with a snake,
recalling Matthew 10:16 and also the Old Testament stories of Noah and the
dove, and the snake on a pole to which the Israelites looked for healing in
the wilderness.

5. The beautiful stained glass windows date from the Victorian era, about a 100
years after Wesley’s death, and were donated by various benefactors. There
are some marble monuments (memorial tablets with carvings) on the side
walls.

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6. The pulpit is centrally placed in the sanctuary and dominates the church. It
was a “triple decker” pulpit, originally 15 feet high, the high  upper deck
reached by wooden stairs was built to compensate Wesley’s stature (he was
only about 5 feet tall), the middle deck for the person leading the singing
(precentor), with the lower deck used by the person reading the Scripture
lesson. In later alterations, the lower deck was removed and the pulpit is
now 10 feet high.

7. The wooden Communion table is unique because it encloses the removable
original table (with short legs) belonging to the ship in which Wesley travelled
to America to preach the gospel. If you lift the table top, you will be holding
the original ship’s table.

8. On the wall behind is a threefold mahogany plaque (reredos) with the words
“Holy, Holy, Holy”, and they contain the words of the Apostle’s Creed in the
middle and Jesus’ summary of the commandments on either side.

9. The marble baptismal font was donated in 1891 to commemorate Wesley’s
death centenary. Around the rim of it’s bowl the words of Jesus, “Suffer the
little children to come to me” (KJV) are inscribed. The bowl portion is said to
date back to mediaeval times, and originally belonged to a monastery, and
the plinth was built by the donor. There is another baptismal stone kept within
the font, with a design of broken fetters. It was taken from the pavement of a
plantation owner and slave owner in Antigua named Nathaniel Gilbert, who
on hearing Wesley’s messages set his slaves free. The block of stone is said to
have been the paving stone on which Gilbert stood and declared that his
slaves were set free, with the centre scooped out for baptism.

10. The pipe organ at Wesley’s church was installed in 1882, with the keyboard
at the front end of the pews, facing the pulpit, and the pipes at the back of
the gallery, over the entrance. In Wesley’s time there was no organ inside,
and the precentor standing in the middle of the pulpit with a tuning fork
would set the tune.

11. The pews now seen are those replaced in 1891 when the Chapel was
refurbished after the fire. Each pew end has a decorative motif, each one of
which is different. At the bottom of the frame of each pew is an extendable
seat in a slot, which can be pulled out and used when the church is full, and
pushed back in when additional seating is not required.

The crypt of the chapel has been made into a Museum of Methodism, displaying various
objects from Methodist history. (A crypt is an underground room. Most old churches in
England have a crypt). There is also a small shop in the crypt, where you can buy books
and gifts relating to Wesley and Methodism.

The Sunday service I attended was led by Rev Jennifer Smith, and it was
uplifting to hear the sermon and to join in the full hearted singing of the congregation,
accompanied by the pipe organ. The congregation is a mixture of white and black
people, with some visitors from many parts of the world. Historically many Blacks have
been drawn to Methodism because of its’ opposition to slavery. After the service, there
was a fellowship lunch, following which I joined the guided tour led by a brother of
Fijian origin. - Photos in the next page  (To be continued)
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"Blessings! Abundance! Prosperity! God is opening the windows of
heaven and showering it upon you." We are so happy to hear all this. This is
nothing short of the devil's gospel being marketed by professional salesmen
and women today. Well, don't forget that Jesus himself was offered all this if he
just would bow down and worship the devil (Matthew 4:8,9; Luke 4:5--7). Satan
too can bless!

Before you argue with me, kindly turn to the Bible to find out if there is
any truth in what is being prophesied to the masses. Jesus himself warned that
in the last days false prophets would come. He warned us not to be deceived
(Matthew 24:4, 24; Luke 21:8).

First of all, you will know false prophets by their fruit. This is what Jesus
said (Matthew 7:15--20). Fruit is the inward character shown through their
outward behaviour. Some of them behave like kings. They have their own private
kingdoms. But they have an appearance of humility. That is sheep's clothing.
Inwardly they are ferocious wolves. They do great miracles and wonders. But
Jesus will reject them at the end saying, "I never knew you. Away from me, you
evil doers (see Matthew 7:21--23)!"

Secondly, discern false prophets by their love for money. Never forget
that Jesus had nowhere to lay his head (Luke 9:58). He taught that you cannot
serve both God and Money (Matthew 6:24). You will hate one and love the other.
Paul also wrote about people who think godliness is a means to financial gain.
He added: "But godliness with contentment is great gain" (1 Timothy 6:5, 6).
Clearly, love of money, which is a root of all kinds of evil (1 Timothy 6:10) is
characteristic of false prophets.

Thirdly, false prophets talk much about dreams. Of course God still
speaks to his people in dreams and visions. But most of the dreams in the Bible
were given to warn or encourage his children. Peter warned that these false
prophets in their greed exploit people with stories they have made up (2 Peter

2:3). Through Prophet Jeremiah God issued a stern warning against false prophets
who steal from on another words supposedly from God. They prophesy false
dreams. They lead people astray with reckless lies (see Jeremiah 23:25--32).

When they preach, they quote Scriptures like Deuteronomy 28:13 (The
LORD will make you the head, not the tail), Exodus 23:25 (his blessing will be on
your food and water), and Exodus 15:26 (for I am the LORD, who heals you),
partially. They never mention that all these blessings are based on "IF," the "IF"
of obeying God (see Deuteronomy 28:1 Exodus 23:22, and Exodus 15:26
beginning).

Again, look at the preaching of false prophets. It is one hundred percent
about earthly blessings. They encourage you to focus on this world and
achievements. But Paul said, "we preach Christ crucified (1 Corinthians 1:23)."
That is the magnetic pull of the cross (see also John 12:32, 33). True preaching
focuses on Jesus and his shed blood on the cross. But where is the call to
repentance in the preaching of these false prophets? Do they confront people
with their sins? Instead they dress the wound of God's people as though it were
not serious (Jeremiah 8:11) and they say "Peace, Peace," when there is no peace.
Even when these false prophets make worldly success an indicator of God's
blessings, James warns that friendship with the world is hatred towards God
(James 4:5).

Now take a moment and look at how these manipulators of the gospel
deal with the common man. They talk soothing words to the people who are in
distress, debt, despair, discontentment, discouragement and disillusionment.
Yes, it is true that such sweet words motivate, inspire and hold broken people
up for a few moments. It gives them a heavenly feel. But does it draw them any
nearer to God?  Didn't you know that the most revolutionary thought the world
has even known is when Jesus taught us to call God, "Abba, Father!" Do you
know what "Abba" means? It means "My dearest Daddy!" It is a term of great
love and affection a little child would use to address his or her father within the
family.

When God has given this freedom through the blood of Jesus to
approach his throne of grace (see Hebrews 10:19--22; 4:14--16) anytime,
anywhere, on any occasion 24 x 7, why do you seek the power-seeking, money-
seeking false prophets? If your heart is broken, God already has promised to be
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close to you (see Psalm 34:18; 51:17). He has promised never to leave you nor
forsake you (Hebrews 13:5). He will comfort you like a mother comforting her
child (Isaiah 6613) May God show you the truth and set you free.

Next we need to see how the false prophets present the Holy Spirit.
The Holy Spirit is God himself. His role is to lift up the name of Jesus (John 16:14)
and point people to the cross. The Holy Spirit never turns the spotlight on to
himself. But many false prophets try to give the impression that the Holy Spirit
is under their control. Many talk of the Holy Spirit as just a power. The Bible
shows us that the Holy Spirit is the Spirit of holiness (Romans 1:4), the Spirit of
God (Romans 8:9) and Jesus (Acts 16:6, 7), and the Spirit of Truth (John 16:13).

He is not just a power that any false prophet can manipulate. Can any
man control the wind (John 3:8)? How much less can false prophets control the
Holy Spirit who is God himself! Be warned against all the ungodly phenomenon
you see in meetings like slaying in the spirit, holy laughing, barking like dogs,
and twisting around on the ground like snakes. These emotional experiences
are from the devil and not from the Holy Spirit. He is holy!

Finally, false prophets preach a gospel of inclusiveness. This is more
dangerous than everything else. They preach the love of God to all. True. But is
it? Jesus said that he came to call sinners to repentance (Luke 5:32). But unless
these preachers preach against sin, how will anyone know that they need a
Saviour? So when they preach "God loves you," and "God bless you," they are
not actually confronting people with the holiness of God; and the wrath and
judgement of God. That means, when you believe the words of the false prophets
and seek after prosperity without seeking God (Amos 5:4); you end with a first
class ticket to hell.

This is what Jesus warned. He said, "Enter through the narrow gate.
For wide is the gate and broad the road that leads to destruction and many
enter through it. But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and
only a few find it (Matthew 7:13, 14)." What false prophets are doing is showing
you the broad road. But if you wish to walk with Jesus, you have to deny yourself,
carry your cross daily and follow him (Luke 9:23, 24). Yes, count the cost, follow
Jesus, and look to him alone (Hebrews 12:2)!
