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Many people today question the validity of the Bible and
Christian faith.  They cast doubt on the impact of the Scriptures on
aspects concerning practical life. The Holy Bible is the revelation of
the Omnipresent (Psalm 139:7-13), Omnipotent (Luke 1:35-37,
Omniscient (1 Cor. 2:10,11)  God in Trinity.

There are those who relish their doubts both secretly and
openly.  When their conscience is troubled by anything, doubt is the
best way of silencing it.  So, they engross themselves in intimidated
conversation or browsing literature that support their doubts. They love
to discuss with anyone and everyone,  but that process does not stifle
or settle their doubts. Another class of doubters  suffer from their
uncertainty. They seek peace and assurance, but fail to find them.
When eternal matters are in question, the only option is to depend on
God’s assurances in the word of God. Whoever deserts the God of
the Bible will not find any valid answers to the current problems  faced
in  personal life and society.

Faith is far from being impersonal or dogmatic. “Faith” is one
of the gifts of the Holy Spirit (1 Cor. 12:9).  Faith is confidence in God,
along with the conviction that all that  He has said in His Word is true.
It is the recognition that God our Creator has revealed Himself in His
Son Jesus Christ, to save mankind.  The truth is that God  is concerned
about me personally.  It is confiding in Jesus who loved  me to the
point of dying for me, a sinner, on the cross of Calvary. Faith is not
produced by logical argument that appeals to our reason.  It expresses
the confidence in God whom we can confide, speak and listen to, just
as a child interacts with  His father or mother.  It takes the Bible message
seriously, recognizing that God is listening and speaking thereby.
Neither has true faith anything to do with superstition or fanaticism,
but rather moves with trust and obedience towards God. Having learnt

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that God is the author and finisher of faith, Christian does not believe
blindly;  rather he submits and acts accordingly.

Christians are people with a new life.  We are called upon to
make the right decisions time and  again.   Frequently, the Bible gives
us no direct answer as to the persisting pestering problems that we
hold in hand.  “O Lord, Your Word is a lamp to my feet, and a light to
my path” (Psa. 119:105).  It does, however, give the criteria by which
we can process our thoughts reposing our faith in our Saviour.  God
does not show us the entire pathway of our lives beforehand.  But
through His Word, He indicates the next step.  Let us then obediently
tread step by step  the stretch of the pathway that He has revealed
before us.    Surely, He will not fail to make the following steps clear in
due time.

When some Christians are asked the direct question, “Are you
saved?”,  unfortunately they often answer saying that nobody can really
know; it will be revealed only when God judges mankind.  “ Salvation
is to be found through Him alone; in all the world there is no one else
whom God has given who can save us” (Acts 4:12). Many pardoned
sinners, on the other hand, who have truly been converted to God,
give their testimony of His grace and testify that they are  absolutely
assured of their salvation through Christ.  But, there are religious
persons, who seek their salvation in their own piety; they consider
such an assertion presumptuous  and a sign of spiritual pride.   We
must not be influenced by such frivolous tendencies. Let us  concede
to the instruction of the  Bible : “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and
you will be saved” (Romans 16:31).

There are Christians who have confessed the guilt of their lives
sincerely to God and yet feel alarmingly  uneasy with regard to the
assurance of  their salvation.  They fear that they might become
unfaithful to God in their deeds  and subsequently  lose their salvation
as a consequence.  The death of our Lord Jesus Christ is the
unshakable basis of our salvation and His resurrection proves beyond
doubt that our Redeemer-God is alive for us even today.  “He is not
here; he is risen” (Luke 24:6).  It  does not need any testing or purifying
process to ensure its validity.  Jesus Christ continues to intercede for
us before the Father. He can therefore grant us an eternally secure
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salvation unconditionally.

The unbelieving world has its own wisdom, views  and
unending questions.  How can a living connection be brought about
between Christ and ourselves ?  It’s not through mere admiration, nor
through intellectual conviction.  It can only arise by means of an effective
work of God in our conscience.  Two questions must be answered by
one and all.  Have you ever had an encounter with Christ?  Have you
acknowledged that you are a sinner ?   You can possibly express
admiration or apply your intelligence and your sensitivity to the Bible.
But that is insufficient.  His Word must affect your conscience.  What
matters is how God sees us.  When it is a question of our relationship
with God and of His plan for our life, we all miss the mark.  This really
applies to  everyone without any exception.  According to God’s
incorruptible verdict,  the degree of our guilt may vary, but
unexceptionally  all  are sinners.  “For the wages of sin is death, but
the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord” (Romans 6:23).
We must come to terms with the divine diagnosis in total surrender
and confession in order to put things right with God.

Today, God still speaks to us through His Word, the Bible.  He
has anointed His messengers, who make known His immeasurably
great love throughout the world.  They proclaim not only God’s  mercy
and grace, but  also point out His righteousness and the  guilt of
mankind.  We are constantly  warned  against our godlessness, sin
and eternal judgment.  What is our reaction and response?  Do we
just smile off, assert that we are not the least bothered,  or do we
consider the matter immediately with all seriousness?  “If you confess
with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has
raised Him from the dead, you will be saved” (Romans 10:9).  As
professing Christians we are called upon to reflect His glory and reveal
the essential characteristics of the Lord Jesus before others through
our conduct.  Therefore, the Bible exhorts us to live as Jesus lived on
earth.  If we live in fellowship with Him, rest in His love and through
the power of faith abide in Him, we shall be transformed into His image
and radiate His glorious presence wherever we are placed.


