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Love is the very best gift we have to give to God and to others. Our love
for one person may seem to be a small action, but love is the greatest gift of all
(I Cor. 13:13). At the Last Supper, Jesus said, “ A new commandment I give you,
that you love one another. By this, all will know that you are my disciples (John
13:34-35). The first indication of the fact that we are growing spiritually is that,
we are growing in love. Only if we grow in love, will we grow. Without growing in
love, we cannot grow in God, for His essential nature is love.

We remain immature if we don’t grow in love. J.B. Philips’s translation
of I Corinthians 8 :1 puts it this way: “Knowledge may make one grow to one’s
full stature.” Having love, we have all the fruit of the spirit. Without it we are
nothing. Many Christians who are good at preaching facts in relation to the faith,
but not so good at giving love.

What exactly does scripture mean when it uses the word “love”? In
English the word “love” has a variety of meanings. The Greek language is richer
in this respect. It has four words for love. One is eros, meaning love between the
sexes. Another is philia, meaning affectionate human love. Then there is the
word storge, meaning family love. The most powerful word for love, however, is
agape, which means unconditional love - the love that surges in the heart of
God. When Paul says, “the fruit of the spirit of love”, the word he uses for love is
agape. He means that the love we are expected to experience and demonstrate
when we are persuaded by the spirit is not just love in general, but love of a
specific kind - the love which we see exemplified in Jesus.

The nine ingredents of the fruit of the Spirit were all exemplified in ‘Jesus’
life on earth, and it is the present purpose of the Holy Spirit to engraft them into
us as we abide in Christ and maintain a close, day-by-day relationship with Him.

God’s Love is Boundless And Pure
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When we do this, the very first evidence will be that of  agape love. This is not a
give-and-take kind of love, a love descends from above, and is showered
agreeable and disagreeable. How can we ensure that the love which surges in
the heart of God surges also in us? We must not strain to love, but allow the love
of God to love within us.

The greatest love that we receive is the love of God. He loved us so
much that He gave His Son Jesus to live, die, and rise again to redeem us
(I John 4:9). We receive His love when we receive Jesus as our saviour and
Lord. “As many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become Children
of God, to those who believe in His name” (John1:12).

Have you ever had a moment in your life when you have been blinded
by the love of God? Stand at the foot of the Cross today, and ask God to give you
a blinding revelation of His love. When we stand at the foot of the cross of Calvary,
the place where the love of God is fully focussed the scales drop from our eyes
and our own love flames in response. We love Him because He first loved us.

Real love originated with our Father who gave us the gift of His son. As
we seek to show His love to others, we can follow the example of Christ who laid
down His life for us (I John 3:16-18). That means we must give our lives for other
believer in need. How can God’s love be in that person if he doesn’t bother to
help the other believer?

Dear children, we must show love through actions that are sincere, not
through empty words. “Dear friends, we must love each other, because love
comes from God. Everyone who loves is born from God and knows God” (I John
4:7). God’s love will only flow into us if we let it, and if we really want it. Just crave
for His love is enough; He will do the rest.

Let our lives reflect the God of love who lives in us so that we can bless
others with the transforming presence of His love and grace.

May the Almighty God’s love blossom into our hearts day after day !
