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From the Presbyter’s desk

Caring for and Respecting the Elders

In Exodus 20:12 it is written

"Honour your father and your mother so that your days may
be long in the land that the Lord your God is giving you".

The Holy Scripture here says about the attitude of Gods'
children, not only to their own parents but also to the
elders in general.

The Church ought to ask itself the question. "Why should we respect
our elders"?

On the basis of the Bible, we can get four answers to this question
and they are.

1) Because they possess wisdom.

2) Because they are fruitful even at that age.

3) Because they are the sources of faith, and

4) Because they can live blamelessly according to the
commandments and regulations of God.

1) They possess wisdom

In Genesis Chapter 24 we can see that Abraham entrusts his
seniormost servant with a duty to search for a maid to become wife of
his son Issac. In verses 12 to 14 we can see a beautiful prayer of this
elder servant which enabled him to obey the command of his master
Abraham. The servant had sufficient wisdom to select the alternative
of prayer to the almighty. The elders of the Christian Society find wise
solutions to all their problems through prayer. Proverbs 9:10 says "The
fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom".

In fact a man or woman begin a life of prayer with full concentration
at their old age and thereby they start the life of a wise man or woman.
2) They are fruitful

Psalm 92:14 says.

. "In old age they still produce fruit; they are always green and full
of sap".

These words are written about a righteousness man.  Only this
righteous man or woman can give leadership and guidance to the younger
generations, because he has within him the light from God.

When we observe the trees, we can see that there are tiny saplings
shooting up from the bottoms of even the oldest trees.

Likewise the elderly people who are righteous can direct the younger
generation of the Church to the path of righteousness before the Almighty.
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3) They are the sources of faith

In Il Timothy 1:4 & 5. St. Paul mentions about the sincere faith of
Timothy. Also he makes it clear that this faith lived first in his
grandmother and mother.

The Senior Citizens of the Church ought to kindle the light of faith
from generation to generation. Since the elders are the only persons
who are able to kindle the flame of faith, they should be honoured.

4) They can live blamelessly according to the commandments and
regulations of God.

At the time of old age, one attains the ability to resist all sorts of
worldly persuasion and bribes. The persuasions and bribes of the world
forms the root cause for diversion from the path of God. If one can free
himself/herself from the clutches of such persuasion, they can live a
creative Christian life. The younger generation can take the life of such
elders as a role model.

The younger generation and children of our church have to be
aware of these facts. Then their attitude towards the elders could become
creative and the 'generation gap' can be minimized to a large extend.

If the church respects, cares for and follows the footsteps of the
Elderly people, it is sure and certain that a righteous generation will
flourish within the church in days to come.

May Lord Bless the Church for the same. Amen.

This celebration demands us to
care and love the elderly with absolute devotion and
duty. While parents are aging gracefully, several
children fail to accept, respect, love and care for their parents. Both
fathers and mothers have stories to tell of disappoints, frustrations and
failures. In spite of being a doctor, engineer, holding esteemed secular
vocations, IT professional or decently placed in Government jobs, there
are instances where children consider parents as a burden in their
contemporary contexts.

All stages of life are the gift of God and especially ageing gracefully
is the abundant blessing of God that has to be revered, respected and
adored. “Revere your Mother and Father” (Deuteronomy 19:3). Parents
as they grow old expect and long for genuine love from their children.
The way we treat the elderly will reflect to us when we grow old. The
elderly are full of life experiences and faith stories. Listening to them
enriches and equips the younger ones for rich and meaningful celebration
of life.

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The Protestant Reformation

The CSI, along with Presbyterian and Reformed Churches around
the world, observes the last Sunday in October as Reformation Sunday.
This year it falls on October 25, 2015. In many Lutheran Churches,
instead of Reformation Sunday, the 31% of October is commemorated
as Reformation Day. Either way, it helps us to remember Martin Luther
posting his 95 Theses against the pope on October 31. 1517 on the door
of the castle church at Wittenberg, Germany — the event that sparked
the Protestant Reformation.

Here is a quick survey of the main Church denominational groups
that arose from the Reformation:

LUTHERAN CHURCHES. Luther did not intend to split the Roman
Catholic Church, but only to reform it of its unbiblical teachings, but he
and his followers were excommunicated by the pope. The key teaching
of Luther was “justification (being right with God) by faith alone (not
by our own effort)”, based on Galatians 3:11. Lutheran teachings were
summarized in the Augsburg Confession (1530). Lutheran churches
are found mostly in Germany, Switzerland, Denmark, Finland, Norway,
Sweden and the USA.

REFORMED CHURCHES. Lutheran churches still followed a modified
form of many Catholic ceremonies. Other reformers like Zwingli and
John Calvin, both based in Switzerland, wanted more thorough reforms
in the Church. Their followers formed Reformed Churches in Europe
(mainly Switzerland, France, Netherlands and Hungary) and South Africa
and Presbyterian Churches in English-speaking countries (England,
Scotland and the USA). Their beliefs and the form of church organization
was the same.

ANGLICAN CHURCH. William Tyndale’s translation of the Bible was
the first in English and set the stage for the Reformation in England,
along with the influence of Luther’s teaching which was discussed in
universities such as Cambridge. In 1532, King Henry V111 cancelled the
authority of the pope over the Church of England, merely so that he
could have a divorce and marriage that he wanted. But the new
Archbishop of Canterbury, Thomas Cranmer, was strongly influenced
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by Lutheran teaching. He wrote the Anglican Confession of Faith called
the ‘Articles of Religion’, and prepared the Book of Common Prayer
(liturgy), which consolidated the Protestant faith in the Church of
England.

SEPARATISTS or NON-CONFORMISTS. Many Anglicans were dissatisfied
with the Church and wanted more reforms in line with the Bible. They
separated from the Anglican Church (which was made the official
religion during the reign of Queen Elizabeth I, and a law passed
compelling people to “conform™) and were called non-Conformists. One
branch led by John Smyth opposed child baptism and started the Baptist
churches. Another branch led by Robert Browne established the
Congregational churches. Both groups insisted on independent
congregations, not organized under bishops. Both Congregationalists
and Baptists became the dominant denominations in the USA.

METHODIST CHURCH. In the mid-18™" century, John Wesley led a
reform movement in the Anglican Church. After his death, his followers
organized into a separate denomination called the Methodist Church.
They laid great emphasis on holiness and sanctification and the Holy
Spirit. Next to Congregationalists and Baptists, Methodists gained the
largest followers in the USA. The initial formation of Pentecostal churches
in the early 1900s was by splitting from the Methodists in the USA.

While such is the history behind the denominations, it was the Church
of South India that for the first time in history brought many different
denominations (Congregational, Presbyterian, Anglican, Methodist) into
unity, on September 29, 1947. Let us remember that the motto of our
unity is the prayer of Jesus in the Upper Room, “That they may all be one”
(John 17:21). A greater church union, involving the CSI and the CNI,
and the Lutheran and Baptist churches, should be our vision.
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We hope that all of you are carefully reading the Bible to
find answers to the questions, which is the motive behind
this Bible Quiz. This month’s questions are from the Book
of Numbers (NIV), chapters 19 to 27. Kindly, read these
chapters before attempting the quiz. These nine chapters
describe the Israelites’ halfway through their exodus,
including an incident where the person sent to curse
them blesses them instead. It also contains the

consequences of the rift among the Israelites; especially the punishment to Moses
and Aaron, as they failed to obey the Lord’s command.

Please substantiate your answers by stating references (verse) from the Bible.
The questions are prepared from the New International Version (NIV) of the English
Bible, kindly use that version to find the correct answers. For clarifications, refer the
Malayalam translation of the questions posted in the Church Office Notice Board.
