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Draft Rules of C S | M.M. Church Cemetery

The Church Cemetery Premises, Chapel, the Tombs/Vaults are
properties under the possession of the C S | M.M. Church

I. Definitions(only applicable for M.M. Church Cemetery):-

1. Permanent Member -

2. Adherents -

3. Headstone -

4. Pit Grave -

5. Size of the grave

Denotes a person belonging to the M.M.
Church whose name is included in the family
register of M.M. Church as a permanent
member.

Unbaptized children of permanent members of
M.M. Church.

Labelling stone of atomb on which is inscribed
a number which is the code number for
identifying the tomb with the help of cemetery
register.

N.B: The head stone number of a tomb
corresponds to the number in the Cemetery
Register which indicates the name of the
person buried in the respective tomb.
Denotes atomb, where after burial no masonry
work is done.

N.B: Henceforth no pit grave is allowed.

(i). No grave shall measure more than 6'2’
x3’.(ii).Minimum depth of the pit shall be atleast
4 feet. (iii).The height of the tomb shall be 2’
from the ground level

N.B:(i). The above measurements are
applicable after the laying of granite/marble.
(ii). Covering of surface with granite slab or
marble or tiles and installation of cross is
permitted.

(iii). Construction of cellars above the ground
level or construction of superstructures is not
permitted on the tombs.

(iv). Burial shall be done only below the ground
level in case of ground burial.

Implies a concrete cellar (approximately 7 ft x
60cm x 45 cm) in which the mortal remains
shall be kept and sealed. A tablet showing
the name and other details of the person in
that particular vault shall be kept on the seal.
N.B: Reuse of individual vault is not allowed.
Implies a concrete cellar (approximately 7ft x
60cm x 45¢cm) in which the mortal remains
shall be kept and sealed. No tablet showing
the name and details of the person who is
buried in that particular vault is allowed.
Implies single concrete cellar

(approximately 7ft x 60cm x 45¢m each) in
which the mortal remains shall be kept and
sealed. Atablet showing the name and details
of the person in whose name the vault is
reserved shall be kept on the seal.

N.B: (i). Reuse of the family vault is allowed
after a minimum period of 1 year only from
the date of previous burial.

(ii). The subsequent burials are limited and
restricted to the members of the family of the
person in whose name it is reserved.

(iii). The term ‘members of the family’ indicates
future generations i.e., the person in whose
name the vault is reserved and his /her spouse
and their children and their spouses and future
generations, if they are permanent members
of M.M. Church and should not have any dues
to the Church.

N.B.: Under unexpected situations, if an
additional death occurs within the specified
time (1 year), then the common vault provided
in the family vault block shall be utilised.
Indicates concrete cellars (approximately 1’ x
1’x1’) in which cremains shall be kept and a
tablet showing the name and details of the
person can be kept.

e.Reservation for vaults for cremains - adjacent vault allowed for the
spouse of the deceased.
f. Reservation is not transferable and not refundable.

Facilities available for burial

For permanent members - Ground space, individual vault, family vault,
common vault, vault for cremains.

For Adherents - individual vault/common vault/vaults for cremains

For members of the Mission Centres of M.M. Church and the Members
of the Churches of SKD which were earlier M.M. Church Mission Centres
having no burial grounds at present - common vault.

Reuse of old grave -  Implies the use of the grave again for the
spouse of the deceased. It may be further reused for the burial of the
deceased’s children and their spouses provided all the deceased’s other
surviving children and legal heirs give permission in writing for the same,
provided they are permanent members of M.M. Church.

Burial of grand children in the existing or coming up new tombs cannot
be done as a right. The Church Committee reserves the discretion to
consider such requests and to decide as per the merit of each case.
N.B: In case the spouse is alive and children/legal heirs require burial in
the same grave, consent of the surviving spouse and children/legal heirs
iS necessary.

V. Formalities to be followed for burial

and the need of burying the mortal remains
in M.M. Church cemetery addressed to
the presbyter-in-charge of M.M. Church
and the photo of the deceased are to be
submitted.
The Presbyter-in-charge of the M.M.
Church shall give permission for the burial

after approval by the Church Secretary and
the Cemetery Convenor and the burial shall
be done in the presence of one of the
Pastors of M.M. Church.

The ‘prescribed application for burial’ shall
be filled appropriately by the close relatives
of the deceased prior to the burial. The
‘application form’ shall be endorsed by the
Presbyter-in-Charge, Church Secretary &
Cemetery Gonvener, prior to the burial.
For the conduct of the burial, the
permission of the Presbyter-in-charge is
required. He shall take steps to inform all
the Church Committee Members about the
death. He shall fix the time of burial in
consultation with the Church Secretary &
Cemetery Convenor.

All burials shall be done between 8am &
6pm.

The Church Secretary shall take steps to
inform the members of the M.M.Church
about the death through SMS/Whatsapp.
The approval of the Church Committee is
essential and it may be obtained by
‘Circulation’” among the Committee
Members.

Details of the death such as date of death/
date of burial shall invariably be inscribed
on the tomb and the tablet on the family
vault.

VI. Responsibilities of the Church

a. Convener of cemetery -

The Church Committee shall nominate a
member of the Church Committee as the
Convenor of the Cemetery. The Convenor
of the Cemetery shall be incharge of the
Cemetery.
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b. Death Register

c. Register of tomb stones

d.Caretaker of Cemetery

e. Allotment of ground

f. Maintenance of the tomb

The Convenor shall constitute a Cemetery
Sub Committee with a minimum of 5
members.

The Presbyter-in-charge shall be the
custodian of the death register.

The register should contain all the relevant
details of the person buried and these
details must be entered in the death register
on the day of burial itself.

The Presbyter-in-charge shall be the
custodian of the Register of tomb stones.
‘Register of tomb stones’ shall be in
compliance with the ‘Death Register’
Entry shall be made in the Register of tomb
stones on the day of burial itself.

The Presbyter-in-charge shall be the
custodian of the ‘Register of tomb stones’
The Sexton shall be the Care taker of the
Cemetery. He shall be in charge of the
articles in the Church Cemetery and the
Cemetery Chapel. He shall be responsible
for the cleaning of the Church Cemetery,
Cemetery Chapel and bathrooms in the
Cemetery. He shall inform the Cemetery
Convenor about any developments that
happen in the Church Cemetery.
Allotment of ground space for the grave
and the vault shall be done by the Convener
of the Cemetery in the order of the plan of
the grave yard which is already in
possession/on the basis of the register
available in the Church Office.

Any maintenance work in the tomb/vault
shall be done only with the prior knowledge
and permission of the Church Secretary.
A written request for the same from the
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close relatives addressed to the Church
Secretary shall be presented explaining the
nature of the maintenance proposed to be
carried out on the tomb/vault.

If permitted it has to be done in the
presence and under the supervision of
sexton and shall be in accordance with the
rules and regulations of Cemetery, within
the stipulated time limit.

g. Demolition of existing tomb - Demolition of existing tomb for renovation

is not allowed.

h. Construction/civil/electrical -  Construction works and other major

maintenance works in cemetery
works in the cemetery including the works
at tomb shall be done only with the
permission of the Church Committee in the
Cemetery.
All burials shall be done in accordance with the CSI order of service only.
The presence of one of the pastors of M.M. Church is mandatory during
the funeral service.
Cleaning and maintenance of the respective tombs shall be the duty of
the surviving relatives.
Cleaning of the Cemetery as a whole eg. weed removal periodically shall
be the responsibility of the Church Committee.
. The Cemetery gate shall be opened from 6 am to 7 pm.
Services of the Choir master and the Choir can be made available for all
funeral service.
The Church office shall inform the Choir master and the Choir secretary
regarding the death and the time of funeral.
The sexton shall make necessary arrangements to conduct the funeral
service at cemetery chapel with the approval of Presbyter in Charge,
Church Secretary and cemetery convener.
All dues to the Church of the deceased shall be cleared before obtaining
permission for the burial.
Reduction/relaxation of funeral charges as well as any exemption of any
sort can be done in deserving cases at the discretion of the Church
Committee.
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s.  Memorial Prayer at tomb can be conducted with the prior information
to the Sexton.

t.  Decision of Church committee will be final on disputes arising in the
matters related to the cemetery and funeral.

Explanatory Notes:
(1) Present rate for ground burial is Rs.25, 000/-. Proposed to revise it
to Rs. 1,00,000/- for the following reasons:

i. Availability of ground space in the MM
Cemetery is limited. Therefore it is necessary
to save and utilize the ground space for
construction of vaults for the requirements of
future generation. Hence revision of ground
burial space rate from Rs.25, 000/- to
Rs.1, 00,000/ is justifiable as the value of
the ground space is precious.

ii. To discourage ground burial upon taking into
consideration of the forthcoming social/
ecological implications.

(2) The construction cost of the one individual vault under construction
is around Rs.18,000/- which is excluding land value. Hence proposed
to fix the rate of the individual vault as Rs.20, 000/- and for reserving
the adjacent vault for spouse is Rs. 25,000/-.

(3) Presently there is no dedicated vault is available for burying the
cremains. Hence proposed to construct small vaults for cremains
and the rate is fixed as Rs.5,000/- and Rs. 7,500/- for reserving the
vault for cremains of the spouse.

i.  Application for burying cremains shall be
supported by certificate issued by government/
government approved crematorium.

ii. If cremation is conducted in the jurisdiction of
MM Church it should be conducted in the
presence of Presbyters of MM Church to
become eligible to obtain vault for cremains.

jii. Once cremains is buried the vault should be
premanately sealed/closed with concrete slab.
