7.   Update of M M Church  Mission Village

In order to acquire around 5.99 acres (as per revenue records)
of land located at Vithura Village as reported in the Aug-Sep-21
issue of Church Voice, negotiation with the land owner on the sale
price was held  by a team constituted by the Church Committee.
After hectic negotiation the owner of the land had agreed to sell the
land for M M Church Mission Village @ Rs. 40,000/cent. The owner
of the land also agreed to execute an agreement once the advance
amount is paid.
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The Steering Committee for Mission Village recommended to
the Church Committee to provide an advance of Rs.25 Lakhs to the
owner and seek 6 months time for final documentation of sale deed
from the date of advance payment once legal opinion to purchase
the land is received. The Church Committee approved the
recommendation. Mean time steps have been initiated to measure
the extent of land. It was also decided to collect donations from the
members as interest-free refundable -advance amount or donation
to purchase the land.

The cost of the land is Rs. 40,000/, which works out to Rs. 2.4
crores as total cost of the land (excluding registration fee and stamp
duty).

Martin Luther -  Great Reformer
Compiled by Daniel Wellington

Martin Luther, the great
religious leader who shattered
the structure of the medieval
Church. Luther spoke out
against the corrupt religious
practices then existing. His
demand that the authority for
doctrinal and practice of
Scriptures, rather than Pope or
Councils ignited the Great
Reformation. Luther maintained
his bold stand against religious

abuses for establishing the Protestant Faith. The Reformation gave
an ecclesiastic prominence to the sermons. Luther held that
salvation is through the Word and without the Word the elements
are devoid of Sacramental quality. Luther’s Sermons followed the
course prescribed by the Christian year. Luther is at his best and
most characteristic in his sermon on the Nativity. Luther was above
all  a man of prayer.

Luther was himself so much a person that his faith may be
called the last flowering of the religion of the Middle Ages. And he
came from the most religiously conservative element of the
population, the peasants. His father, Hans Luther, and his mother,
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Margaretta, were of German origin. The atmosphere of the family
was that of the Peasantry. Old Hans and Margaretta were prayer
warriors. Luther set himself to learn and expound the Scriptures.
Luther had come into a new view of Christ and a new view of God.
Luther’s Theses differed from the ordinary proposition for debate.
He was driven to seek God where he was chosen to make himself
self known, namely, in the flesh of Jesus Christ our Lord, who is
the sole revealer of God.

Anyone who seeks to discover the secret of Christianity is
inevitably driven to the Bible, because Christianity is based on
something which happened in the past, the incarnation of God in
Christ at a definite point of history. The Bible records this event.

Luther brought out a hymn book with twenty three hymns
of which he was the author and perhaps in part the Composer.
Distinguished alike in the translation of the Bible, the compositions
of the Catechism, the reform of the Liturgy and the creation of the
Hymn book, Luther was equally great in the sermons preached
from the pulpit, the lectures delivered in the class hall and his prayer
voiced in the upper room. His versatility is genuinely amazing.
Church Ministry : Luther’s religious principles were that religion
is paramount that Christianity is the sole true religion to be
apprehended by faith channeled through Scripture, preaching and
Sacrament. The study of Scripture, must be cultivated in Church
and School. In Church the pulpit  and altar must each sustain the
other.

The last sixteen years of Luther’s life from the Augsburg
Confession in 1530 to his death in 1546 are commonly treated
more cursorily by biographers than the earlier period, if indeed
they are not omitted altogether. There is a measure of justification
for this comparative neglect, because the last quarter of Luther’s
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life was neither determinative for his ideas nor crucial for his
achievements. Luther was right; his ideas were matured; his Church
was established, his associates could carry on. They were
compelled to do because for the remainder of his life he was under
the ban of Church and State. Luther’s later years are, however, by
no means to be written off as the sputtering of a dying flame.

The closing events of his life are an example. Then came a
request from the counts of Mansfield for a mediator in a dispute.
Melanchthon was too sick to go. Luther was too sick to live. He
went, reconciled the counts, and died on the way home. Later
historians are so accustomed to regard Lutheranism a politically
subsequent and Calvinism as intransigent that they would do well
to recall the origin of this doctrine on Lutheran soil.

Luther did the work of more than five men. And for sheer
richness and exuberance of vocabulary and mastery of style he is
to be compared only with Shakespeare. Luther’s Bible translation,
for example, affected the English version. Tyndale’s preface is taken
from Luther.

The Catholic church received a tremendous shock from the
Lutheran Reformation. Luther’s influence extends so far beyond
his own land. Lutheranism took possession of Scandinavia and
has an extensive following in the United States and apart from his
movement gave the impetus to establish the other denominations
of Protestantism.

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Crises Management: Lessons from Apostle Paul

The present human journey of life is through the corridors
of Covid 19 pandemic where we see people of broken lives, lost
opportunities, fierce challenges, horrifying scenarios, lonely people
in crowded columns, shattered emotions and intense bubbles of
conflicts and struggles. This crisis situation is to be faced with utter
dependence on the almighty God and with crisis coping
mechanisms that we see in the Bible. Crisis is a perception or
experience of an event or situation as an intolerable difficulty that
exceeds the person’s current resources and coping mechanisms.
A crisis can sometimes be quite obvious, such as a person losing
his or her job, getting into marital difficulties, or being involved in
some type of accident. Crisis presents a dramatic emotional or
circumstantial upheaval in a person’s life.

In mental health terms, a crisis refers not necessarily to a
traumatic situation or event, but to a person’s reaction to an event.
One person might be deeply affected by an event while another
individual suffers little or no ill effects. The Chinese word for crisis
presents an excellent depiction of the components of a crisis. The
word “crisis” in Chinese is formed with the characters for danger
and opportunity. A crisis presents an obstacle, trauma, or threat,
but it also offers an opportunity for either growth or decline.

Many crisis coping skills can be distilled from the way Paul
responded to the problems recorded in Acts 27:1-26. Paul was on
his way to face the judgement of the Roman Emperor Caesar
aboard a prison ship. Suddenly a terrible storm rages . After three
days everyone on board despairs of life. Just as everyone runs out
of food, Paul stands up and shouts, “Men, you should have taken
my advice not to sail from Crete; then you would have spared
yourselves this damage and loss. But now I urge you to keep up
your courage, because not one of you will be lost; only the ship will
be destroyed. So keep up courage!
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Paul’s Principles of Handling Crises.
1. Paul prepared himself to pay any price to do God’s will - he

said “I consider my life worth nothing to me, if only I may finish
the race and complete the task the Lord Jesus has given me”
(Acts 20:24)

2. Paul realized that even   if he could not alter his circumstances
he could control his perceptions, attitudes and responses to
the situation. Only a small fraction of all our fears are legitimate.

3. Paul took a realistic look at the situation and realized that God's
will would be done even if the ship were to sink. Many people
rush into wrong assumptions when faced with crisis and
prematurely despire.

4. Paul picked up his battles. Do not think that you have to fight
every battle that comes along.

5. Paul did not let his imaginations and subjective anxieties cloud
his objective belief in God's truth. So many people allow their
subjective feelings to obscure their ability to act on God's facts.

6. Paul analyzed his resources encouraging others to take courage
in the facts God had given to him. When you are sure of your
facts do not let anything, anyone or any problem deter you from
the truth.
