in the light. When we do not yield to the Spirit of God in us, we live
under the power of 'the flesh' fulfilling the lusts.  We have time for
everything that interests us, but little or no time to practise fellowship
with Christ and to delight in Him.  On the contrary, by constantly
abiding in the fellowship of Christ, we can bear the fruit that glorifies
God (John 15:1-8).

In the classic description on the New Testament church, it is
written: "And they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine
and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in prayers" (Acts
2:42). Are we cultivating an intimate personal relationship with God,
which alone can help us to receive His favour and blessings? Life is a
journey with God as our companion.  He longs to help us deal with
life's problems.  How good it is to let God take charge of our lives!
Unless we are deeply rooted in Christ, we cannot withstand the storms
of life. How great our Lord is and what a privilege it is to walk in
intimate relationship with Him, to be loved by Him and to serve Him!

Their tongues will be
loosened to praise, worship and thank God inside and outside their
own congregation.  Simultaneously,   inviting and drawing the 'other
flock' into the fold of Jesus Christ through world and deed will become
their joy forever.
