“A Mighty Fortress is Our God”,
written and composed by Martin Luther, the architect of Reformation,
has helped to spread his teachings more effectively than any of his writings
or speeches.Alluding to Luther’s hymns, even his enemies said: “The
whole people are singing themselves into his doctrine”.   Songs appeal to
the heart, and are well remembered than speeches or pamphlets, and
the messages embedded in them unwittingly influence our thoughts.

Martin Luther(1483 - 1546), who started his career as an
Augustinian monk, served in the All Saints Church, Wittenberg in
Germany, and also as the professor of philosophy and theology at the
University of Wittenberg.  Having good command of the classical
languages, he was a Bible translator, author of a number of books and
pamphlets, a hymn writer, and a musician.   In his time, the only language
of worship in the Catholic Church was Latin, be it in England, Germany,
or elsewhere. Hymns, litanies, Scripture readings and prayers, were all
in the Latin language, which few understood.Luther wanted to put an
end to this meaningless mode of worship, and so he started translating
the Bible and the litanies, and also writing hymns in German.

Christian music influenced Luther considerably.  Here are some
of his own words on music.

 “I wish to compose sacred hymns so that the Word of God may
dwell among the people, also by means of songs”.

  “I would allow no man to preach or teach God’s people without a
proper knowledge of the use and power of sacred song”.

  “The Devil, the originator of sorrowful anxieties and restless troubles,
flees before the sound of music, almost as much as before the Word
of God”.
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“A Mighty Fortress is Our God” written in 1529, is said to have
been translated into all known languages of the world.  There are more
than 60 different versions of this hymn in English language alone. The version
popular with us, and given below, is an American version of 1852 by
Frederick H. Hedge. But the version generally used in England is the
translation by the famous writer Thomas Carlyle, which begins with the
words “A safe stronghold our God is still, A trusty shield and weapon”.
(We have this version in the Sacred Songs & Solos by Sankey, No.3).

It would be profitable to take a close look at the lines of this hymn in an
attempt to study its message.

1. A mighty fortress is our God,
A bulwark never failing;
Our helper He, amid the flood
Of mortal ills prevailing.
For still our ancient foe
Doth seek to work his woe;
His craft and pow’r are great,
And armed with cruel hate -
On earth is not his equal.

2. Did we in our own strength confide,
Our striving would be losing,
Were not the right Man on our side,
The Man of God’s own choosing.
Dost ask who that may be?
Christ Jesus, it is He!
Lord Sabaoth is His name,
From age to age the same:
And He must win the battle.

3. And though this world, with devils filled,
Should threaten to undo us,
We will not fear, for God hath willed
His truth to triumph through us.
The prince of darkness grim,
We tremble not for him -
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His rage we can endure,
For lo, his doom is sure:
One little word shall fell him.

4. That word above all earthly pow’rs,
No thanks to them, abideth;
The Spirit and the gifts are ours
Through Him who with us sideth.
Let goods and kindred go,
This mortal life also;
The body they may kill;
God’s truth abideth still:
His kingdom is for ever.

Psalm 46 is the inspiration for this hymn. When Luther wrote
this, 12 years after he nailed the 95 theses on the door of the Wittenberg
Cathedral, he was being hunted by the Pope Leo X and the Roman
Emperor Charles V,with a death sentence on his life.  The Lord God
was his only protector.  It is with a real experience of God’s protection
that he writes: “A mighty fortress is our God…”.  He doesn’t fear the
‘flood of mortal ills’ because God is his helper. He is fully aware that the
real enemy is not the Pope or the Emperor, but the devil, the ‘ancient
foe’, whose kingdom he has ransacked.  He has the realization that the
devil is crafty, powerful, armed with ‘cruel hate’, and is stronger than
anyone in this world.

In the second stanza Luther expresses his (man’s) helplessness
and the necessity for him (man) to trust in the Lord of hosts – “Lord
Sabaoth”.  We have to take sides with the ‘right Man’, the Man chosen
by God, yes, Jesus Christ indeed, if we are to win the battle.  He makes
clear the Biblical truth that the battle is not ours, but God’s.  The writer is
fully aware that in this hazardous mission he is fighting not against flesh
and blood, but against the rulers, authorities, cosmic powers of darkness,
and the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly places, as delineated by
St. Paul in Eph.6:12, and that it is God who has to win this battle.

While Luther uses the third stanza to exhort us not to be afraid
of this devil-filled world, he is also emboldening himself not to tremble
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before the prince of darkness, because it is God’s will that His truth
should triumph ultimately through us. The devil’s rage may seem furious
and frightening.  But since we already know his end, that he is doomed
for destruction, this knowledge will strengthen us to endure his fury.  He
is going to be trounced by a ‘little word’ from God.  Let us remember
here that the devil is only “like a roaring lion” (1Pet.5:8).  He is not a
lion. The real lion, “the Lion of the tribe of Judah” (Rev.5:5) is our Lord
Jesus Christ.

Luther starts the fourth stanza with a reference to this little ‘word’
which is sufficient to fell Satan. This ‘word’, which is above all earthly
powers, abides with us for ever.  Through Jesus, who is on our side, we
are also blessed and empowered with the Holy Spirit and the gifts of the
Spirit.  The lines: “Let goods and kindred go, This mortal life also; The
body they may kill: God’s truth abideth still” are more clear in Carlyle’s
translation which goes like this: “And though they take our life, Goods,
honour, children, wife, Yet is their profit small; These things shall vanish
all”. Here Luther warns us, (while reminding himself also) that, in the
battle for God’s truth we may lose everything dear to us in this world,
even our life.  But this loss is nothing compared to the eternal Kingdom
of God.

It is said that this hymn was instrumental in the growth of the
Christian Church than any other hymn.Travellers to Wittenberg read with
appreciation the first line of this‘national hymn of Protestant Germany’,
inscribed in German language upon the tomb of this great reformer:

“A Mighty Fortress is Our God”.
