Greetings to all members of the MM Church congregation in
the holy name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ! As I write this,
the shrill  loud sound made by the young ones of our families on 29th

of April in front of the main gate of our Church, the 2nd  home for
them, not realizing that they are crying for the moon, is echoing in my
mind.

On May 1st Sunday, all of us remained in our houses weeping
and praying.

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doubt which will be in every minute, for the above blessings without
which we would have gone astray.

On 8th Sunday we started our Worship Service at Johnson Hall.
I never sang so loud and also never heard the congregation singing so
loud,  I never said ‘Amen’ so loud, also never heard the congregation
saying ‘Amen’ so loud. That is the impact the April 29th has made on
us. Let us continue, No! not only continue, but increase the volume
Sunday after Sunday. Let us Praise Him, Glorify Him and Adore Him
Aloud.

Circumstances demanded solutions for managing finance and
proceeding with legal actions. January 18th gave us a cautioning
message. A few of  our members studied the pros and cons of forming
a Charitable Society which became helpful and a society was registered
and Bank account opened in the name ‘‘Mateer Memorial Church
Congregational Fellowship’’ (MMCCF).

A minimum of 15 members were required to function as the
Managing committee of the society. From the members of the Action
council appointed by the General Body of our Church in its meeting
on 20th February 2022, 25 members came forward to become part of
the Managing committee in the Action Council Meeting held on
14-05-22. To meet with the mandatory requirement of the society,
office bearers namely: President, Secretary, Treasurer, Vice-President
and Joint Secretary were elected from this Managing committee. This
is the present administrative arrangement of the society and our
congregation.

All statutory requirements of a Charitable Society are being
met. We have a PAN and procedure to get 12 A exemption from the
Income Tax Department is in progress.
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It is 4 months now that we are having our Sunday worship

Service in the Johnson Hall and all other activities we were having
earlier are being carried on at present. No wonder, people started asking
how and when we can go back to our Church.

On May 1st Sunday, none of us went to our Church, no body
told us not to go. But our mind did not permit us to go. There were
reasons for that, and those reasons still exist. Only when we make
sure that those reasons which stopped us from going there are not
existing any more, we will go there. For this to happen, a democratic
administration should come in the Diocese and also we should get an
order from the legal authorities that status quo prior to April 29th
2022 is allowed. Thus a total cleaning up of LMS Compound will be
accomplished.

Please be assured that possible steps are being taken for a
peaceful going back to our church and that day will not be too far. Till
then, we shall wholeheartedly pray and work on His divine guidance.

Let us stand united now than ever before till God’s plan is
fulfilled through our congregation, only for His Glory.
