MADRAS HIGH COURT ORDERED CSI MODERATOR &
BISHOP SKD A. DHARMARAJ RASALAM TO EXIT

Moderator Bishop Dharmaraj Rasalam's election is invalidated
on 5" September 2023 by a landmark judgement pronounced by Justice
Sentil Kumar Ramamoorthy of the Madras High Court. All amendments
to the constitution are nullified. A. Dharmaraj Rasalam’s illegal
continuance since June 2023, enhancing the retirement age of Bishops
and clergy to 70 years through unlawful constitutional amendments has
come to an end. In this historic case, our congregation played a vital
role by impleading in suit CS 86/2022 filed by Dr. Sheshadri of Chennai
Diocese. Deputy Moderator Rt. Rev. Reuben Mark has taken charge
as Acting Moderator of CSl and as Bishop of South Kerala Diocese.
Retired High Court judge Justice Bharathi Dasan is appointed as
Commissioner to conduct the election of the Moderator within four
months. Let us continue to pray for the restoration of CSI.

Mark 14: 3-9 can be called the “Sacrificial gift of a woman’ or
‘Woman with an alabaster jar’. Jesus and those who followed Him were
gathered inthe house of the Simon, the leper (rough nickname). Any person
having leprosy was not allowed within the city gate. So it must be
understood that Simon was a leper who was healed of leprosy. We don’t
know whether Jesus was the person who healed Simon of his leprosy.
We don’t know what happened in his life. May be, as a thanksgiving to
Jesus for healing him, Simon opened his home for this gathering. WWe don’t
know. Do we make our home/life available for God to use or dowe
say more ...more ...and more for us? What God can do through you
is more important than what He can do just for you. How God can use us
depends on how we give ourselves into God’s hands. Jesus did not
withhold anything when He gave his life on the cross for us. Likewise,
think of the persons in the house around the dinner table, when the lady
was making a sacrificial offering, the men around were calculating on the
price of the gift. Ayear’s wages is not something that you can collectina
piggy bank. The heart wants to believe but the mind wants to make sense.
Sacrificial giving means lots of doubt & self-analysis, it is also second
guessing on whether to give this much, or whether the gift is more than that
which is needed. How many of us have searched in our purse for
the lowest denomination when offertory is taken?

There is the story of a man who gave tithe. When he had a
salary of 100/- he gave 10/-and when his salary increased to 200/-, he
gave 20/- as tithe. He was happy with tithing till his salary became
900/- but when his salary reached 1000/-, the decision to give 100/- as
tithe was hard. And God said let your salary be 900/- always. Think if
God makes such a decision like that in our lives where would we stand.
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When God increases our income, do we spend more on
ourselves or do we increase our giving? The extravagance of the
woman is hard to understand. Likewise in church, are we able to
understand what is happening around us, even if to others? Sacrifice
makes sense only when we understand the ultimate sacrifice of Jesus.

The people there didn’t understand what was going to happen in
Jesus’s life. They had the prophets and the laws but they still didn’t
understand what would happen. Cross hasn’t happened then but we
know now. Jesus had been with them for three years, healing, feeding
and taking care of all their needs but they never understood the cross or
the ultimate sacrifice that had to happen. Cross is the ultimate for which
Jesus came into this world for. He was sitting at the table. The Passover
lamb was sitting at the table and the only one who could identify the
Passover lamb was the woman with the alabaster Jar. So she broke the
jar and poured the costly ointment on Jesus. She gave all in the jar to
Jesus. Not even a drop left over for herself. The aroma filled the
whole place, not just on the one on whom she anointed.

Think how far we know now. We have the written word of God.
We have seen the full circle. What is our excuse for withholding
what we have? If Jesus could come and die for me the least | could do
is break a vase for him. Shouldn’t that be our thought? Itis a privilege to
give it to him. Jesus came into this world for you and me. He got
beaten for you and me. He carried the cross for me. He wore a crown
of thorns for you and me. He stretched out his hand on the cross for
you and me. He died for you and me. Can’t we break a vase for him
what is our excuse for not sacrificing? We have seen the cross and all
that had happened. We know everything now. If we know or remember
all that Jesus has done for us.. ., think of how He was always been there
inour life. How He made us walk all the way ....how He had carried
us... always here to keep you safe, and all that He has given us. What
should we do? It’s hard to make sense of how God can give us freely all
things ...how he was able to give His son, His only son as sacrifice for
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our lives. The ultimate gift of Jesus on the cross was purely John 3:16 in
action. That’s how much God loved us. If we can really comprehend
that ultimate sacrifice of God our giving would also be sacrificial.
When a farmer plants a seed he doesn’t give it a burial. He knows that
he will see itagain and it will be grown into a big tree. That is the faith
that he has. What kind of faith do we have? *“She hath done what she
could” (Mark 14:8a). That’s what God expects from each one of us.
Don’t set your sights low, and say this is what | can do. Remember
the tithing story.

Jesus knew that the gospel would be preached in the whole world
and so He gave the promise to the woman. We are fulfilling that promise
when we speak about her. She gota ‘memorial’ by loving Jesus and serving
Him. And the service that she did was not just service to Jesus. The aroma
of the perfume was carried around the house and gave an aromato all the
people in the house. What have we done for the Lord? What have we done
asaservice to the Lord? What have we done as a sacrifice to the Lord?
Sacrifice means that it hurts, but still we give even though it pains.
We are still happy to give. That is what sacrifice means.

In Mark 14:10-11, we see that all the above happenings made
Judas decide to betray Jesus. He saw the sacrificial giving of awoman
but still he decided to betray Jesus for money. What do we decide after
hearing or seeing a promise or a miracle? Does money or the offer for
money make one forget the teachings in the Bible? Remember the end
of Judas when in such a situation. That is the end of all who work against
God or God’s plans. May the Almighty give us grace to live in His ways
for the glory of God.
